His
descriptions are of Mttle interest, and his
work only seems to drag forth the smonl-
dering and  rekindle  the horror
wnd  Lhe hatred  which soch barbaront
tyranny cansed, We had hoped to have sunk
into oblivion nil recollections of that earthy
hell, but they are onee more presenbed, with ull
the glossing and glosting tnecinations of »
veritable Jenkine, The took can do uo good,
1wl do harm : and o My, Spancer, of Adnoricons,
Gieorgin, had leit 1 unwritien, the proluction
would never have “een missed from the literary
worlds, The autbor himsell s not blind to the
evils which vl unturally follow his work, bt
gives ug in his prefaoe the assurance that—**My
object in this pubheation s not W minister to a
mworbid ourloglty, but 1o place on record how
outrages und mourders have been committed
under the detitious plen of a strugele for indes
pendence.” We have heard enoagh ol such
horrors, snd we therefore deprecate the ex-
huming of the buried hatchet,

Ag, however, it has been published, we must
give the author credit for u per-pleuons,
pleasing style, and a good supply of imagery,
We will goote some of hir pasenges describing

daily, bourly degracavon to wuich they were
forced; the wathdrawani or witubouding of morat

restraind ; the filthy, grovelling lie winieh they led,
unevecred by one solitury nope of wwmendment,
slowly sunk them deepir nnd ueeper 1uto despon-
deney, tumed the r manhceod into apachy, and de-
unseu thelr conrnge mto brutality, LThoy woere con-
verted into g0 many wild beasts, and each was an-
ated but by one purpose—sought to accomplisn
but one objeot—pro onmng their miserab o hves by
preving upon their comrados in musfortune,

“Wirz bad carelully marked the gradual develop-
ment of these dangerous tendeno. o3, and wasat last
enuiefied that they had culminated mto the utier de-
worg zation of the wretched sujects whueh be
controlled, ana he begoan, coward us hoe was, to fear
thoir sudden exinbtion towards himsoil. s visits
to the wstde of the stosknie, never (requent, wore
now seldom mede, cod theny with extreme procau-
tions for us own sufety, He well pppreciated the
douger of thrusange bimseld into the mdst of theae
starving, muddeved, rockless mon, for he knew
that his iiffe would not be worth a minute’s purohase
in the bands of these unutterably wronged soidiers,
aud he was, lu cons quones, scon only upon the
pintlorms of the sentine.s, ontside (e walls, Ho was
airmd of nuy unusual asscmbluge of the prisoners,
and his orders to the gonrds were imperative to
prevent their cungregating together. and to hinder
auy combinatiens lor an escape.  He kept vigilnat
watch to frustiate attempts ot tuune ling under the
stocknde, and patrols, armed 1o the teeth, made lre-
quent explorations within toe prison for that
purpose,

Wiz bad ordered a rough galiows
10 be erveted within the stockade, and in the pres
ponoo of all the prisoners, with the s*ntinels’ plat
torms erowded by soldiors, and the adjownine hills
Iined with earfous spectators, eagerly watehing the
seene, these [ur wretohed, debasod men were exe-
euted, malntmniog to the lnt their preference for
douth, even such a death as that, to living such o
Ife uw thoy had led¥n that prison,

“However this may be, the effeot of this summary
vindieation of porfonal rights was plainly evident
from this time forth, and a greater degroo of safely
for person and_ property began to pe felt In the
prison  But nothing con d soften the hard heart of
tho fallor of Andorsonviile, or foree him 10 ghange
his poliey towards his luckless prisoners. Gaunt
famipe stalked moroe uhuu! within and around that
pon; dwense continued with. increasing steides to
cluim ity viotims, while the shouts and improeeations
ol miscratlo maninos harried tho enrs of the disoon.
solate men who vined away thore,and foreshado wed
their own fate. 1t would be smpossible to say how
many were insone, or how few there were whose
n.un:mc';o were not disordered by the troatment they
received.

“The recollcerion of the sights In that prison will
haont the mind years aftor ita last post shall have
jotted avay, and grass has grown upon the giaves
of its humble dend, The =ight of ono whose light of
renson Las been extinpuimiied s sad st any timo;
but sadder far is it when the mind s foreod to an
celipse throngh crueity, starvation, and disense.

CWathino vhe limits of that twenty-seven aores of
peepled iife they eou'd be soen, with idiokio stare
nud drivelline slmper, wandering about, or gazing
in listiess apathy around ; now shouling an nsane
defiance to somo imagimed 100 ; now stealthly biding
in tatiered garments some well-polished, often-
goawed bone; now sithing aloof while insensate
tears glided down thelr expressionless cheaks as
some ray from their far-off homwe lightencd up thelr
dorkemed minds, or weakly summoned wemor
buck ; now tramping to and fro in «loomy hageard-
nees, while they raved with incoherent curses,sor
Isughed with maniscal glee at & misery which made
Btrong men weep, All tns and more could be wit.
nessed here duy after day, until the sights almost
became tamilinr, and ceased to awaken the horror
their exmibition would otherwise suggoest.

“T'o this condinon wero the prisoners at length
riduced, Simarvarion, nokedness, ernel treatment
haa done their worst, and these were the results
upon brave snd berote men, For they were bravo
moen all; wnd they were horoes too, who had taken
their hves m thewr bands—thelr onoe young and
his; py lives, bneht with the dreams of anticipated
Success, joyous with tender loves—who had becn
onlm nmidet the roar ol musketry, quiet when the
ghiricks of the wounded and dying arose around
them on the battle-fleld—who had faced honorable
denth with n smile.”

The only portien of the work which we can
heartily and truly commend, is the argument of
Colonel Chipman, Able, lueid, and comprehen-
sive, it well merits the fAattering comments be-
stowed on it by Judge-Advocate Genernl Holt,
and it was a grave error of Mr. Spencer to cur-
tail it to make room for his moral reflections,
In taet, when you have read the entire argu-
ment of Colonel Chipman, yon have read the
entire confents of the book, tor the narvative,
a¢ glven by the author, is nothing more than an
amplitication of the legal summing up of the
Judge-Advocate, The work is neatly bound,
