HISTORICAL VIEW OF ANCIENT CHINA.

Ita Politioal nnd Noocial Comdition—The
Feudal Monarchy im Asle,
Transiated from the * Ausiand.'

In his last report on the new publlications of
European oriental scholars, Julius Mohl, the
permanent Seeretary of the Asiatic Society of
Paris, notices with high approbation the re-
searches of Mr, T. Plath, of Munich, which have
been published in the Memoirs of the Academy
of the latter oity. Among them must be par-
ticularly mentioned bis inquiries concerning the
condition of Ancient China. A superficial his-
torical knowledge only could make the Chinese
the laughing-stock of other nations, OQur
knowledge of the Chinese was commonly limted
to their tails, their buttone, and thelr ceremo.
nial preseriptions, China became proverbial, on
account of the seeming absence of all progress,
but we foreet that this nation possesses a civili-

zation which dates back thousands of yeuars;
that it was everywhere surrounded by savage
iribes, and toat before the immigration ot the
Buddhists they were iudebted to no foreign
nation jor any of cheir intellectunl progress, as
from thelr geographical position they were
under whe necessity ol inventing themselves
whatever they were in want of. Mr, Plath
justly observes that alongside of this Chinese
civihizatlon, which is four thousand yearsold,
the empires of Persia and of Rome appear
rather of & trapsitory character.

Duriog tour thousand years Ching always
remained s monarchy. under two difierent lorms
—a& feudal monarchy v antiquity, and an abso-
late monarchy smuce Thsinchi Hosngti (221
betore Christ), the founder of the grest \mﬁl—
consequently since over 2000 years, Before the
foundation of this absolute monsrehy there were
only three dynastics, and it is the socisl and
political condition of Ching during that period
which Mr, Plath has endeavored to describe,
He to the Emperor Yuo, with whom the
suthentic history ot China begma. the year 2357
B. O, and to the Emperor Yu, the founder of
the first dynasty, the year 2205, Ancient China,
therelore, fills a period of 2000 yoars, or just the
same lapse of time as New China under the
absolute monarchs,

e Uhinese migrated somewhere abont 3700
to 3000 B, C. from the slopes of the Kunlu to
their actual abode. According to ancient ac-
counts they are said not te have nnmbered more
than a hundred families, which formed a rude
society, baving no knuwferlg‘e ol the use of tire,
und dressed in the skins of wild beasts, These
statements may be either doubted or sccepted;
but at the moment when sauthentic history
begins, we find the Chinese to have already con-
strucied cenals and cultivated silkworms,

Mr. Plath’s opinion, which deserves credit, 18
that the Chinese spread aud expanded, not by
means of conquest like the Romans, but ratner
like the North Americans, who pushea the red
man more and more towards the West'] with
this at difference, that those who were driven
iz Chiua from thewr original seats, were not
entirely destroyed, but gradually blended and
commingled with the invading conquerors. Mar-
riages of emperors with barbarian princesses
are mentioned, so that there cannot have existed
an aversion against intermarrisges, such as
existed in ancient India,

Rome was not built up in one day, neither
must it be imagined that the Chinese Empire
possessed 168 present exteut thousands ol yeurs
ago, The island ol Formosa wus incorporated
only under the Mandshou dynasty in the year
1683 of our present ern. Yunuun in the South-
weat was conquered by the Mongols in 1255 A,
D. Bouthern Cnina was united witn the Empire
in 214 B, C., when the great Tyfing Shi-hoang
conducted there 500,000 settlers. Old China
comprised only the present northern and middle

rovinces; it existed a thousand years

fore it artived at the Ynng-tse-liians. and an-
otber thousand years passed before jit reached
the Bonth or China Sea,

At the beginning, the Chinese lived like back-
woodsmen, They clearvd woods, and dug canals,
and drained murshes. By the seducing exam-
ples of higher well-being, they attempted to
tame their wild neighbors, trusting to the wise
principle:—*“FKiret to that which 18 mght; sub-
mission will follow ot it«elt.”

The long duration of the old dynasties must
necessarily astonish when compsred with the
many changes and final extinetion ot Buropean
reigning tamilies,  But in China, although mo-
nogumy was the prevailing custom, the child-
less busband was allowed to take a s=cond and
third wile, No doubt this caused many incon-
venignces by giving origin to palace and narem
intrigues, and to the uncertuinty of succession,
This politicsl danger which in Mahommedan
countries brought avout the frequent changea
ot dynasties, was to u great extent wmodified in
Chima by the wnhmitod and almost divinely
respected paternal power. There are in the
Chinese history examyples of princes who volnn-
tarily gave themselyes up to the murderers
whom thejr own tather had hived, in order not
to thwart his will. ln China the iather alwavs
exercises the right of a father, alithough his son
may become an emperor, and he himself be a
crimioal, Respect towards aged persons was
ulways observed, und Mr. Plath lays great stress
upot the tact that in the Chinese language there
are particular words jor distinguishing the older
from the younger brolther. The Prime Minister
for a long time was not ealled otherwise than the
“0la of the Empire,”

The reintions between the monareh sand his
people were completely based on the fdes of the
limited mtellect of the subjects, Counfucins, sn
admirer of absolute goyernment, declared:—
“The people must récelve orders without being
given any reasons for them.” But alongsids of
such dplafons there were others which insisted
upon the respact of public opinion in cases of
punishment or the election of funoctionaries,
An iotrepid Minister one day declared baforo
the moparch:—'It i wore dangerous to shut
the mouth of the people than to dam up water,
which then overflows and causes damages to
man; in the same way, as it is more prudent to
enlarge the bed of & river, so0 it would be
better to let the people =peax freely.” The
Emperor, with Hesven and Earih, framed the
holy trind, The Chinese recognized in him not
o:%% the I.uh.or.or .hl= p:'ople. but also thelr—

he annals of ancieat China begio with the

Em Yoo and Bhun; for, uccording to Mr,
Plath, the oider names are (o be considered us
unhisto . Yao, the irst Emperor, transferred

the succession to his throne and the co-regency
u Aits frst Minister and son-in-law, Shun,
who had been poiuted out to hiw by the Em;ple
as the most worthy; he ieft the crown to his co-
regent, Yu, and only with the son of Yu, Ki, the
throne became hereditary, and he must be con
sidercd as the founder of the first dynusty—the
Hin, But we know very little In rogard to the
first aud the second dyusshies, Tv may be re-
garded as & proof ol the high olvilization of the
Ohinese In thoss days,that che Bse-Kung, or first
¢ usciionary of the Empire, was deslguuted as

Muuister of Public Works and Means of Commu-
nication, in particular of canals, Emperor Yu,
who dividea China Into nine provinces, con-
structed great water works two thousand yomrs
before Ohrist | In Bhantung there were planta-
tions of mulberry trees, and every province waa
nirendy classitied and properly taxed, aocord|
1o the quality of the svil and the developmen
of culture. How recent, compared with
China, does our Northern European civilization
appear! Not older than the vonquest of Gaul
by the Romans, whose diaciples ita inhabitants
becnme, Should we, then, wonder that the
Chinese, whose clvilization was several thou-
sands of yoars older, and which, moreover
onginated among themsolves, looked down upon
whatever was foreign as something rude and
unpolished !

Feudal tenures and vassals are mentioned
under the first and second dynasty, bat their
origin is rather obscure. Yu already convoked
an assembly oi the empire, whose 10,000 princes,
c’mbabl:r only petty noblemen, assisted, We

@ obtain a clearer idea of its organization
under the third dynasty of the Tsheu 1122 B, C.
At first the number of the fiefs wna vory large,
it 15 smid 1773, and 1he fiels ware very small; tor
even the ijounder of the second dynasty pos-
gessed originally but 70 1L, Later t‘o number
of the flels diminished and thelr extenmt in-
crensed, and In the sixth century B. O. there
were only 165, Under the third dynasty the
iand belonging to the Emperor, or the crown-
Innds, amounted to 1000 Li, or about 2500 ges-
graphical square miles, The Emperor possessed
the hundred-fold of the greatest vassels, the
highest vassals the double of the medium, and
the wenium the double of the petty. Thus it
#eems o have been at the beginning of the
Tsheu dynasty, but iater all this changed; for
Ching pnssed through all the Inconveniences
of the Holy German Empire and the modern
Japan,

Ane Imperial domaln was dirootly adminis.
tered by the Emperor, but in the feudnl tenures
be had only the right to appoint a number ol
the hizhest functionares. At drst the vassals,
although suceeeding s heirs of their predeces-
sors, were obliged to sollelt the investiture,
From time to time they had to present them-
selves at Court, and the Emperor, on his part,
pald visita to their territorics, The hierarchy
of functionarnes was in the good olden times
very precisely determined. In the ZTshew i
toere has been preserved to us what we may
call “'a State and Court Manual” of ancient
China, which fills two large volumes, and of
which Mr. Plath gives full exiracts. The Impe.
ral lunctionaries by a strange system were
divided into those ol Heaven, Earth, Spring,
Bummer, Fall, and Winter., ‘Tne Imperial
household mimstry were called those of Heaven
because the Ewperor is the son of Heaven; the
npancial ministry were those of Earth, because
taxes are paid in this world; the minietry of
IJuhIlc worship were ealled those ol Bpring,
pecuuse the greal religious festivals took place
at that time of the jear: the ministry ol war
were ealled thode of Summer, becaase the mill.
{ary exercigcs were praclised at that semson of
the year: the ministry ol justice were called
that of Fall, because in autumn the eriminal
executions were performed; and the ministry ot
commerce were called thar of Winter, becauase
the public works were executed at thut sesson
of the year.

It seems that in anclevs Chine the frequenta-
tion ot school was obligatory, bat at prasent, as
1 the United States, it 1s entirely voluntary, It
is probable that the higher branches ot instruc-
tion in ancient aristocratic Chinn were accessible
only to the sons of tunctionarics, and, in gene-
ral. there existed a separation according to
castes, However, this pointis not certvin, In
the times of Meng-tseu, at least, there no longer
existed any restniction in regard to the public
employments, The payment ol the functiona-
ries consisted in the produce of the soil, and
the highest officer of a principality received
onFl; a tithe, just ke the owner of a fiet,

eudsl monarcnies cannot be of oo long

duration., They soon assuwme other forms. In
England, France, and Spain, the power of the
nobility was broken by the Crown, and out of
the feudal monsrchy arose absolute monarchy.
Un the contrary, in Uormanf' the [mperial
power decayed, and the vassals became sove-
reigns, InJapan we observe che same process,
aud anciens China passed through v also
under the Third of the Tsheu dynasty, Bix
hunared years were necessary o schieve this
transition: for it began in 842, or according to
others, 781 B. O, and ended in 248 with the
Tshen.,

The decay of the Imprerial power was not
brought about by quarrels ns to succession,
although eometlimes these oocurred when no
legitimate descendant existed, or when a father
gave preference to a yovnger or o more beloved
son, However, the great deterence paid to
pawernal  authority, as already observed,
protected the Chinese dynasties against the
worst consoquences of polygamy, and, as a
general rule, the son succecded to the tather
or brother in the absenee of direct male fasue,

The decline of Imperial power began when
on the one side tne Crown domains, which
originally were a bundred-iold the size of the
Inrgest fiets, were more and more diminished
by reckless donations, and by donations in fuvor
ol newly ereated nobles; and when the ditferent
vussals, by congquest or annexation ol barbarian
territories, increased their power. Under weak
Emperors the feudal tenants rarely presented
themselves for wovestiture, Laler the more
poweriul vassals combived their strength,
aitacked the weaker ones, aud took their lands
from them. Finally the Emperor conierred upon
one of these greas feudal barons—who, by the
military organizetion of his under vassals, wus
enabled to maintain an army ot thirty thousand
men—tne slll.ll'liiﬂl]-d.l.l({l of the ecmpire. And
when the territorigl independence ol the vassals
buad become a tact, oue endeavored to devour
the other, and a siruggle began lor begemony.
In the last period there existed but several
particular States, and the question arose which
of them would absorb the otbers. Buat how
China armived at her unity we do unot learn
from the present work of Mr. Plath, who is to
devole 10 ts interesting polat & special labor,
which, we hope, will soon be rendered publie.
