Barope is now in flames—fghting on several
pointes bas already bogun im the north, in the
wouth, in the east, in the west. The great
slaughter, however, began on the 24th, More
than 60,000 men were sent ro thelr last home.

My task s correspondent {8 now very much
simplified, ae I have now but to write you what
s told me from Germany and Italy,

The Italian ftorces, the first who smelt gun-
powder, are divided in four parts—100,000 men,
commanded by Victor Emanuel, form the army
of the Minclo. Claldini, at the head of 08,000,
is on the banks of the Po. Garibaldi, witn
40,000 volunteers, is marching towards the
Tyrol, At the same time the Iuban floet, which
¥ very powerful (under the command of Ad-
miral Persano), is crulsing ia the Adriatic, and
will commence operations aguinst Venlee, It e
the army of the Mincio which has been the first
1o pay ite debt to the country.

THE BATTLE OF CUBTOZZA.

Victor Emanuel, who had crossed the Mincio
on the 23d inet., wag beaten by the Austrings on
the 24th, the anniversary of the battle of Sol
ferino. The batele of Custozea proves that Victor
Emanuel 1& a poor general, and that the Italian:
are not, as it was thought, only good to make
tenor slngers and maecaroni eaters,

1 have already said the army of the Mmcio
was divided into three corps. The 1st Corps, com
manded by General Durando, marched towards
Peschiera; whilse the 24 and 3d, under the com
mand of Vietor Emanuel, advanced, the 2d in
the direction of Goivo, the 84 In that of Mantua
The Austtlans, under the command of the Arch-
duke Albrecht, lseued out of Verona to the num-
ber of 80,000, and 20,000 attacked the 24 and 3d
Corps of the Italian army, Victor Emanael
thinking he had the whole Austrian army before
him. 60,000 Austrians fell upon the corps eom-
manded by Durando, who for more than twelve
hours had to conténd with the enemy. Duarando
and three of his generals were wononded, us well
a5 Prince Amadeus, Duca d'Aogta, son ol the
King.

20.000 Tralinns hors de combat, 12,000 Austrians
ditto—1kis is the result of the battle of Cus-
tozza., This spot is fatal to the House ot Bavoy,
for it was in this place that Victor Emanuecl’s
father, Charles Albert, was defested by Radelsky
s few days betore the battle of Novara.

However, the consequences of the battle of
Qustozza have not been so bad for the army of
Vietor Fmunnel.  He was, it is true, obliged to
droks tha Mincio, but the Italians have shown
the world that they are good soldlers,
 Theeffect produced by the battle of Castozza
i« more or less singular. In Paris funds went
up, more especially (he Itelian, which haa not
been 8o high for a very long tlme. Our Guancial
men are Austrian inclined, On the arrival of
the news ot the deteat of the Italinns, several of
them demanded permission to illuminate to eele-
brate the evont, Monsieur Pletre, however, de-
clined. Do those gentlemen remember that the
Ttalians are our allies, and that fifteen thousand
gops of France gleep on uhe plains of Solferino !

THE CAMPAIGN 1IN GERMANY

has opened fnvornbly for the arms of Austria.
It i now pretty certain that the Prince Royal
of Pruesia has been beaten by Genernl Benedek
at Nachod and Neustadt, in Bohewin, about half
way between the Prussian town of Glatz and
the Auvstrian lorviress of Josephsiadt, The
batile is eaid to have lasted two duys, Though
we have 8 vet no particulars of the same, there
appears to be no doubt but that the Prossians
have asked for an armistice, which hns been
refused by the Austrian General. The tactics ef
Benedek seem to be to separate the Prussian
armies of Silesia and Bohemia: that of the Prus-
sians is evidently to attack Prague, but the Ans.
wrian general is doing all he can to prevent this,
a8 the comsequences might be dangerous for
him. Thus the war has begun in earnest; who
ean tell when it will end? Will the Emperor be
able to maintan an atteptive neatrality? 1
doubt it.

Bome fear a coalition against France will be
the result of this, should Austria be triumphant.
The hatred of France is go great In Germnny at
the present moment that all internal dissensions
would cease were the Teutonic Governments to
threaten the existence ol Franoe,

PALL OF THE RUBBELL-GLADSTONE CABINET,
Those Frenchmen who see furtber than their

noses feel very anxious at the change ol Minis-
try in England, for it is generally believed that
they have no very great alfection for the Bphynx
of the Tuileries, and that their sympathies are
with Hapsburg. This sufficlently explains the
hesitation of the Emperor, who now is afraid of
the ehost he has raised. No advantage can
acc'nié to Fiance from ibis war, The camp of
COhalons is foll ot troops. The Lyons army is
completed. Thirty-five thousand men nre ready
%o leave Algeria. However, nothing is done, 88
the public opinion i aguinst any war which
might be the means of turning our allies into
enemies.

It 1s reported that Prince Napoleon ¢ farlons
st seeing his father, s ho says, leit in the lurch,
and hiss several time¢ blamed his cousin to his
face for not buckling to and fiying Lo the resoue.
Perhane our Bmperor will mauke up bis mind as
to what he will do when the members of the
Corps Legislatif have closed their sithings, It
has been reported in Paris  hat Napoleon 111 has
informed the Austrisn Ambassador that he could
pot consent to the Ausirians re-entering Lom-
bardy, which would be a violation of the treaty
of Villafranca. We most, however, remark
that it was not the Ausirians who struck first,
The Austrian bulli ting are now more modest in
thelr tone than thev were in 1850, Half of
Earope in flames, the fields in want of hande
for the harvest and burned up, the cholera—this
i the result of the policy ol the sovereigns of the
Continent,

In Italy, for instance, Vietor Emanuel, who is,
alter all, but & courngeous Zowave, but who s

onfit to command an army, should he suffer
another defeat, will have to abdieate, Willlaw
of Prussia is no better. He has began & war
oontrary to the wishes of his peopls, and there
 no seeing where it will end. A private Jeiter
from Elbeleld and Barmen (two greal manufse-
Suring towns in the Rbinish proviness) sistes
that eversthing o st & stand-still. Hundreds
Bave been called away to jomn the Landwehr,
and those who remain st home are out of v ork,
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Bpalo hes again glven us o promunciamento,
Two regtments of artillery of the barracks eallod
Bt, Giles, broke out in opan muliny on the 224
inst, There was fighting in \he sireets of Madrid
during the whole of {he dsy.

However, our neighbors who enjoy such free-
dom oughl to be on the look-out not to offend,
as & casus belli is soon trumped up when neces.
sary, The Cabinet ot Brussels has, we hear,
taken the necessary mensgures 1o stop these
papers,

Politics, and wnothiug but politics, o thay
Parisian lite is now unioteresting and monoto
nous, The greatest plessure of the day seecws
to be the perusal ol the papere. The only

A HORRID CHAPTER OF CRIME.
—

Twentysthree Persons Murdered Seriatim.

From the London Globe,

On the 1L of January lesy a middie-sged
wicow lady in Parls, Mudam Midy, by protession
a paluter, narrowly escaped being murdered. A
man who had Istely been in her house as a work-
man in the employment o! & (rame-maker whom
she putronized, was the intended murderer, ung
be had doubtless been tempted to the deed
in order to rob his victim ol some small bat
valuable paintings which had been Introsted
to her by a Polish prince. [He called under
pretense of lookineg lor a tool which he had
accidentally lett belnnd, Nottinding i, ke drew
irom his pocket o botster cover, askiug the
lady it 1t did not belong fo her; und, as she
turned away, annoyed by his questions, he took
the opporiunity 1o throw she cloth over
ber head so 1o cover it, at the same time
placing one haud on her neck and the other on
ner mouth, stufting the Lnen dosn her throwy
#0 08 10 stifle ber cries. Bhe hadl beeu able 1o
scream A litile, however, and her scrcams, the
noise of the scnflle, and the sound of ber fall
on the floor, brought & brother painter—the
Hieur Vauchelet —who was in an adjoining
aparvment, 0 her assistance, The prisvner,
thue interrapted, coolly walked away, werel
gaying thut the lady was 1ll; but he was fol-
lowed and arrested The police sonn dentitied
him &% the man who was “wanted” for a horrid
murder commitied & lew daye before, and s
little more investigation proved their prigoner,
Joseph Philippe by name, to be one of those
great criminals of the Duomollard type, who
commit murder by wholesale, partly irom pure
blood-thirstiness of nature, and partly for the
Ehmder and outrage of their victims, Hig trial
us just taken place under one of tone most
tormidable aoles daccusalion which the Inge-
nulty of French lawyers hus constructed, The
prisoner’s appearance and anvecedent's quite
correspond with the last epoch of his history.
He 18 u shor, thick-set man, with black balr,
closely-cul beard and moasiache, low lorehend,
duep-sereyes, thick lips, and generslly u terocious
look, although dreserd in the gurb of 8 wellto-do
workman. Born in 1831, so that he is thirty-five
yearsof age, he was taken jor the mibitary service
in 1852, condemned in 1866 to & year's imprison-
ment lor wsconduet, und enrolled soon aiter in
one of those terrible batiations d'Afrique into
which the scoundrels of the French army are
arnited. He relurned to Paris io 1861, and has
finece béen W0 DUmMEToNs Rituations s groouwm,
cook, generid servial, and warehouse messen-
ger, but stayiog 10ve i none on aecount of mis
drurken hablte. The ides ot living by murder
and robbery appesars 10 have origiusted in the
nevessities ot s poverty when out of employ-
ment; and his system 18 novel, as the first
altempt (o taike ndvanloee of & certun fepture
in our social lire, The warderer, \wo years ago
at Florence, vichmized lodging-house keepers,
whom he found oul us & fameant lodger, and
whom he was enabled to murder on account of
their lonely position, Joseph Philippe selected
for hls operations the class ol unfortunstes
whose degradation aud isolation, and the pecu-
liarities of ttelr miserable wrade, expose in a
high degree v the danger of assassination, The
Waterloo-road murder, and the more recent
murder of Emma Tuokson, exemplily smong
ourselves what these dangers smount to. Bat
the prisoner 1s the firsy 10 nDave seen n the laots
the chance of & living. From the ewidenge

now obtained, it s certain  that he did
sot on system. More than two years ago
be revealed his secret to one ol these

females in the weskness ol intoxication, Y1
love women well,” be said, “and I do for them
well, I stut! thelr mouths and ont thetr \hiroats,
Walt & bit, and you will hesr me talked abous.”
What passed (or grim jest has become s (00
hoirld reality. Several unfortunetes had per-
fshed in Puaris singe 1861, strangled, or with
throats cut, but it s only within the lust two
years that cases Lave heen found in which there

is proof sgainst the prisoper, There are three
distinet casen, one ol & double murdér, io
which the infant of one of hix vietims waa also
killed, and the clreumstances are much alike in
all. Three days before his spprehension he
aocosted, at 11 o'clock in the evening, In the Rue
de Ville 'Eveque, & girl named Marie Viotoire
Bodeux; soon siterwards he was apen entering
the bullding on that street in which were her
apartments, and a quarter of an honr later he
was observed to leave by anold man who lived
0 the house, and who wanted 1o see the girl. This
man amenng her apartment, discovered her on
the ficor, with her throat frightiully gashed, and
the marka of biood-stained ingers on the drawers,
and their contents, which, a8 well g8 the mattress
on the bed, had been rummaeed for valo-
ablee, It was found that the murdered woman's

urse, containing £8, and severnl artisles of
ﬂ'wcir)'. had been stolen; and, luokily, there
wera found i the prisoner’s possossion sulliclent
articles to ldentity him. Belore leaving he had
had time to wash lns hands in & basin which
stood tipen tbe dresging-table in the apartment.
The two other murders with which he is con-
nected were commifted in wbe spring of 1864,
One morning In April thas year, an untortunate,
named Julis Roberts, not hisving appeared since
the evening o1 the day betore, was found in her
apartment in the Rue 8¢, Josoph with her throat
cut ina stmilar fashion to that of tne girl Bo-
deux—her pockets and the whole apnrtment
bearing marks of hutjy rmlng and a handbasin
in like mauner marked with blood #tains, The

risoner is said to have taken with him & hand-

erchief which has been idenufied as the de-
ceased's property, und he is proved 1o have been
spending money freely at the time, although ne
hud but newly entered on un  employ-
ment after a term of idleness, and had yet recerved
no wages, His strange demeanor and agita-
tion at the time have also been remembered
agupst him, The most horrible atfair of all
was the murder in November following, In the
Rue £t, Muguernite, of 8 womnu named Mage
aud ber two-years-oid.  On Bunday morning in
that month workmen passing to their work ob
gerved for 4 moment & wowman in hor chemise
at & window hoarsely crying out and gesticula-
ting strangely; but, thiuking she was drunk or

mad, thes passed on, She was nelther
drunk nor mad, but in the fatal grasp of
a murderer. Nor did her cries bring the
assletance ot  neighbors. Hali an  hour

siter o man resembling the prisoner was seen
to descend from the Louse aod depart, leaving
the key ot the apartment on the landing,
There was some suspleion, and on an entrance
beweg made, the two bodies were found hor-
ribly mutilated and bromsed—the woman hay-
ing plainly gone tarough a tremendons struggle
before ner antagonist succeeded, There were
the same marks of rifling left as in the othyer
cases, showing the same autnor, The prisoner
was not only identified by those who saw him
leaviog, but another unlortunafe} wiom he
had addressed the same eveping, had beeu 80

irightened at bhis  looks that she would
uot tehe him home, snd had seen him
alterwards going home with the deecensed,
She wa~ mnot  the only woman of

her class who testifies 1o having been =aved trom
probable murder by asimiloar fear, The strangs:t
1act of all remains, and that ia the horror of the
priconer at hig own crimes, [is sieep was dis-
turbed by irighttol dregms,  After the last men-
tioned murders those in the house¢ where he
lodged heard him raising fiightful cries, as if
some bloody apparition had appeared before
bim. He plunged into deeper debauches to
arown the wrrois of his consglence, One would
almost iinve experted that so wholesale a orlmi-
nal wonld have been more hardened. Such §s
one of the most frightful chapters of crlme taat
bave lately been recorded. The prisoner, we
learn, is not to escape the last penalty of the
law, although it is considered that the 1864 cases
are not qunte established wgaivst him, Evena
French jury has lound it impossible to give him
the benelit of extenuating circumstances.

We mus! aleo remark that the aflair is by no
menns creditable to the French police. There
are gald to have bern twenty-thres cases since
1861, but tbey all failed to find out the mur-
derers, or rather murderer, sinee the recorda all
showed & siriking gimilarity of method.

ExTRaonpiNaRY Dpcumng 1IN Wiear.—Withio

restilt wholly of excessive specalation. A promi-
pent operator some time since purchased the
eutire stock ot wheat, and two or three handred
thousand bushels beside tor future delivery., In
order complewely to ‘‘corner” the sellers, he
adopted the somewhat novel expedient of sell.
mg carpocs ** free on board” to shippers at ten
cents to thirteen cents below the market price,
for lots in store. In this way the stock was
reduced guite materially, rnd the sellers were
forced to settle at the buyer's own price. Thia
being accomplished, he threw tne balance of
his wheat upon the market. and broke it down.
—Uhicago Tribune, Lhursday,

Horse-ruesn 1N Paris,—The Prefect of Police
in Paris has issued certain regulations under
which the sale of horse-flesh is Ecrnnued in the
city. The animals are to be killed in publie
slnughter houses, in the presence of competent
government oflicinls, after o previous examina-
tion; the meut is to be stamped belore its re-
moval, which I8 to be effected in close vehicles,
and the shops which ure allotted for its sale will
be indicatea by special signs, Any restaurant
selhing horse-flesh without clearly announcing
the fact, or who shall frandalently mix it with
other meat, will be liable to punishment under
the penal code.
