Mississippl Slander Suit.

Two Women Arrayed Against Each Other—A
louohing Seene tn a court Room— How it Ter
minated,

The Macon (Mise.) Beacon reciies the follow-
ing interesting glory. Iftg inciaents attest the
worth and nobleness of & true woman’s char-
acter and mstincts: —

In the County Court last week, the case of the
State agaiost Sultana Alden for slander, ex-
cited as much interest ns any that has ever ori-
Kinnted in this county. Thbe defendant, Mrs,

llen, is an old respectable widow lndy, Miss

Eliza MeGowan, the lady against whose charac-

ter the slancer was charged to have been ut-

tered, is & young laoy of good {amily and un-
blemished characrer, an orphan residing with
her glster. Mrs. Allen’s plea was “not guilty,”

and *“justification.” .

The examination of witnesses assumed the
broadest latitude. Miss McUowan’'®s conduct
through life, from childlLood to the dav of the
alleged slander, wus made the subject ol inquiry.
Nearly the entire neighborhood in which the
parties reside were present as witnesses for one
side or the other. The case, without any charges
from the Court, was submiited to the jury, and
the question of the guilt or innocence of the
defendant left to their determination. In @
short time they returned a verdict of *‘guilty.”
Five ol the jury, on sccount of the age and
infirm condition of Mrs Allen, the detendant,
recommended her to the mercy of toe Coart.
Atter some consultation on the benech, Judee
McLelland, tbhe Chief Justice of the Conrt,
torved to the prisoner and in substance sald:—
*‘Mrs, Allen, you have been presented before
this Court un 8 charge of slander, of willully
traducing the character ol an innocent, defepse-
less young lady of your neighborhosd. In your
defense, the Court perhaps erred in permilting

ou the latitude ol investigation mto the charac-

r and conduct ol Misse MeGowan, which you,
under the advice of your counsel, thought neces-
sary tor your defense.

Y11 we erred io this it was on the side of mercy,
and we are content, Toe result ol all your in-
vestigation hos been w full vindication of the
character of the young lady whose conduct you
have impuened, and whle this is a most happy
result for her, it is most unfortunate for you.
The jury gelected by you to try your case have
decl you gullty ol the matters charged in
the indictment, and it now becomes the nuplea-
want duty of this Court to impose the sentence
of the law upon you. In determiming the pun-
ishment to be inflicted, the Court has taken lnto
consideration your sex, your age, and the recom-
mendation ot a portion of the jury who sat upon
your case, and we have, in consequence of these
things, made ﬂ’voru- pumshmoent much hghter
than vnder differeat circumstunces your erime
deserves, The sentence of the Court is that you
be fined in the sum of five hundred dollars, and
be imprisoned in the county jail for the term of
six months.”

When. this sentence was pronounced Miss
MceGowan burst into tears, She asked her coun-
sel If 1t was necessary for the complete vindica-
tion of her character that Mrs, Allen should be
really and actually imprisoned in the county
]m'.l;'nud when informed that the verdict of the

nry was a full and complete vindication of her
charagter, she desircd the Court to remit the

unighment, She said she had no viodictive

eelings against her eriminsl acouser; that having
no o rotector; she bad appealed to this
Court, and that now by its judgment she was

fully protected from all further calumny, she
prayed the Court through her counsel to have
mercey upon the unfortunate being who had just
been sontenoed,

When Miss McCowan's request was made
known to the Court, there wus a stillpess, i
solemnity, n depth of feeling seldom, it ever,
witnessed in & coart of Justice. There sat the
young innocent and injured girl, pieading for
mercy for that old woman who had soaght, by
her elanderous tongte at home, and the course
of her defen=e in Court, to blacken and forever
ruin her reputation, the only patrimony left her
by ber dead father and mother, Such magnani-
mity 18 almost beyond buman conceptivn, The
Court, the bar, the aulience, were moved
slenee, and not & few to tears—for some wo-
ments the stiliness of death pervaded the assem-
bly. The Judges were moved by the petition of
the younglnﬂd. and the fine and imprisonment
were remitted,
