The Feace Heports Much of the Specula-
tion l'tematuie.

Jf'rom the Timet.
Those who have become sanrnine over the

immediate piospect of peace in Europe, may do

well to moderate their hopps. There is undobt-edl- y

much in the latest intelligence from Europe
to give cause tor a kind of hopeful expectancy
on the part of thoe who regard war M wars
as wrong, as inimical to social and political pro-gics-

The most thoroughly armed and most
UopRPdly obeTinate power in Europe has suffered a
succession of terrible reverses at the hands of
her Northern rival, Driven Dy tne rapn ana
overwhelming concentration of the Prussian
forces trom BolMtein, Saxony, and Bohemia,
Austria bus, no doubt, lost alike lu military
vresti(,e aud material streng.h enough to
discourage a power of less tenacity,

aud pride. And wben on tho back of
these successive and overwhelmingly sudden
reverses, tbere conies the news that Venetia
has beeu voluntarily surrendered to France, for
whatever disposition she may bo prepard to
make ol it it is not unnatural thai looKcrs-o- u

at a distance thou id ruh to the conclusion thai
Austria is lairly and utiully beaten, and that tho
dawn of peace is at hand. But at tne same time,
various facts may as well be borne in mind
which do not so exactly square with the
notion ot an immediate termination of hostili-
ties. The reports of the latent Prussian e

that is, as to the maqnituae of those
victories wo have received almost exclusively
through purely PrutNian channels. Benedek
does not conc?al his louse, but the extent of
these losses, in lustiee to tho courage of the
Austrian soldiers and the skill of the Austrian
commanders, we cannot wV;4 by the Prussian
stnndm-d- . And turuins to Venetia. the decided
victory which fell to the Austrian arms in front
of Verona, and the repulse of the Italian volun- -

leers in the Upper Tyrol, are in themselves
practical prools that enetia is not to be sur-
rendered because it could no loutrer beheld
Itathcr is tbe conclusion fair, that Francis
Jobenb considered uis honor satisfied lu havintr
driven back the Italian army with overnowerinir
low, and that, in now kIviiik uo Venetia. after
showing tiuiseU able to hold it single-hande-
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apainst Italy, he but elves effect to a purpose
deliberately forme! before the outbreak of
hostilities.

There have been dally reports from Paris,
since tbe opening ot the war, that tbe Courts

Vienna aud the Tullerios were in coutiden-tia- l

communication on this very question. If
was so and there is Rood reason to bolleve

then Austria has situ ply taken a step at
Bouth which will releaso both her

hands.- - Her losses, heavy as they may have
been, can be shortly made up both tn mea

material, alter she relinquishes ner grasp
the Italian provinces. It is possible that
task ol a further readjustment of territo-

rial boundaries, both in Central Europe and
the East, mar be accomplished by a Con-

vention of all the powers interested. Bit
such a result is an exceedingly remote possi-
bility. And until a thorough readjustment is
effected, It Is vain to hope lor permanent peace.

do well then not to take it too soon tor
granted, that a fortnight's babting is to be all

wailike preliminary to an era of pacific
settlements, when eaeb nation shall peaceably
surrender whatever territory its neiRhbors may
decree the alienation of, in an International
Convention. It will bo a hopetul time when it
comes to this.

A Lesson from Europe.
From the Daily A'ctrs.

Tho lew details that have reached us of the
recent battles in Europe are accompanied by ru-

mor of peace propositions. It is said that Aus-

tria has already signified her willingness to en-

ter into a compromise, even involving the cession
Venetia to i'lance. We do not suppose that

much reliance can be piuoed upou these state-
ments ; lor it Is hardly probable tba. the great
contcndif g powers will pricipi ate peace nego-
tiations beioro they have fainy measured their
strength. But there is every reasoa to believe
that the nationalities that have interests at
stake will neglect no opportunity to effect an ad-

justment that will secure the peace of Europe
without humiliation to any of the pofntates
engaged iu the struggle. The war ot tho Cri-n.t-

and the more recent conflict determined
ihe tields oi Mngenta and 8 dlerino. were

concluded upon buses honorable to tbe contest-
ants ; uud a disposition was exhibited on the
part ol the victors to avoid the imposition of
great sacrifices or tiecradutiou upon the van-
quished. The cioivned beads of Kurope doubt-
less uudcrsiand by th:s tunc that it is sale not to
push trials ot strength to extremities, nor to
provoke urjlauonioin that aim at ihu hctirlot
nationalities

It would be well If our statesmen would tike
lesson from the diplomats ol Europe iu lavor

the doctrine of conciliating u conquered
pneniy. At many periods durum our domestic
Btriie'it was within the power ol tho Federal
Government to close the vir bv the oiler of
mtitrntiiiimous and honorable ten us; and a puce
thus I'flccted would have renewed tne bonds of
irtcud.'hip between the sections without takiug
away irotn tho prcMige of the Federal arms.
But the thirst t r conquest could not be appeased
except by the utter pro.slrat.on oi the toe; aud
tne stiutrgle, protracted through years of liavor
and devastation, has lef t the republic entangled

the snares of centralism, uud staegering uuder
load ol debt and taxation that will drain its

resources lor a century to come.
But now that the conquest is complete, Ihe

aim ol those in power is limber from concilia-
tion than ever. They not only outrage hu-
manity and enlishLenment in their policy
towards tne submissive South, but absolutely
trample upon their own rights, and cast away
their own inheritance in ibeir eagerness to
degrade the Southern people. Insult and op-
pression, n haughty parale of supremacy, the
steri. exaction ot obedience, but the denial of
protection, such are the atrocities of radical
dominion over their helpless countrymen. That
was the iorruer policy ot Austria aud Russia
tow ards a conquered enemy, and what has been
the consequence? Their conquered provinces
are read. at the first sound ot war to take up
arms against them. It Is too late now for a
genfler rule to conciliate; the mark of the iron
rod is iuetlaceabie, and the memories of past
wroutrs, passing from generation to generation,
ketp alive the tires o' resentment and to

the sentiment of hoetihtv.
Mo nncflt it be between the North and South

hereafter, if a more generous aud equitable
policy did no! hnri lavor with the massot. For-
tunately for our country, the taction that would
make a Tolaud, a Venetia, or an Ireland of the
South ha no "hereditary title to supremacy
and even now the voice of the people is heard
calling upon them to surrender their abused
autbotiu. And fortunately, too, the Southern
people have taith iu tho greutpotiulur heart that
is ready to do thtu lustiee, and invites them to
companionship and hrothcrhood under the poli-
tical rooi. So the -- ed8 ol disunion and future
stri e that the radicals are scattering are washed
away by the current ot popular opinion, and
will not bear the bitter iruit lor the coming
generations to reap. In good time, but not too
fcoou, the spirit of consei vattsm rouses itself to
action, and at ihe veiy Ihresuoldol its mission
is conscious ol a strength that no radical oryani-tio- n

can withstand.

Fence or War in Europe?
From the World.

Should Prussia, flushed with the splendid re-

sults of a brici campaign which has wreathed
bupw the laurels of the great Frederic and of
Blncher about her commanders and her armies,
now accept the peace which Austria proffers to
her by the hand of Napoleon III, the war of
18GG mav Le known lu history as the "seven )

days' war." The " rievon Years' War" made
Frederic II immortal. 'Ihe br:--t ruapoleon gave
the mime ot the " cveu weeks' war" to the cam-
paign of 1814 in France. The "seven davs'
war" beuun with tbe hret collision between th;
armies ot Prussia aud Austria, in Bohemiu, on
tbe 2Gth of June, and entfed.it ended it now
shull prove to be, with the overwhelming

ttie Prussians at Sudowa, on the 3d of
July, 18CU. The suddenness and completeness
ot this victory haa taken all Europe by surprise,
aud the accounts ol it whicu reached us on Sun-
day Dy the Htea kcotian are confused aa 1

by the emotion wbich the simple
ti, lines hat awakened both in England and in
Fi ai'ce.

Beiore we proceed to speculate on the probable
Issues of this gieat military event, and of tbe
diplomatic by which it was immediately
followed, let us endeavor to educe from tho
telegrams which have r'acbed us some clear
Idea ot tbe scene of the decisive conllict. and of
its lmmeaiato military effects. The storming of
(jttschin oy tne I'ru-Bian- s, which allowed Prince
Freoerlc tuaru s, at tne head of the Army ot tbe
KlDe. and the Crown Prince, at the head of the
Army of Silesia, to unite their forces in the heart
ot .orthesitrn Bohemia, threatened the loit
wins' anu centre of tue Austrian armv in Bohe
mia with aunihilution, and compelled Marshal
Benedek, abanuoniiig an omer objects, to with-
draw his whole strength and attempt a reconceu- -

tration of his army benind tue liver tlbe, and
under cover of the loitiesses of JosepliBtadt and
Koulgsgratz on tbo eastern hank of that river.
Leaving frague and all JNortn western Bohemia
to their fate, the Austrlans aecordinsly seem to
have pushed in haste Iroui Gitichln eastwardly
and eoutheastwardly towards tue river. The
Pru'tiians pressed bard, however, on their re-
treating enemy, and alter reaching the sm all
to u of llorzilz, wbich lies about lifteeu miles
to the east of (litsrhin. tho array of Benedek.
striking thtuce southwardly tor tbe Elbe, was
overtaken by tue United Prussian armies, ac-

companied now by King William in person, at
the village of Sudowa, which is situated upon
tbe slope of a semi-circula- r ranee of hills on tbe
main road between llorzitz and K.onn;B;rra'z,
hpii.cr distant lrom the former nlace about live
miles and from the latter between seven and
eight miles. Here, In one of tttose easily
defensible positions in which Bohemia
abounds, and with which the Austrian com
ma tillers must be presumed to be familiar,
Marshal Benedek made a final stand "lor
Kaiser aud, Futheiland." KnUjsgratz, for

which be was a'mlne, though as a regular for-
tress no longer formidable against the artillery
of our times, is considered by military men to
be the finest defensible position which exisis on
the circuitous course ot the Elbe, from its
sources in the Bicsen-gebirg- the mountain
frontier between Silesia and Bohemia, to its
junction witti the I sex at Brandeiso and with
tbe "rushing Moldau" at Melmk. But Komgs-grat- z

the army ol Marshal Benedek was not
destined Intact to rach. It was assailed at
Budov a bv the Prussians, with tLe orgaul.ed
impetuosity wh'ch has marked all thtir opera-
tions in this brief but extraordinary campaign;
and after furious and sanguinary battle,
lasting through tbe If ng sumuier'a day, was
utterly do eated, with a loss, as the telerams
repot t to us, so tremendous as practically to
disorganize and paralyze it, either for offensive
or deiensive purpoxes. Field Marshil-Lieatena-

von Gablenz. who but tbeothcr day ronmandeJ
the Austrian lorce In the condominium of Aus
tr a and Piussla over the Duchies conquered
trom Denmark, was sent to the Prussian camp
on the next day with propositions for an armis-
tice; and (he couit of Vtenua, on the some dav,
invoked the Intervention or the Emperor of llie
French to spcuro peace, offering to surrender
Venetia aa'the price ot thit intervention.

Severe as tho losses of Austria In this "short,
sharp, and decisive" strutple have been, a treaty
of peace between Francis Joseph and Victor
Emunuel vould liberate at once for action
against Prussia an army nearly or quite as large
as that which has just been beaten in lloh?mia;
and it roust be admifted that the stp now
taken by the Government ol Francis Joseph
has introduced a new and very serious com-
plication into the tanelcd medley of European
pontes. Italy declared war against Austria
avowedly on thr ground thai the Austrian
occupation ol venetia was a standing menace
to tho peace and unity ol Italy. Austria
now surrenders Venetia to the potentate
whose uncle pave Veuella to the Austrian
crown sixty yeais ago, and who has hitnse
done more for Italian independence than all
other living men. On what pretext can Italy
still continue to niray hciseli in arms against
Austria? ret Italy owes to Prussia the oupor
tunity of action which has resulted In the sur
render of Venetia, and if Prussia hitatcs to
accept ihe ain islice, and eventual peace now

tendered to her, can Italy honoraoly desert her
any, aim retire irom tne conflict content witu
the crowning advantages which peace now holds
out to hersclt ?

No more interesting political situation has
arisen in our times; and, exciting us the war
news lrom Europe has b"eu duriuztho nast fort
nitibt, th intelligence tor hieb we are to loon
during the lortuiuht to come promises to be
more exciting aud interesting still.

Europe in a Politicni Point of View
ftnpolcon and Bismaik.

The news from Europe is full of Importance,
not only as to military events and operations
but especially with regard to the political situ
ation and prosp'-c- t of affairs there. It is evi- -'

dent to use mi olteti repealed expression
that the map of Europe is to be changed. The
work of the allies during the war agaiust the
first Napoleon, uud of the Congress ol Vienna,
which finished that work, is to be demolished.
In fact, the balance of power established then,
and whicu has beeu threatened and a good
deal modified since, is now finally broken up.
Another Europe, another distribution of power,
must come out ol the presenr war. What shape
this will take we ure unable to say at preseut,
and, indeed, tbe statonn-- of Europe them
selves have not yet decided the question. The
events ot the war up to this time torechadow
certain permanent changes, but luture occur-
rences alone can decide waat tnese tire to be.
All the pwcrs arc watchintr one another with
profound concern, and will douotlcss endeavor
to prevent the uuiiue aguruudi.enieu'. ol any in
the general breakiug-u- p aud rearrangement.

Tncieare two men in Europe who are the
master spirits that brought on the present state
of all an s, and who will exercise the ereat'-s- t

influence in a fcnul settlement. These ure the
Km pel or Napoleon and tne Frussian Minister,
Count bisniark. Since tho death ol Lord n

there has not been, and is not no, any
Eui pcan sa'esruau who would match these
astute men or checkmate their designs. England
occupies a negative position, aud has little
weight, 'ihe power or lulluonce of Russia lies
not in any eminent sta'esman, and only in her
military poer when thrown into the 'scale of
cue side or the other. Austria is struggling for
ner existence, aud, as is shown by the cession
ot Venetia to Napoleon, will bo compelled to
accept the conditions others may make lor her.
It is clear, thin, that the future destiny of
Europe lies with France and Prussia, or rather
with Napoleon and Bismark.

That tliere men brought on the war, each for
tbe purpose ot cairing out his ambitious
schemes, there is now no doubt. Bismark, a
very able man, bold and unscruDulous, and
imbutdwitn the old Pruseiau German spirit of
Fiederick the Great, resolved to make Prussia
tbe hist power 01 Uermauy. German unity has
been the cry reused during the late movement'.;
but while it it-an- t all that, it meant, also,
Prussian ascendency, tho trausler of the impe-
rial power ol Germany from the south to the
north, and finally the absorption of the German
States by Prussia. Tne struggle is not altogether
a new one; but it never before seemed to assume
such magnitude, and never before had such a
prospect ot success. Tne German population in
Euioue is not less, net haps, than titty millions.
Considering the intelligence and cnaracter of
this population, und the geographical position
ot the country, Germany, united under oue
government, would be tbe first power of Europe.
Tbat it is bisinnrk's ambition to make it so
there can be no doubt; and to accomplish this
object he has been using all his diplomatic skill
wl h JSapokon

ine questions naturany anse nere, via tne
Emneror ol the French understand me extent
of tbe Prussian Minister's amh.tiou? Did
Bismark avow or conceal it? Was not the
saeacious Napoleon aware of it, tbough it might
be disguised it seems iiKeiv mat tne Emperor
winked at the Prussian's grand scheme, believ
ing be could profit Dy it and couM cnecK
it whenever necessary to prevent an undue
preponderance ot Prussia in European atlairs
Austria ana rrussia were auied iu despoiling
Denmark ol b( lileswlcr-tiobtein- , and tnen quar
reled alter ards over tue spoils; aud it is
quite probabie Napoleon and bismark, who
plotted together to bring on the present war,
may now separate over tno results. A con
solidated tierman empire ot tit ty millions of
people could not be contemplated with favor b.y
Katioleon. The Emperor wants no great over
shadowing power on his border. It is clear he
bas been und is suit opposed 10 Italy becoming
too poweriul, notvt itUbtanoing lie assisted
to make u respectable kingdom in that
country. Under all tne circumstances, we
think the cession of Venetia by Aiihtria to
Napoleon significantly points out a new line
ol French policy. Napoleon in ine Italian war
against Austria stopped short amMst the tiusti
01 victory. He will not see it ti hli iutore-t- .
piobublv, that Austria should be crushed to
the earfo, and that two powerful empires
the Prussian-Germa- n and Itulian hould be
erected on the ruins. Reasoning from tbese
prem'ses, it seems likely that the common
objects and Interests of Bismark and Napo-
leon have terminated, and that hencelorth
there will be a French policy rath"-- r in favor of
Austria than Piussia. Flushed with victory and
mu ot ambition, l'russia may continue tue war.
This would lead to further ami wide-srjrea- d com-
plications and dliliculuet. Still the weight of
1 ranee is immense in those European auestion-i- ,

und Prussia may be compelled to make terms
mat do not suit ner amtntion. While tnese
events and probable occurrences are ol no direct
impoitance to us as a nation, tnev may become
so indiiectly. An Austrian-Frenc- alliance
miebc njatoiln.ll v chancre the asnpet ol the Mexi
can Question. It uilL'ht even ba a Question in
such an alliance of making a combined eilort to
maintain Maximilian in Mexico. Tnese. how
ever, are events of tho future, und amidst the
great revolution that is tuktng place iu Kurope
there is no telllu? what mav occur. We can
only Rive the latest phases of tho political
situation.
