PRESIDENT'S POLICY.

SPEECUH OF THE HON. ANDREW
J. HAMILTON,

Wasminaron, July 10,—The Lognl League of
Warbineton were addressed to nieht, at the
Fair Building, by Governor Hamilton and Gene-
ral Logon, . The building was oceupmed by seve-
ral thousand people, st lenst a fourth of whom
were ladies, The enthusinsm was very groat,
and évery allusion to the President o1 Congress
wanrecelved by Lhe erowd with demonstrations of
disrespeot of the former and appreciation of the
Iatter.

Genernl Behenck was chosen Chairman, and

mving briefly eulogized the soldrers and satlors
their efforts for our country, and lnuded the
rand results acbleved through the Loyal
wAsgues In encouraging (o a successful ending
the late Robelhion, introluced Governor Hamil-
torh of Texns, who in substance spoke as fotlows:
GOVERNOR HAMILTON'S ADDREAS,

If rome years hence any of us shall remember
the late stroagle, tear aside the veil of the past
and look back upon this occusion whon we met
to confer what was to be done with traitors, we
shall wonder that we ever had any wisgivings

as to the results of the Rebellion, nnd that there
hud been those who had doulited that its props
and infiuences of (he pust would have to give
way. Vour yeurs of war, anxiety, und #uifering
seem not to have brought the Froplc ol this
country 1o the conclusion that all the points of
the controversy had been settled. Blavery,
which we admitted as & legal institution, Is no
more. But let us not suppose we can wiop
wheie we are, and believe it does not exist,
The Constitutionsl smendment vyou revert
10 the Sorth, and throw us buck upon
that doctrimzed ioea of State Rights which
we had thought a question settled. We hear it
now. opposed that the Government shnll sar-
round and protect the American oilizen. The
members of Congress representing the loyal
sentiments of the people of tha country have
satd 1t 18 not Nmnlen that simple protection be
uaranteed, buor it is pest that the Exeoutive give
@ Southern people & chauce to decide whetaer
the late rebellious Bintes are loyal or noi, |
was nne sent bouth to vite the people back to
loyulty. I did not think the Executive had the
authority to declde alone what was necessary:
but 1 held thut Congress bad the power fo dyu-
terniine whal was essentlal to be a republican
form of governwent. It was giving an oppor-
tunity to allow the people the chance to 1llus-
trate wlﬁun of the lessens ol the past they pro-
perly appreciuted. The Execulive is but the
servant ol the law-making people. He has no
more power to say what snull be done than
younorl, (Applave.) Where wus derivel the
power to decide by auy one man what was ne-
cessary to returp these Btates? It is not at all
with the Executive, but with the political depart-
ment of the Government to say whnt slmlll be
done with suy encmy of £ Government,
whether native or forelen. 1 wonder why it 18
that this Goyernment has g0 little power over
local enemies, while over foreipn it is despotic,
1t seenis Lo be an 1des thiat onr Government has
less power thun ofher Governments, [tis a
mistake; we have as much, if not more, bot the
idea i8 10 loonte where these ditferences nre, |
was directed to pertorm the duties of Governoy,
for the reason they had overthrown the r luws,
Texps was not in a corporate capmeity; and
80 they told the Texans, bowever much they
might reiuse, the Government bad the right
to teke all thewr propertyv under angy oip-
cometanees when it could be turned 1o
the seocount of the encmy. The slave: of the
Bouth oould not leagune themselves with either
slde, buvwe know they were in sympathy with
us., When the war ended the Provisional
Governois were directed 1o go and eall con-
ventions of citizens. bur the npegroes were
citizens when the war ended, and yet were not
recoprized. 1 rejolee that the Civil Rights bill
did pasy, thoneh 1 contend that the regro was
a citizen. He was willing to tght, to die, to
stand up for his country. Whenee came the
power ol the President to stule that any one
clase ot oitizens known to have been loyal
should have been kept out of their rights and
ivileges, while Rebels were cordiully aduntted 7
ut we mnever shall go through thia trouble
without gomg back. We shuli bhave to get
bnvely over the feeling ol neero worsuippers—
ne&m lovers. The backneyed phrase that
thie is a *“white man's government” 8 a
Me. IVe a iree man's government, for
those of every clime wuwnd hue who
would offer their lHves in  its  beball,
it be 4 white man's government, why
is the bluck man of New York enjoving the
elective Iranchwe, #ubject 1o dra't, taxation,
and public responsibilities? What s he?
It may not be yoor raste 1o’ be his equal, Are
you willing to tuke the slart and run itie race
with him and be nie superior? If you were to
attempt to drive them from you yon would
starve to death, 1t was o problem whether they
would work, but that had been settled; and in
the Bouth 1t was 8 matter of dispute whether
the white omn would work or not. Some
months ggo the Boulherners were asking, **'What
will you do with us? Let us remain bere. Do
not drive us off." They pleaded for bure exist-
ence, | asored them the Government would
protect and aid them, bui they wust take the
onth, Well, after they took the osth, and found
nobody was hurt nor in auy wiy interfered with
aud that the courts were doing nothing, an
I seiging  properly they were getting
pardons, sud * from  abj humility they
strode to  the coolest urrogauce, and
were  asking  what it were best to
accept, Toey proclam the vadieals worse than
Ao itfonists, and declared “Anidy just the man,
for he s goine w0 put s toot upon the neck ol
them d—d Yankeer. Down with the radicals!
He will proteet us,” Apd Johuson, instead of
puiting the Government upon the rock ot eter-
nal justice to all. is reluruing it back to these
trenson-plotlers ol the past and national haters
of the pregent.  The Pre dent elalios hunsell as
the judge of the character of the new Goaverp-
ments, aud in Luis avose ull cur evil. Conpress
is the power derived direct from the people, but
the President is only the Execntive, 1 envy not
the man who could render such u verdict as has
Mr. Johnson, Lot those who are to meet 1n the
splendid func*ion of petty prodigals, covered
#ll over with broad um;) batler, roilic with their
feast They nrtgmlw, if they succeed, to puy
the debt of the Government, provided the South
is nllowed a due portion o pay her debt. Rap-
dall, a8 clevor & man as ever out a throat or
scuttled a ship, 18 incharge of the crew.

I would feel
eagler if this Cengrese would remain here, when
a minorily can brning on u revolution. The price
of hiberty is eternal vigilance, With the richis
and Interests of her citizens all protected, we
will Jenve the cause in the care and keeping of
Him v ho watches over all, and we will have in
the future s grand country, the land of the ree
and home of the brave,

DARTMOUTH COLLEGE.

Commenesrment Ex rolseos Yentoardny—
Iuteremiing Speech of Geunersl Sher-
man—His Owa Remialsconoes of am
Eventfal Life — Chisf Justice Chase’s
Adarens at ihe Alnmnl Dinuer,
Haxover, 8. H,, July 19.—The Commence-
ment of Dartmouth College took place to-duy.
Major-General Shermun, Chief Justice Chase,
Governor Smi‘h, of New Hampshire, Benator
Patterson, Mayor Lincoln, of Boston, and a
large number ol other disdinguished guests, were
pregent, together with an immense audience.
The graduating class numbered 42, and the ora-
tions all indieated a high order ol ability 1 the
speakers. Auong the degrees comterred was
that of Doctor of Laws (LL.D.) upon Generul
Sherman. President Smith, ot the College, in
a few hoppy remarks conferring it, called upoan
the Generol for a epeech.  Un stepping forward
to comply, General Bherman wne received with
the wildest expressions of delight,

BPEECH OF GENERAL SHERMAN,
reneral Bherman said:—
Lapies axp Genriemex:—It is beyond my
power or the power ol auy living ereaturs to ull
one-hull the pieture your worthy President has
fust panted, | am alraid you are downg what
was done in the early part of the war, elevating
men far above their abiily, and lethng them
down pretty bard, (Luughter and appla uw.f
Nevertheless, as in lormer parts ol my lite,
will try sind discharge the duty ascigned to me
humbly and to the best of my abuity, and tarn
with pleasure to the wen to whow we have been
hstemiug with so muechr delight. Tae array ol
iadies and gentlemen beiore us, of motners,
Inthers, sisters, and brothers, attests the (ntorest
that is felt in you and the hopes they enterlain
ol you, now that you are ubout leaving your
tenchers, who nave been tfted by former expe-
rienees, by the study o1 books, and by association
with other men, to impurt knowlelze to yoa
1hat will it you for tae lile belore you, Untor-
tuustely for me, 1 wus not so favored as you
heve been, and 1 regret it now aod shall regret
it to the end of Wme. 1| was compelied to p ck
up what hittle knowledge I possess by grasping
it, a8 it were, through orambles, snd 1 some-
tumes bad my haod prety sharply prickaed tou,
You have had tho-e around you who have gi&du
told you evervthing you desired to kunow,
whose minds were well stored wi'h the richest
lesrniug of the past, And now, young men,

you must look out Jor yourselves., (Ap-
plavee.) Your ship is abovt to sml om an
npknown sea, You bhave your charts

and your compass; sec that vou steer your
cour<e properly, that you watch yoor compass,
and do not ullow your minds to be turned aside
by the peudding ol the sea or the winds across
your salls, but follow your compass, sud vou
will juet as #urely armve at your destination us
honesty will eroduce a good man.  (Applaase, )
My young friende, 1 rememoer that twenty-six
yenrs ngo I stoed as you now stend, shout to go
forth to do whatever mieht fall to my share, and
I now tind mysell herein the presence o' men
who were graduates ol thi= College belore 1 was
borp., It appesrs to me almost like sacrilege
for me to stand up 1o their presence and artempt
to give advice or tnsiroction, and I would nat
resume 1o suy one word had not your honored
1esident uiked me to do it; probably lor some
reazon unkuown o me. (Applavse,) When |
graduated, 1 was told, in plain Eng-
lish — not in  Latin — (laughter) that |
bad fintehed, and was gualined in  nutural
phllosophy, chemistry, mathematics, and so
torth, To prove that | was 8o gushded, 1 wai
sent down to Floxidu to cateh lndlans., I did
not gee the logie ot it then, nor do 1 no#; bat 1
had to eo, I went from place 10 place in that
couniry, and finally [ brougos vp in Charleston;
and whether I bad & foresight ol what was
coming, if that could ba, or whether it was by
the dircotine hand of Providenoe, who roles all
thivgs, | eertanly »us a wauderer i those davs,
und fnnlwl torovgh the marshes of the Suntds,
the Edisto, and the Bavannah rivers, obtaining
knowledge which has since been or value to the
natjen.

debuted a great deal, and talked n great deal,
but it was all for the ear ol tne publ¢, and made
no ym sression on those present. When men me
together geverally and exchanged views, they
weire more lkely 1o agree than when in pabl ¢,
with reporters and listenets around them, Op
such cccoaslons conslstency required them to
muintam the position they hnd takken: he there-
fore beld that there was too much public speak-
ing in the country, and that our scelal and
friendly gatherings were too faw,

In conclusion, Geuerdl Bhermun spoke of the
plegsure hls visit alforded him, of his meeting
old triende, and talking w» ith them of those near
nnd dear 1o them who bad been fo the war. Hoe
named seversl wno had partieslarly distio.
guithed themselves, und these reminiscences
gave great pleasure to his audience,

Npw Yorx, July 12.-1 bave the honor to
arknowledge the reeeipt of your letter ol the
20h ule, wishing me o attend n wass conven-
tion of the Demovrncy of Hastern and Central
Pennsylvania, to be hela m your ity on the 15th
lustant, for which please accept mv cordial
thanks. The resolutions under which your con-
vention 8 ralled mest wilh my most hearty
approval snd conourrence, embodying ws they

do the timehonured principles of the
great  Democratic  party—that  omly  true
national party, which at all 1mes, in
wenl  or woe, has  never known suy

otner watohword but that of the Conati'ution
sud the Union.  When designing politicians and
reckless tanutics had sown the sced of discord
between North and South—when secession first
raised i treasonable volee, it was the Demo-
cratic purty whiebh, throngh its press and its
leadera, counselled moderation and mutial con
cesntony, and sought to nvert t'ie tearful ealamity
ol civil war, These eflorts filed; pasaton raled
ithe bour; and the irarricidal hand ot ounr mis-
guioed breihren of the South was< ramse | agaipst
our flag and our Union. Then, agnin, the
Demoerntlec mnasses, ftorgetung all  former
pirty divisions, rushed to the defense of the
‘onstitution and the Union,and poured outiheir
blood and treasure in support of the Govern-
ment and the lnws, They stood with unwaver-
ing unsuinity and devotion by tke Admnistra-
tion of Mr, lincoln, though they had no
whlisrtion with the party or the doctrines which
hnd placed him power. History eannot point
to anovler instanece ol enbightened and selr
sucriiciug pairotism than thut evinced by the
Democraiic party during e fearful trials
through whicti we have passed, Now, aguin,
wben, alter o strogele of four vears, such as the

RAID ON COUNTERFEITERS.

Four More Parties Under Arvess—Two
Other Fuctories Discovered and Broken
Up—Neiznre of Pressen, Ntool FPlatss,
Eto, 10 the Value of Fifty Thoasand
Dellars,

The eflorts of the Government towards the
suppresgion of covnterfeiting the national seon-
rities continue with unabated vigor. On Wed-
nesday night the Secret Service Agents, noting
under W. I, Woond, Chiel ot the Secret Service
Divislon, assisted by United Btates Marshal
Murray, succeeded in arrestioz & young man by
the nume of Thomus Wilson, w[‘;onn they sus-
lwrtﬂl of belng concerned n printing the
vogus tractional onrrency and other Govern-
ment securities, Wilson denied all knowledge
of tbe business, but upon being informed by
Chief Wood that his entire operstions had been
watched for a month past, he made a full
coufesmon of his guilt, and stated that he way
ready to turn over everythiog in his possession
to the Government wuthorities,

The capture in this case conslsted ol nipe finely
exccuted stecl piates for printine iractional our
rency and ten dollar greenback notes, dve steal
plutes for manuigcturing the long ity cent God-
dess of Liberty stamps, a large quantity of dies
and rolls, and a portion of & preas tor printiog
the spurious currency, The remaining portion
of the press will be recovered:by tu morrow.

ANOTHER MILL BROKEN UP,

The operations of the Becret Service men had
led them to suspect that an establishment for
the manufacture of the counterfeit Mouey was
loeeted & #hort distance out of the city, in the
direction ol Long Branch, und they at once set
about its canture, SBome adroit pians were luid,
but none were crowned with sucecess until yese
terday, when a descent was made upon the sus-
pecied spol, and a finer orinting press than any
yel taken was seized.
