the Seorctury of the Troasury, It would pro-
bably have been adopted st that time ba: tor
the unexpooted opposition of Seastor Fessun.
pex and otners, snd uow, a'ter slumbering for
wooks, it agnin bars come before that body, The
original idea was 1o enll in sll certitieate ol
United States unlebiedness and other maluring
bonds as soon as they fall due, and ssue in their
place bonds to be known as the consolidated
debl, which were to run lor not more than thirty
years, at an annual interest of five per
oont. The money savel by n decresse of
the interest from seven and three-teaths
and six per cent. to five per ceot.,
was to be avplled to the payment of the
principai of the debt. By this means a system
of compound interest would be Insugarated
and the saving of the rate per cent, made gradu
ally to pay the entire debt, Tbe “consols,” now
forever exempt trom loeal axation, were to be
also relieved trom all taxatlon from whatever
source, When 'he bill was in this form we
favored it, after a carciul examinalion ioto its
workings. 'The plan peecunliarly recommends
itsell in many ways. It gives to all our people
s permanent snd perfectly secure means ol
investing their moneys. It hus worked admi-
rably in Great Briiain so ndmirably that although
it known that the principnl of Eaglish con-
sols will never be pn'd, yvet the security of the
investment keeps the bunds 1n dowand, beth at
home swnd abroud. How much more popalar
will it be with us, where payvment is certmin!
It would make the debt pay it<elf during the lite
of the present generation, thirtyssix years and
n half, It would be uniform, and by the system
of exemphion would be rendered deservedly
popular, s8 the pe ple dislike w break their
income in order Lo pay a tax, pre'erring a lower
rate and a certain interest. In fact, all it
provis'ons combine to secure for it an un-
equalled popularity.

We had tented that they had been straneled
in commitiee, and it is theretore with gratided
surprise that we see it once rore resuscitaton.
As we had ocession to remark, thas is a
golden opportunity to reduoe to a regular form
all the vacied United States notes, and provide
for their payment us they commence to mature
early next vear. 11 Congress evonld neglect to
thos provide, it will let a vi al momeat pass, snd
wdjourn wilh its duty nonperiormed.

When BSepator BaeruwaN reintroduced his
bill, he moved to it a number of hizlly im-
portunt amendments, iustigaied, we sappose,
by & desire to harmouize the opposition to
which the bill in its tirst lorm was subjected.
Several of these amendments entirely chaonge
the features of the plun. Let us glance at them
in detail. The orst smendment was to strike
out the provision for “Lhe payment of the prin-
cipal, by appropristing the smount of intereat
saved by n substitution of uve per centum bonds
for other Guyvernment gecurities to the paymeny
of tae principal of the national debt; and that
for the purpose ol insuring the payment thereof,
the sgm of at least thirty mdlions of dollars,
including the saving of mterest aforesaid,
out of any moneys in the Treasury not othsr-
wlse appropriated, shall be ennuslly applied to
the reduction or extinguishment of said dsbt,”

In place ol this provision a substituie was
adopled nppropriatine one handred and eighty
millions per anuum out of the Lreasury for the
payment of inleres!, and whatever is ln excess
will be applied to reducing the principal, The
difference botween the two plans 18 evidant, In
the aret, thirty millions were given every year,
and the interest was niso paid. At the pressat
time the combina'ion of the two would come to
less than $180,000,000; but ss the debt de-
creases, the rate of liquidsiion will still con-
tinue the same. By the pnew provision the
rapidity of dimination will increase avery year.
Thus, suppose (hat doring the drst dve yeurs the
intereay should amount to one hundred and ity
millions. There would be thirty aonlhions left
out o1 1he one bundred and elabty to decrense
the debl. But after the flve years, and each
suocessive year, the interest woull prove less
and tbe liguidation be greater. Henee it will
cost the Government no more, yet it will keep
decreasing more and more rapully at each sue-
ceeding year. Theone plan made che rapldity ever
incresse by the accumulstion of compound in.
terest: the latter gives us both the advantage of
the sompound interest and also of the ever con®
tinua' diminution of the principal itself, Thesa
two molye powers are put to work to reduce the

bulk of our burden.

The next amendment I+ an additional section
proviging thag all vmport dunes (which ars all
paid in gold) Mall be set aside for—First, the
payment of 80 much of the interest of the public
de bt aa is payabls in coin. Second, the payment,
as it shall mature, of the principal of tue publie
dobt. Third, the psyment of sueh appropriations
by Congress as are reéquired to be pall in coin.
Fourth, when the 8mount of coin in the Trow
sury shall exceed fifty Willions, the axoeas shall
be sold in open warket n New York, under
regulations prescribed by he Seoretary of the
Treasury, for United States wotes, and the notes
received for it shall be canoell,

The first three provisions are jmplied by
necessity; the last scems to uy wdmirable,
1t savors of contracting the ourrensy a pro-
vislon essential to the sSuccoss of the bl

Another amendment presoribes that  after
January 1, 1867, the lawtul money required
to be kept by oatiounl banks a8 a regerve
tund #hall vot consist in whole or in part of
interest pearing notes or bonds, The effect
of this proviso will not be to withdraw trom
the pations! banks the necessity of protect
ine thetr wenes by depoaits, but will eanable
the Government to got wilbin e reach
these [pterost-bearing notes, which, so long
as they are locked up as deposits, will be beyond
control, although the iaterest was required to
be pand.

One vital chaoge wag made in the naturs of
the bill, and then it pussed the Sonute.
