speaking sprouts the most freely lust wbere there
is the lenbt lesou tor it; lor' theie is no truer
saving than thut the more a man knows, the
more be bnJs he has yet to lesrn. an J ihceiore
tho distance by which he has outstrip ed others
appears 10 him to be less important than it did
some j ears betore. This is tne oaly irame ol
mind which is compatible with increase in
knowledge; and wheu a muu appears to be too
prcun to learn auy more, it is pretty certain
tbat he is too stupid to be taught auy more.

"Not she, in-
deed, she !ad not been to those common places,
but to schools where they charged sixpence or
a shilling a week !'' Similarly, the less of edu-

bitea the most Irequeatly by those who have
ristn through tortuitoiib 'circumstancos rather
tt.un hard, tboughttel woik. The rauidity of
their r.se is taturally much more present to
their mind than are the adventitious cueum-stanct- s

to which it has been mainly owing;
being, therefore, impressed with au idea of tne
liieames of tbelr abilities, they tall into the
nab t ol showing themselves oil. They iika tj
spar with tbOB they meet on business, aadthey
discuss subjects with, apparently, tne primary
intention of letting you see what remarkably
quick and clever people they are. They seek a
reputation lor inlallibility, and it is ludicrous to
see what an amount ot tort aria r argument they
will brave rather ihan contess themselves to be
in error; and yet even gods and goddesses were
wrong sometimes. Continued practice of that
sort cerlu nly often inves such men au amount
ot cuteuess, or moukey-snarpncss- ; out this is as
far removi d Irom the state of mind of a well-lulorm-

man as it i trom tue manucs ot a gen-
tleman. The most quiet, gentlemanly tnan we
have ever met on business is a Q. C, in a walk
ol the legal profession iu which a siu gown has
rarely, 11 ever, betore been seeu; learned and
astute to a desree that surprises all, and yet
equally courteous In hiR conversations wi h
every comer, whether a learned bi other, a sol-
ictor, or a clerk.

We do not expect to find bumptiousness
among clergymen. It is so diametrically oo-- t
