Deatt and his brother Sleop !

Ome, pale as yonder waning moon,
With lips of lurid biae"

‘We eannol doubt that a fine and exquisite
#renzy prompted the author of *Queen Mub™ o
pen these lines. And yet we bave never been
able to reallze the wonderful aspect of a
dead dog. There |s something ghastly and re-
pulsive sbout it. We know of nothing more
ghastly or repuleive, unless it be the carcass of
a dead cat. Some men spurn it with their feet,
while others will scarcely even delgn to spit
wpon it. Such men, of course, are not entirely
human: but their actions go far towards show-
ing the bad repute in which the body of a life
less dog is held by the community at large.

WHY DOGE ARE KILLED,

No perasfl, wepresume, objects to & dog liv-
ing out his allotted duys npon the earth, pro-
vided always that be is not a vieloils dog. And
even In such case there is no absolute feeling of
insecurity, if the animal's head be fornished
with & eage of wire during the continuancegf
the summer Weats, Yet the fear of hydro
phobia I8 one whien annually haunts the minds
of neryous people, from the first day of May to
the last day of August, The tact that dogs do
sometimes go stark mad, and fly at man and
beast in reckless, passionate fury, is suflicient
justification of this fear in the eyes ot the law.
And, therefore, the fint hag gone forth, among
all civilized peoples, that doge who wander
through the streets ddring this period without
wearing o bit of wire over their noses and under
their chime, are the legitima'e snbjcets of the
King of Terrors, It 1s bad for the dogs— ol that
there can be mo doubt at all: but it i= u bless-
ing to the community at large, of which dogs
are not consldered ns forming s part,

THE MEN WHO CATCH THEM.

To quiet the nerves of these nervous people.
und to render everybody eecure sgainst the
dread contingency of mudness, there is in the
wommunity & class of men who are known by
the title ol ** dog-catchers” Almost every one
‘has geéen them, They are usually—io this city,
we believe, invariably — of Alrican descent,
“They are also addicted to the wearing of striped
shirte, and have other peculiarities of dress and
person by which they can!be idenuticd, The
name of Captain Francis is the most illustrious
thatl occurs to ug in this conpection, While he
lived, the dogs of the Quaker City had & sorry
time ot it in the summer senson. His glance
alone wae ceriain death to ao unmuzzled cur,
If he chanced to look upon such a dog, that dog
was a¢ good a8 a dead dog, and not 4 whit better,
But tor two years atter the Captain’s death,
which took place some four years since, the
dog-tribe had a respite, The wrewch who has
barely escaped the gallows is alone qualitied to
tell how great was thelr enjoyment of the gencral
loosenees of the warfare which, during these
iwo years, was waged against them. There was
no system about it, and a lack of system is as
iatal to the dog-catching business az lo any
oiher.

Two years ago, however, the mantie of the
lamented captain fell upon the shoulders of Mr,
Altred Brogan, & gentlemanly young man of
color, who is considersd a master of his art.
For the furtherance of his task the city furnishes
num with & borse and wagon, and an aunnual
appropriation of one thousand dollare. For
every dog he captures, by feir means or foul, he
receives the sum of filty cents, The prooess
goes on until the appropriation is exhausted,
and then it stops. Jn New York there is a erop
beaded gentleman by the pawe ol Montgomery,
who buys up dogs at a discount, to any number
that may be offered, and then patiently trusts
the city for bis pay. That system of fuldlling
municipal contracts has never worked well with
us, and the dog-catchers, with & tincture of
wisdom for which we cunnot give them too
wuch eredit, have probably pever thought of
giving ivs trial

Whatever sssistance My, Brogen deéme neces
sary he must procure at hils ows individual
expense, He bas three men in his employ at
present, Two of these are ordiuary mortgs,
who have somehow or other imbibed a hatred
ol \he canine race. The other i= quite the
reverse. He is known a& ‘Professor” Price,
and bas followed his sanguinary, dogmatic call.
ing for full gixteen years, It wonld be impossi
ble to eoncelve of & more accomplished artist lu
any trade or calling, He has a trick of catching
dogs that rejolces the heart of every nervous
person, He Dus s knack of knocking them over
the head, when canght, that would pat & ner-
vous person all in a tremor, could be but muster
up courage sufficlent to witness the operation.
If the “Professor’ had been endowed with o
tithe of the “system” for which Captain Francls
was noted, he would bave been the head and
front of the dog catching iraternity at this day.

THE ANNUAL URUBADE,

The anousl crogede agalndt the unmuzaled
eum commenced this year on Mouday, the 14th
day of May. At haif:past 4 o'clock on the
wotniog of that day, Chiet Brogeu Hounted his

rades, arrayed (in striped shirie, and with long
ropes coiled upon their shounlders, followed on
the sidewalk. They were not alone, for they
never venture out upon such nn expedition
without the company of & high constable of She
city snd ocounty of Philadelphia, and four
polticemen selected from the distriet in which
they are to operate, This strong array of blue-
conts is always found necgseary as 8 protection
from the wrath of those who ere despoiled of
their eurs. The tenscity with which & dog will
adhere to the foriunes of his master, is equalled
on'y by the energy with which a man will do
battle for his dog. For this reason the presence
of the police Is frequently far trom ornamental.
RULES FOR DISOOVERING THE HAUNTS OF DOdA.
A8 “Professor” Peice 12 such an old hand at
the business, and tHe others have had several
years' experience, no lme wos wasted in ar
riving at a loeality where specimens ef the
canine race abounded, In the heart of the city
the dog-entcher finds but little encouragement
to his vocation. It ls 1n the by.ways and
alleys, ameng the povertystricken and hunger-
bitten that dogs of ail sizes, shapes, und colors
most do congregate.  If a hapless, childless
couple are domiciled in n single room on the
second floor of a4 creaking tenement, they are
usually the owners of one dog. 1t there are two
children in the family, in wddition, there will
udunally be found un extra dog. If the domicile
be on the third floor instead of the second, it ia
safe to caleulate on the presence ol one dog to
each member of the family. Whenever the
number of children is greater than two, and the
capacity for an honest livelihood thereby de-
creased, the number of canines will be found to
increase in a direet ratio. These roles wre in-
fallible —go0 the dogz.catehers say; and we have
good reason, from a Mmited observation, for
cenfirming their securacy,
The object in taking such an early start in the
morning is obvious. More unmuzzled dogs are
to be encountered between the hours of 5 and 7
A. M. than during the entire remniader of the
day. It is at this early hour, especially, that
that nondeseript yet well-known beast, called
“nobody’s dog,” is sure to be abroad. He has
pieked up u meghts lodging on some friendly
door-step, or it some forsaken ash-barrel; und
now with the frst atrenk of dawn he sallies
forth in quest of wherewithal to break his fast,
Woe be unto him if the dog-van happens that
way at that particular hour.

This dog-van resembles a4 corn-erll, cul in two
nnd piaced lengthwise and sideways upon a
trock. Theonly thang thut can be safd in its
fuvor I= that it allowe of u free circulation of aiv
for the benenit of Its inmatez, In all oilier re-
spects it has much the sspect of a prison-hionse.

THE CAPTURE,

If the dog be “‘nobody’s dog,” the process of
hig capture is a very easy one, Touse a vulgar
term, he s simply “vanked” with a rope,j and
thrust headlong into the cage.  Unless he is a
very intelligent doe, betore he fully realizes his
siluation he is crouched in a4 corner of the van
and engaged io conmtemplating his captors from
benind the bare, Then, it he be a sensible dog,
he guietly awaits developmenis; otherwise he
yelps, and snarles, and exeites the contewmpt of
his eaprors by lutile eforts at escape.

It the dogr Ligs @ master, as most doge have, he
it tiken captive without any more ado, unicss
the master Nappens to be within hailing dis-
tance. In sueh egses the dog sets up a piteous
howling, and etraichtway the master and his
neighbors rush uwpon the scene. Then, if the
aifvetion beitweecn man aopd brute be anything
more than a passing one, 8 rescue is resuived
upon, after due eonsultation and & comparison
ol forces. It i# here that the High Constable
ana his posse ot police come In play; and it the
dogless master exhibits any great amount of
pugnneity, he is torthwith taken into custody.
conductod petore an alderman, and by him held
over, in $300 ball, to answer the charge of inter-
fering with the dog-catchers,

This 1s a specimen of the daily routine, which
i« repeated every day in the weei except-
ing Saturday and Bunday. On thege daye alone
1s a dog without o muzzle =afe in the strests,
No regular route is prescrived, The van pur-
pues its way whevever its director imagines
there are dogs to be tound, A journey of filteen
miles & considered a good day’s work. Om
Tuesday morniug, when the last expedition for
the present was inangurated, the van was
drageed all the way from Smoky Hollow to the
Richmond conl wharves, making nnmerous de-
viations to the right and leit

DOG STATIETION

In this connection, it may be interesting to
plance &t the statisties of the present sedson.
They are from official sources. It should be
noticed tbat during the week on which the
unational holiday occurred, the doge were per,
mitted to roam ar will, without muzzles and
without disturbance, This respite was probably
to enable the dog-catchers properly to celebrate
the Fourth of July.

NOW DOOR ARE ENATCHED FROM THE JAWS OF

DEATI,

The law requires that a dog who s taken ioto
eustody by the **ketchers,"—anolher profes-
slonal term—ghall be detained in the pound at
least twenty-four hours from the time of his
inoarceration. This ix for the purpose of allow:
ing bisa owner, if any he have, to dlscover his
disappearance, and put in & colaim for redemp-
tion at headquarters, The owner of a dog can
have bim discharged from the pound on prov-
ing his ownership to the satiafaction of the
High Conetable in charge, and paying down
the fee of two dollars, As will be seen from the
above table, one dog out of every tour is con-
sidered by his owner as worth that sum, ana
the time and trouble neecessary to secure his
release,

When the claimant of a missing dog urrives st
the pound and makes known his errand, he is
ushered into the presence of the sssembled
brutes, 1f he be blegsed with what Is popularly
the scene—otherwise mot. A room that mea-
large enough to hold all the dogs that are likely
to be on hand at any ooe time, Thiz charnel:
hiouse is low and dark; it has one window and
one door; the proportions of the window wure
strictly in keeping with the surroundings, It s

bility of escape. The door is of much the same
charaster: we might even say that it is a llttle
more 30, The dog that can succced In making
his wiy through either must certninly be u very
eapert dog, or elsé a very lnok one.

When the disconsolate dog-fancier hes entered
the pound proper, he finds himsellf within an
enclosure about two feet and & halt sguare, A
his back §s the grated door-way; at his lelt a
blank wall; to the right, and in front, 8 series
of bars and crogs-bare, through which he obtains
twot und upsatisfactory glimpses of the dogs.
Still, if the animal of which he is in quest be of
large proporticns, he can distinguish him with-
out much difficulty. If, om the contrary, he
be of the poodle or terrier order, betore the
owner can get his eye upon him it will probably
be necessary for “Prolessor’ Price to stir up the
animals with a short pole. In the New York
pound, each dog is honored with a rope and two
square feet wherein to move about. But in our
pound, ropes are entirely igunored at this stage
of the proceedings, The captives are huddled
togethier in o most deligbtiul confusion, which
the presence of “Professor” Price and his short
pole tends to render only worse confounded.
For this reason we imagine that it will profit a
man 1o consider the matter cacefully, before he
determines upon rescuing his dog from limbo,

Muany curious =eenes are witnessed by one who
passes A day at the dog-pound, sand watches the
motions and exclamations of those who come to
rederm their houschold pete, The law is very
striot in its terms, requiriag that oo dog shull
be delivered up, even ou payment of the regular
fee, except on positive proof of ownership.
Many persons who think a dog wonld be anice
thing to bave about the hoase requent the dog-
pound, for the purpose of procuring a gooil
specimen at the cowparatively low price of two
dollars, Tithey wre not very circumspect in the
answers they give, their object s ensily delected,
and they are toreed to withdraw discomfited
and chop iallen,

Now and then there isns tr ouble about proving
ownerghip, but o difficulty arises concerning the
payment of the fee. Not every one that owne o
Jog can afford 1o pay two dollurs to save the
auuonl trom Au ignominious death. For the
most part these cases are frowned upon by the
authorities, but at times they are forcad 1o listen
to such puathetic tales that their innate wmk-’
nees ¢ touched, and the role relaxed,

AN AFFEOTING DOG STORY,

The other day, for example, an elderly lady
made her appearance at the pound, She was in
deep distress, and as the High Constable lis-
teged to ber story, he became affected in a like
manner. She was 4 widow, whoee only son had
gone to the war. In the heat of battle the
Intter had captuored from the enemy s black-
and-tan tersier, which had followed him there-
atter as closely as his shadow, The adventares
of tont dog were wonderful 10 relate; his bair
breadth e«capes from death st Rebel bands
would fll » volume; his devoiion to his loyal
master was unegualled by anything in the pre-
vious lustory of dogs. On the suppression of the
Rebellion, the soldier son had returned to his
widowed mother. The captured terrier had
vorne bim compacy, The gon had subsequently
died 1rom the eflects of dispase contravied while
in the service, sad the bereaved widow had
gothing left but the dog, And on that very
morping the ruthless “*ketchers” had deprived
her of even that consolation, The dog wus there
hetore ber «ves, He guve ber a wag of hi= tail,
by way of recognition, snd then sat down mnd
hited ap his volee in melancholy strnins, It
was, indeed, & sad case, for the widow had not
the wherewithel 1o redeew (be valued canine,
As hor story bore the warks of truthiuloness upon
ite faoe, shi was en® away rejoicing, the terrier
following meekiy in hey trawn.

ANOTHER DOJ STORY.

She bad searoely leit the precinets of toe
pound, ere u little girl of Hiberninu parentage
appeared upon the sceng—in tears of course,
Her face was pluched by bunger and beerimad
with dirt; her parments were ‘‘more hbiy than
righteous,” as the sayiog ls. Boat despite her

HOW DOGS WERE KILLED IN OLD TIMES,

Soch of the cuptured d a8 &re not con-
sidered by thelir Bﬂﬂl'ﬂ"ﬁ:‘he trgubie and
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expense of redemption, are deprived v their

worthless hives. Everybody is aware of this
fact, but few people have the courage to witoess
the operation.

In olden nimes, Jogs who were doomed to
deati by the authorities were usually smothered
by an overdose of the fumes of sulphur. That
was & heathenish e: it partook strongly
of the fdea ef a personal Devil, horned and
hoofed, and bearing in his bosom & blazing
foroace, the flames of which consumed those
who fell inte his power. Tne enlightened Nite-
teenth Century has frowned it down,

It was also & oustom with our forefathers to
tie i stone to the neck of & viclous dog, and then
to cast him, abive and kicking, into a runoing
stream. We believe that this cusiom still pre-
vails, to a certain extent, in the raral districts of
New Jersey. But when Jt comes to slnughtering
a thousand dogs in chis lastion, and that within
two monthe time, the items of wasted stone and
rope run up to a high tigure. Thiz mode of exe-
cution also mavors strongly of the pumshment
imficted upon witches in the early colonial days
ol Massachusetts, It was barbarons from be-
ginning 1o end; the Nin«teenth Century has pro-
nounced it o, and wisely frowned iu down.

HOW DOGSE ARK TONTURED TO DEATH IN NEW YORK,

How, then, 12 a dog to meet his doom ¥ The
Metropol.tan executioners ol our neyrhboring
city lmagine that they have hit opon the most
appropriate and least eruel provess. The dogs
are litted severally by the nape of the peck, anl
horlid, footioremost, into a large, dry tank.
Dog upon dog s piled up, until the receplacle
i« nearly flled. et dogs should submit to
such treatment without raising an nnearthly din
i% inconcelvable, Their cries and groans are pitia-
ble to heten to, and would move a heart of
stone to compaseiom. A heart of stone, however,
is something that s seldom heard oi in the com.
mereinl metropolis of the nation, S0 the procyss
goes on, until the tank becomes one vesy, dense
mass ol writhing, shrneking flesh. When the
tank is (nll, a tightly fitting lid is closed over
all, Then the water 18 turned om, It
gurgling rush 8 joined to toe yelping of the
bounds. 1l some wrerched enr, averse to sach
u tate, clambers above his fellovs and huge
the barsa of his cage in the agony o
death, he Is pushed down with a long pole, and
unites his piteous voice to the dying wail below,
The water riees ; the yelps grow more frequent
and more arions ; the tank vecomes one celse-
leas turmoil of strife and woe.,  But such thines
cannot last fovever, and byand-by the ories
grow lalnter, uvntil at last they are hushed in the
sllence of universal death. This is all very
retined, and of asurety refiects great eredit upon
the man in whose fertile brain it was conceived,

HOW ‘'FROVESSOR"” PRICE TERMINATES A DoG'

CAREER,

But the dog executioners of our own eity have
not yet carried ecrueity to such g hizh pitch of
retinement, The process which s =till in favor
with them i= comewhat old-fashioned, yet not
absolutely barbarons, Twice a week—on Wea-
nesdays and Saturdaye—the invocent curs are
slavghterad, As there wore to be no forther
executions (or some time to come, we were pre-
sent yesterday to witness the operation, It was
very simple, but expeditious withal, as sixiy-
four o1 the unfortunste crestures were hurried
out of existence in less than & quarter of an hour,

At ten munues or 10, precisely—the public
appears to bave a morbid curio-ity tor extreme
minuteness ol detail in evervihing partaking of
the charaoter of an execution—at len minutes of
10 “Professor™ Price entered the dog-pen, tol-
lowed by his grim assistants. Bach was armed
with a_ short, stout club, aad 'a coil of
rope.  We have already given the dimen-
sions of the cage—-it is 8 very little larger
thaa the tnuk which has won snch invor in N ,w
York., The entry of the executioners was the
signal tor & grand commotion, The six”¢.qjye
captive dogs scemed to realize instinetly aly tuat
something termble was about to be'gll them.
Yet they behaved themselves very prudenily
and very quietly under the e'renmstances, With
low and pluintive whines they haddied together
in the remotest corner, a8 if Vor mutual proiec-
tlon, presenting 1o the eye G« the spectator sun-
ply an indistinet mass of gaivering bhair, They
wore certainly pueked very closely together, bur
with this advantage for comtorl —there was only
one thickness in depth.

THE FIRST VICTIM.

A huge black animal of the bull-bog species
was selecied tor the tirst victim, He was seized
by the iront legs from belund, by one of the
asswstants, who held hym erec’, while the
“Professor” adjusicd & noose about his nzly
throat. The ena of the rove was guickly thrown
over i rafter and drawn tigot, unsil the animal
swung clear between carth and heaven.

with every well-directed blow, Sore -eyed
poodles and nimblelegged terriers were one
moment [risking about 1 the most 1antastic
way, and the pext they quietly fell over dead,
without knowing what was the matter with
them.

A CURIOUS SPECIMEN OF A “‘DORa.”

One of these last, a cock-eyed, crop-+ared, ham-
sirung beast, created considerable merriment by
kis efforts to avold the club, which wus sent
whirling after his craniom hall & dozen times in
suceession, He was a horrld looking wretch,

in all his life!” The remainder of the *“‘dorg”
wios on & par with his head.
