The New Law Councerning Siamps.
ITH PROVIZSIONS,

Thenew Tax law went into operation yesterday,
The tollowing I the section in relution to tiwe
mse of stamps by brokers, bankees, and binks:—

That scetion ninewy-nine be amended by striking
out nil after the ensotisg o anse, and mseetiung o
Hen thereol the followiag s— Vbt there shall be piid
on il sales made by brokors, bauks, or bancers,
whetber made 1or the beuedt of others or on their
own uecount, the wllowing taxes —that 18 to say,
upon all ealos and contracts for the saie of stocks,
bonds, gold and sidver bullion and coin, promissory
votes, or other seourilies, & tux ot the rate of oneoent
for every hundred doliurs ol the amount of such sales
and cenirneis; aud on sl sxles and contracts for sale
negotinted and made by soy person, firm, or com-

any nut paving a special tux us a brogor, bank, or
Elu{t'r,ol any gold or siuver bullion, coin, promis-
sory noted, stocks, bonds or otuer securities, not s
or thelr own property, there shall be pad a tix at
the rate of tive cents for every hundred doliurs
of the nmount of such sales or contracis; And on
every sale and contract for sale, as atoresaid, there
sball be made aud delivered by the seller to the
buycr & bill or memorandum of such sals or ton-
tract, on which there shall be affixed a lnwlui stamp
or stamps in value equal to the amount of tux ou
much sule, to be predetermined by the raws of tax
‘bofore mentioned; and in computing the amount of
the stamp tsx in aoy ense herein provided tor, any
tractional part of one hundred dollase ol value or
amount on which tax iscompuoted shall be secounion
at one hundred dollers, And cvery bill or mewo-
randum of sale or contract of sale belore meutioned
ahall show the date tuervof, the name ol the selicr,
the smount of the gale or contract, aod e waticr
or thing to which it refers, And sny persons lable
10 pay tho wx a8« heroin provided, or any one who
acte 10 the muttur ss agent, or who ahall, m pursu-
ance of any sule or contraot, deliver or recove any
stocks, bonds bullion, coln, promissory unotes,
or other securities, without s bili or memorandum
thereof as heren required, or who shall ae-
tiver or recesve such bill or memorandum  with-
out having tue proper stamps afixed thercto,
ahall torieit ana pay to the Unied States a penalty
of five hundrea doliars for each sud every offun<e
where the tax 80 evaded, or uttemplod 1o be evaded,
does vot excocd one hundred dollurs, and a peaalty
of one (housand dollurs when suoh tux shall oxesed
one huudied dollars, wineh may bs recovored with

OBITUARY.

John Ross,

John Rees, or Kooweskoowe, Uhief of the
Cherokes Indians, died in Washington yester-
day. He wana lm'll-bﬂw.d. and st an nn.rllr age
acquited n good English education, In 1817 and
1819, the tine the State of Georgin attemptad to
induce the Indians to remove wost of the Missis
llpgi. # liberal bribe was offere for this puﬁpm-
to Roes by MclIntosh, a Creek hialf-breed Indian,
but it was refused. The proceedings ol the
Georgia Legislature with reference to the Chero-
kees, In 1829, led to an appeal on the part of the
Indians, Ross neting as thelr agent, to the Su-
preme Court of the United States, which re-
sulted in a decition in thelr favor. Georgia, how-
ever, refuged to obey, and aggresslons upon the
Indiuns inerensed, (n 1835 a treaty was conoluded
between J. F. Schermerhorn, &n agent of the
Untted States, and Major HIJ_ ¢, his =on John
Ridee, Ellas Doudinot, and about gix hundred
other Chierokee Indirns, inclading men, women,
and children, by whioh the Indinns agreed 1o sur
render their lnnds and remove West within two

ents, Agningt this treaty koown as the New
Jehota, Ross and over five thousand of his tribe
prolested, in nn uprun! written by Itoss, aud
addressed to the President of the United Stites,
as baving been Iraudulently obtained, The
Government, however, sent a foree under Genes
rul Seott to compel the fultilment of the treaty,
The Cherokees yielded, and, with Roes at their
bead, removed to their new home, Moderate
allowance was made them for their losses by
the Government, and aiter yeurs of suffering
they becawe s prosperous nation. Ross con-
tinued 1o be the Chiel of the Cherokees tor
severnl years., In 1801, aiter some hesitation,
he entered imto & treaty with the Confederste
suthorities, but it has been stated that he wis ol
henrt loval to the Government, and his bosiness
in Washinglon was for the ponrpose of pressing
clinme aguinst the Government tor losses durng
the war,

i, ‘Lhe Suider-Enflcld is capnble of being dis-
charged, not “eight or ten times 1o s minpte,™
as hias been =ald, but finteen; its acouracy of fir
i= not mnceh below that'sf the best small-bon e
rifie; it 1§ ineslculably superior to that of the
overpriised needle-gun.

5, The accursey of shooting of the Snider rifle
over that of the Enfield, taking an average of
all rapges up to 1000 yurds, is ns 30 per cent.,
and tbhe relative rupidity of fire of the two arms
i, in round numbers, abountashto 1; and in
ireedom trom lonlme, its non-hability to dete-
rioration by bad weather, nud in taclity ot
munipuiation, the Solder rifle has proved itscll
remarkably superior to the unconverted arm.

The following rough general deseription will
convey o good Idea of the new arrsngement in
the Sniderrifle:—

“A portion ol the upper sude of the breech end
of the barre, i# eut out for the admission of the
cartridege, This vocant space is clogsed atter
londing by n lump ol steel —the ‘breech-stopper’
or ‘breech-picee,” which lilnges upon one siae of
tive barrel, and torms o false brecch, azninst the
face ot which the lack end of the cariridge
rests; the barrel is, in fact, shortoned to this ex-
tent. A pluneer or mston transmits the blow of
the hammer through the stopper to the cap of
the curtriage, which is witlnllmwn ufter firing
by o little wmstrument which forms part ol the
stopper. The cartridze 18 on tne central five
syitem, and exbhibits no special novelty of
conctruetion in this respoet, the ordinary ar-
rangement having mereiy been slightly modi-
ded to increase the salfety of the ammoaunition,
and to ensure againgt misstires, The most
sulient novel'ies are the cariridge case and
the bullet, A+ regards the tormer, the object
s been to provide n ease which shall uncoil or
unwind to o certiin extent on discharge; and
this object is attained by rolling thin sheet
brass mto a hollow eylinder, upon a suitable
tormer. One end of the eylinder tits into the
metnl enp which forms the back end of the ear
tridge, the other end receives the ballet, into the
hinder ennnelure of which it is choked, The
hrass ease is covered either with paper or ealico,
and rendered completely waterproor by wax or
viirulsh, The nature ol this outer case, however,
is of secondary importance. the desired end
oeing oltained by the arrangement of the
interior case, which ou discharge, however dis-
figured, uncoils to the*dimensions ot the chamber,
and alter discharge has a tendency slightiy o
contragt and fecilitate the withdrawal ot the
empty cose,”

The Island ol Valentin.

The island of Valentin, the Irish teraniuns ol
the Atlantic eable, is about six thopsand weies
In extent. It has three proprietors, of whowm
the Knight ot Kerry is the chief, the othors
being Trinity College, Dublin, and Colonel Her
bert of Muckross, The population is aboat 1wo
thousand; bat, althouzh the Ku ght 18 a staunch
Protestant, his co-religionists do not number
more than one hnndred and fifty, The harmony
of this little community (says a correspondent
of the London Sar) is, however, undisturbed
by religious discord. The old priest, who 13
now between cighty and npinety yeurs of age,
hie had charge ot the parish for hall a century,
and his watehword has alway= been *'Pegee,”

shillings an acre. Muoch more of it s used for
grazing purposes than for cultivation, the prin.
cipal article manufuctured being butter.,  Most
of the cottages nre stmply fortid hovels: bue
