Murder in Boston. .
A BUFIPOSED CAER OF SUICIDE TURNE OUT TO HAVE
BEEN A DRUTAL MURDER,
From the Boston Post, Auguat 11,

A turther examination fnto the ense of Michagl
O'Hure, who was reported to have shot himself
at No. ¥ Btillmun wtreet, leads 1o (he belief that
he wis murdered, The circumstaneces indicate
that he was nrst shot, nud then beaten over
the hend with n bnleber, John Brown, a young
man twenty-one yvears ol age, has been arrestod
on saspicion of beiug the muardersr,  Ollieer
Twombly states, snys the Tracolier, that aftor the
atlair ocourred he entered the house, where he
wis met by Mre, O'Hare, who stared to him
that her husband baad shot himsell, butexbibied
very hittle emotion. The officer entored the room,
and tound O'Hure lyimg on the floor in about
two gallons ol blood, severasl 1;]13 sicinus were
oalled, who gave it as their opinlon that he had
been murdered, an opivion that the officer bad
algo formed soon alter sgeeing the aeceased, The
room was sonrched 1o find the revolver with
which the deed bad been commitied, but the
eflorts ot the officer and physicians were truis
less. Mrs, O'Hare remarked that stter her hus-
band shot bimsell be must have thrown the
revolver out ol the wiwmdow, Since Bunday
night she has produced w small pistol belonging
to her husband, and says tuat he probably shot
bimself with it: but experts state that it has not
been dischmged, from  appearances, for sx
months, Mr, U'Hare was shot thronsh the right
cye, the ball passing through the bead and
lodgivg acatust the buack ol Lhe ekull, where it
was found flattened,.  Upon exumiding nim,
seversl blows were discovered on his head, and
fiapments of the skull found Lo the blood on the
floor, ope ol which was an inch and 8 guarter in
lengthy The physicisns who exsmined the de
ceased state that they never saw & man so
terribly beaten. Con inuing his search of the
prewmises Oflicer Twombty tound a hatcher with
blood stains upon 1t nnd some bhairs, though an
attempt had evidently been made to wash the
atains off, There then seemed to be no doubt
that some personsa hnd entered the room, shot
Mr. O'Hare, and afterwardstook the hatchet and
pounded him over the head with it, His wite,

on being questioned, #mid  that  she et
the room to ger some Kinllings to make
a fire with next morning, and that when
ghe returned she found her  bushand
lying on the floor in a pool of blood, Mer
statements were somewhst contlieting, and she

at first 1efused to give the otheer any informa.
tion a3 1o who had been with her husband pre-
vious to the atfarr, remarking that she did nut
want that man mixed up in vhe afarr, At lest,
however, she said that & yvoung man named
John Brown, twenty-one years ol age, had been
in his company ten minates betore, It was
algo learned that Brown hud spent money with
the deceased, and they seemed to be on very
intimate terms of iriendship. The otlicer made a
search for the suspected person, but could not
find him. Officer Twombly sncceeded i find-
ing Brown at & house in Miles eourt, m the roar
of Endicott street, on Thursday night, and
arrested him. He was taken before Justice
Hurd, in the Muricipel Court, yesterday, and
fully committed for Mirther examination on the
18th. Mre. O'Hure has also been arrested on
suspicion of being concerned in the murder of
her hu:band, and 18 also contined in the Sutlolk
jail, Brown, who is deacribed as an exemplary
oung man, is saia to bave visited the house
requently, and sometimes during the absence of
Mr. O'Hare, when he was eptertained by his wile;
and there ure reports that the couple were qulte
intimate., Coupled with Ly desire to keep the
name ol Brownu from the police, the circum-
stances are such as to lead muny to suppose that
she and Brown were the parties coocerned in
the murder. As goon as the alarm was given
on bunday night Brown entered the room, but
was not ot all excited, Persons in the roem
remarked that Mes. O'Hore was unusually calm
ander the circumstdaes, und the same remark
wne made by those who saw her in Court this
morning.
VERDICT OF TILE CORONER'S JURY.

The Lazaius Murder in New York.

In response to & request made by Bernurd
Friery, now Iying under sentence at the Tombs,
to be executed tor the murder of Harry Lazarus
on the 17th of the present month, a reporter, in
compnny with the shenf, visited him yesterday,
and recelved the following

STATEMENT!

In view of my appronching end, I wish to give
a briet account of the few things I remember in
conncetion with the unhappy position in which
I am now placed, and at the fame time to cor-
rect some misstatements which 1 understand
have been publicly cireulated sbout me, und
which have caused me much péin und uneusi
nes,

NO DIFFICULIY WITH LAZARUS,

Itis due to me to oy in the first place that
never, at any time, had I any, even the slightest,
difficulty with Lazarus, and that 1 nad uo pro-
vocation whatever to the commission of the
deed for which I am 1o suffer, -

On the night of the occurrence and for seyernl
days before, T had, together with other young
men, It being New Year's, been vihsitiug at a
number of drinkine howses, and from the effects
of the liqguor I became perfectly oblivious and
totally irrespongible for my actions. [ have
been told by persons that while wnder the in-
fiuence of liquor I always act vory strangely
und wildly; 1 have nov the fuintest recollection
of entering Lazaros' house, or of snything which
happened there; Lhave been toldthet the parties
who took me there came Lo my house atter 1 had
been carricd up stules and Wid op the bed with
my clothes an, aroused me and 1od me awhy with
them.
