The Declaration of Indepondence~The
Test Applied.

As wir antiopated, the dge, when brought to the
test, digcards the true democratic iden promul
gated by JerrepaoN and the Tuthers of the re
puullo, and puts in its place the modern sham
notion of democracy, which Is nothing more
thau s very absurd kind of aristocracy. It de-
niea that the Declaration of Independence, when
it saye “all men are created equal,” means all
men, To support this view, it makes the
singularly weak argoment, that the muin pari
of the Declaration belng a recital of the griey

ances of the colonies aguinst the mother vountry

the general sistements in it must be taken a

limited slso to them. Itie asufficlent reply to
this that the document, on isvery Iece, wil

admit of no such construction, Faucy the ab

surdity of saying, **We bold these trutus to he
self-evident, that all the peaple of these Uslondes
are created equal !" Jetferson, who deew up the
Decluration, was a logicing, and he roasoned in
this case from generals to particulars, He atarts
out with certain truths of universal applicatioa,
and selt-evident in their character; and from
these he descends to the particular instunce ot
the Awerican Colonies,

We shall enter into uo attempled argnment to
prooe & truth which the Fathers well assected
to be “self-evident,” They stid *all men,” nad
they meant all men, The equanty ot any swaller
number, 8% of the people of the Colonies, for
instance, would have been in no sense “‘sell
evident,” except as it sprung from the wider
truth that alt men are created cqual, The
Declaration of Independence wus au appenl to
the moral sense of the world in justilication ul
the JAwerican Revolution. The traths enun
ciated in it are the (undumental traths ol
bhuman rights everywhere. They wers
so regarded at the time.  “*Let ot pever be jor
gotten,” wasa the language of those grear men
after the sirugele was over and American tade-
pendence had been aclueved, “that the cause jor
which we have contended s (he cawse of
Human Nature,” The inter pretation which the
Age gives to the Declaration is toe weak inven-
tion of & later day, and ol men who, while they
have no taith in human rights, arve still (ond of
mouthing the word “‘Democracy.”  They have
not the boldness to say, as Judze Prrnr, ol lo-
dians, once did, that tne Declaration 18 a self-
evident lie; but they seek to rob at of its benuty
and power, and to make it sell-evident
RENSE,

The trouble with the Age politicians, us we
told them the other day, 18 that thes are nof
Democrats, Tuaey do not brlieve in democracy,
What they call democracy 15 u shum and a
cheat. They believe in libercy, but it is tor
their own ot merely. They believe in equal
rights, but for favored classe: only. Kinz. and
despots have been good “dewoerats" aiter this
sort, True democracy is somerhing wuder,
grander, nobler than this, It belicves in the
righta of men by virtue of thelr manhood, and
independent of all external circumstances and
conditions. It strikes its root deep in the pro-
found truth of the unily of the huwau fimily —
a truth which lies at the bottom of our Chris
tianity, as well as ot our republicanism,

The Age winces at being enlled “pro-<lavery,"
and then consumes & column iu showing that

the epithet is correctly applied, It ackoow-
ledges that it derended slavery to the la<t, and
its spint is unmistagably proslavery now, We
acrept it, however, us a favoraole symptom that
the term is beginning to be felt as odious. It
shows that the progress of the timesin regard
to the great truths of hnman rights 1s bezinnine
to reach even to that low plane upon which the
Age stands,

The Fate of the Constitution of North
Carolina.

YesterpAY we asked the delsgstes from Notth
Caroling to the Convantion, whether the State
had pot rejected the amended Constitution, We
append a letter received [rom Mr. Maswuy, one
of the delegates, in which he tacitly acknow-
ledees thut the Constitution was defeated, but
goes inte an explaostion of the cause. Hesays:
To the Editor of The Evening Telegraph:—

Tur 1ELEGRAPH i m'staken in supposicg that
the rejection of the new Constitution of the State of
North Caroling by the people will havo any effuct
upon ordioances or laws passed by the Convennon
or Lemslature of that Suate for abo'ishing sluvery or
the slave code, or for the oxlension of freedmen’s
rights,

Everything which has boen dooe in these matters
by North Carolina exists and will continue to exisr,
irrespective of the vote on the new Constitution,
The point submitted and decided oy that vote was
whether a wew drafe, cmbodying amendments
already made 1o respect to dlavery, and other pro-
posed amendments not affecting the condition of the
bincks, should be adopted,

It the Constitucion has been rejootod, that rejection
has no othor operatvion than 1o deeline adopting the
neto draft with the other amendmonts proposed, and
leaves ull loynl and rational amendments heretolors
made and evervibing done m relation to the biack
