At one (ime a drunken Senator from the West-
orn part of our country stood up and endeavored
to address the crowd in front of the hot+]l on
Chesnut street, They laughed and shouted,
cheered, and made such a racket that he could
not be heard, and shut him up. He got angry,
and told them that be thought they were a pack
of cowards, and that if he had a bowie-knife he
could soatter the whole of them like ehatl before
the wind, Auother, muade furious by whisky,
was making some very inzulting remarks, when
he was chased some distance by an excited
crowd. Seeing himsell hard pushed he drew a
revolver, and menaced the erowd with it, but
did not shoot. It had the desired effect, and
they gave lam elbow room,

The fun was kept up uniil a late hour, About
half-past eleven o'clock a number of young
men filed past the Continental, cheering for
Geary and others, They stopped on the corner
of Ninth and Chesnut streets, and continued
their yells, making the night bideous, until the
police scattered them, and gave mperative
orders W all good citizens to keep moving on.

Bernavd Friery Hung forthe Marder of
Horry Lozarus.

New York, August 17.—Bemard Friery was
hung at noon to-day. Ile was sentenced to
death for the murder of Harry Lazarus, a noted
prize-ighter.

Sketoh of the Murdercer.

Barnoy Friery, who killed Huarry Lazaroa at his
saloon on Easi Houaton stroet, last Noog Yonr's ove,
oxpiated his crune upon tho eallows this morning,
the Gevernor having determinedly reflused to pardon
lum or grant a roprieve. Notwithstanding lis erimo
was apparently unprovoked and vold-blooded, there
seems to be somo extonuntihe olrcomstances trom
theinterest manifested in procuring s pardon by his
yvery numerous friends, At (he timo of its commission
it excited considerable feeling among the sporting
community, a3 Lazarus was a notorious pugilist;
howoever, thoy seem to have transferred their entive
gympathiy to his destroyer. On the 21st o1 ¥obruary,
1866, he was fonud guilty of murder in the firet
degree in the Court of General Bessions, and sen-
tenced by Recorder Hoffm .m to sulfer death on the

gallows on the 31st of March tollowing. His couns
sél obtalucd a respite pending appeals to the Su-
preme Court and the Uourt of Appoals. Lhe.s
iribunals sustained the verdict had agsinst the
prisoner in the Court of Quarier Sessions, and he
was sentenced 188t year to Do hung to-lay.

Since Friery became aware that toe decisions ot
the courts wére against him, and that no had veen
adjuoged to die upon tue gallows, nis conaust n
jail bas boén marked by o thorough knowleage of
the awiul position 1u which he is placed. A few duys
ago he puptished a statement, which woeut (o show
thut previous to the murdor he bad had no difti-
culty with Lazarus, whom be says he killod white
jaboring under n 8t o1 dnuk; that he bas no reason
to complain of how his 1rial was conduoted ; that
the kmte with which be commitied the deod was not

is own; thut bad compuuy and drink are the
ruinor thousands and thousands of young men 1n
this alty ; that he earnosily entroats tho torgivoness
of the friends of Marry rus ‘“lor the evil he
unconsciously bronght upon them;" that it s
untrue that he “insulted those devored women, the
Sisters o1 Meroy,"” who attenaed tor the purposs of
afoidivg him spiritusl covsoisthion, and that hLe
futencs o meet his fate as & Chnstian should, while
asking that the prayvers ol all good people may be
sald for nim. Friery's sistement that he never
offered the siighteat insult to the Sisters of Meoroy 18
