GCONSRORATION OF THE NEW ExcLiss COUROH.
~—This solemnity, which ook place yesterday, comns
menced at 10 o'clock i the morning, when ﬁwhuﬁ
Henry John Whitehouse, assisted by lour Euglis
clergymen, wearing their proper vesiments, entercd
the church, and proeeaded aniong the nave to the
chancel, reciting the twenty-tourth paalm, the Bisnop
and clergy reciting the verses alternately. Tne
Bishop then took his plase on the rmght side of the
altar; on the left the Archbisho uterdahl had
also u plaoe provided for him, and seats on the leit
slde of the chancel wore appropristed for
the Bishops of Sundberg, Bring, aud Fiensbura.
Bishop Whoirehouse recelved the insirumenss  of
donation, which, after Dbeing rend, were Imd
upon the altar, Stundimg then before the aling,
the Bishop invoked the blessing of Ged on the
saored work, after which he offered up prayer,
partly kneglingiand partly turned towards the con-

egation, [hereupon one of the Mnghah priests,
ﬂn Rev. R. I, Blakey, stepped forward and read
the deed of consceration, whioh was alko lmd upon
the altar. Wolcarned thereby that the ohurch was
to be called after Bt. Peter und 81, sigtriod (an Arch-
bisiop ot York and the greac apostle of Christianity
in Sweden). Alter this ceremony the usual morning
service was theu prooveded wiith, Portions of SBorip-
ture appointed for the day wero réad, and hymn :fa
from the Enelish Hymn Book (‘Hymns, Auncient
mud Modern’) was sung :
