Samented public servaot, whose foul sesassing-
tion touched the heart of the elvilized world
with grief and horror, you would have been
fulse to obyious duty if you had not endeavored
to carry out the same policy,” ANl the Copﬁar-
#iend papers which furiously denounced Mr, Lin-
coln's policy while he Hyved, now praise Mr,
Johnson for adopting it. Thus we may see how
highly the mantle of Elijah is valued—but Mr,
Johnson has a cloak of his own. and the true gar-
ment hus fallen upon Congress, Upon the ques-
tion of his fuliilment ol the purposesof Mr.
Lincoln's administration, the Union party might
silely appeal to the people, und stand or full by
that slone,

It would be easior to define whot I8 not than
what is the peculisr policy which Mr. Jonnson
and Mr. S8eward have invented and submitied to
the South for adoption; vel there are a few
Pplain ‘grlnclplcn which underile it. It is based
upon the wdea that no IuE(:‘-lahun of Congress is
required to restore the Rebel States thelr for-
feited privileges; it nssumes that Congress cun
demand of them no conditiona whatever, but 18
bound to admis them on demand to s halls. A
Btate, on this theory, may fight for years againas
the Union, and, throwing down its arms, at
once take part in the government. Or, if there
be sudr l.:m aration of mensures or time re-

nired, the President may alone determine the

urarion of the penance and the nature of the
purgatives, His policy, in short, has for its
centrdl idea the unlimited efficaoy of o Presi-
dential amuesty: those whom he has pardoned
©other men have no right to question,

This is Mr. Johuson's policy., That of Mr.
Lincoln is absolutely antipodal. It Is well
known, and the proof 18 now in the possession
of the Government, that Mr, Lincoln, near the
close of the war, declared that be had no power
whatever over the reconstruetion of the Unlon—
that belonged to Co pas, His messages to
Qongross repeat it.  His message of December,
3664, was epecially intendéd to assure the
Bouthern people of the kindness they would
seceive upon their submissions yet he explicitly
limited the extent of the mercy they could re-
geive from him, “‘Some certain and eother pos-
sible questiona are, and would be, beyond the
EBxecutive power to adjust; as, for instance, the
admission of members of Congress, and what-
ever might require the appropriation of money.
The Executive power iteelf would be greatly di-
minished by the cessation of actual war. Par-
dons and remissions of forfeitures, howver, would
still be within Executive control.” This was
well understood North and South, No lan-
guage could be plainer than this, which, in

remising Bxecutive clemency, limited it to in-~

ividualg, and expressly disolaimed the power
%0 extend it so far as to restore States to their
old relations. Jefferson Davis, in his message
of March, 1865, faithfully repeated these opi-
mions, ** It will further be remembered that My,
Lincoln declared that the only terms on whioch
Thostilities could cease were those stated in bis
message of December last, in which we were
informed that, in the event of our penitent sub-
anission, he would temper justice with merey,
and that the question whether we would be
overned 8 depsndent territories, or permitted
have a representation in their Congross, was
one in which he could promise nothing, but
which would be decided by thelr Congreas, alter
pur submission hud been accepted.”

It is useless to say more. When It is proved
Shat Mr. Lincoln distinetly declured that the
admission of representatives from the Rebel
States was for Congress solely to decide, it is
the extreme of efirontery to olmm that his policy
is carried out by Mr. Johuson, who stlirms that
Congress js without any jurisdiction in the
matter,

renginess tocontrol the movements of the Rebels,
and compel them 1o obey the existing laws,

Already, 1o the Swmte of Missourl, a loyal
militis hus been oreanized under the State laws;
none but loyal men are allowed to belong to
that organization, Bince thar militin has been
set on loot, protection has been extended to all
loyul citizens, lirespective of color; oulrages
in'the eountry have hecome neirly unknown;
and security has returned to the State.

The recent riots of Mempibis and New Orleans
will demonstrate the necessi y for the loyal men
of setiing up some menns of =eli~protection.
Should the State Lerlsluturca continue Lo prove
themes lves diwsloyal, then Congress will un-
doubtedlytake the manwr in band, and pass the
bill o1 Senmator Wilzon, or any other bill ealcu-
lated to attain a similar object, A loyal militia
will be organized, irrespective ol color; and
Rebels and Ead men will 1u that way be cheeked
und overpowered, The laws must be enforced;
1f they were not, it would be a dishonor for the
United Stues Government, No standing army,
even ten times more numerous than that which
exist now, is able to entorce the Jawas io all
of the Southern Stares; therelore, the arming of
the loyal men hus become o matter of necessity.
And who are the loval meu of the Soufh? They
are mostly the colored citizens,

8o we regard that milibia organization as an
unuvounble result, which will force iteell upon
the country, It muy be delayed some months
longer, Bul it has come, ag s condition of the
nation't honor, 88 well us the surling of two
hundred rhousand bleck wen on the battle-teld
wne & necessity of the nation's life,

We feel, therefors, that the present suflerings
of our Texas brethren will be relieved. Meun-
while, prudence, forbearance, sacritice, for the
sake of patriousm, may be commended. The
actual means of living must moke the great ob-
Ject of the colored wen at the present time.
According to n law of Congress, all those who
wish to ~etile upon eighty ueres of lund can do
#0 in tive of the Bouthern States, Louisiana and
Atkansas will offer particular inducemenis to
our Texas brethren, A special agent of the
Freedmoen's Buresu in New Orleans, and one in
Little Rock, have charge of this matter,

Every loyal cluzen over twenty one vears of
age—or, if younger, every head of a family and
every disocharged Union soldier—has a right o
enter (belore the 315t of December next) these
eighty acres, with paying five dollara to the
Bureau., After tive years he will receive the
title to the lund, and become the owner of it, by
paying five nollare more. There are in the

urielh of Calcamen, wnewr the dividing line

etween Louisinna and Texas, vast trncts of
public lunds which could be entered in that
way. A large number of colored Loulsianians
huve already applied for c¢otrics there, ant
villuges with truly loyal inbabitants will un
doubtedly spring up in a short thme,

The settlement of the colored men on lund of
their own is one of the best plans that can bo
devised for them, But, we repeat, our confidencs
in the wisdom and humanity ol Congress is un-
bounded. Protegtion will fineliy be extended
to ull Ly the organization of a loyal militia,
The very necessities of the politionl situation
will bricg forth such a resull, Meanwhile, let
our brethren Lave energy, thrift, industry. And
let them look for seftlement where they ean
obtain lund, @ther in theirState or in the nelgh-
boring oneg.
