rifim it not onlr appropriate but Incumbent upon

me to correct tbe false impression regarding, my I

past and present position which at this time are I

being ao assiduously disseminated throughout the
country by a subsidized, unscrupulous and fanatical
pros. It Is to be expected, in times like the pre-

sent, when a new political era Is being inaugu-
rated an era which is destined to remodel
and develop the character of our political
structure that the views and sentiments enter-talne- d

by men, themselves the victims of passion
and prejudice, will embraoo a wide and unlimited
scope, find that, blinded by resentment, tholr Judg-

ment beolonded, and Impelled by malignant, un-

worthy, and most wicked ambition, nono vrlio
endeavor to interpose an obstacle In their path,
or who differ irom them in opinion, can
hope to e'cape their vilification and mis-
representation. A tew ot the most extreme
radical journals have .protended to disoover
an inconsistency between the views embraced in
my testimony before the Congressional Committee
on Reconstruction, in March last, and in my pro-e- n t
notion as a delegate to the Philadelphia Conreution,
and a supporter of the principles enunciated in the
resolutions and pratform adoptod by that I lus-trlo-

national and patriotic assembly, composed
of representatives from every State and 1'erntory in

. the Union, and thcrelore the first truly national
Convention winch has assembled in our country
during the past six year. Prominent in this mis-
representation and wilful perversion of truth is tho
otgan controlled and edited by j outsell ; and, were
it not tor tbe official position which you hold, I
wonld not deem mvselt Justified in reforring to you
or anything emanating irom you.

1 will not refer to tho seditious and inflammatory
epithets you appiic d to that Convention, of which I
am proud to have been a member, but will only class
them wuh tour insidious anil wicked harangue pro-
nounced in the city of I'hiladf-lphi- a during the sit-
ting of the Convention, in which you endeavored to
stir the passions of what you Buiiposed a mob to
deeds of violence and blood. Neither will I ocoupy
time in exposing your baseness in characterising,
those gallaiit solUit.ru of tbe Union who took part in
the Convention as being influenced by any but tho
highest, noblest, and most patriotic Impulses which
govern tbe human will. Much loss were they, as
you insinuate, tinotured with disloyalty. Suob. un-
warranted, unjust, and unprovokod assertions oomo
from you witn bad grace when directed against
those who, during the entire war, have treeiy and
unselfishly perilled tboir lives to restore, detond, andperpetuate the principles) of a constitutional Gov-
ernment, which ou are laboring to destroy. What
have you done or accomplished to justify you inmaligning and traducing those whose patriotism has
undergone the test of Lattlo and is beoud impeach-
ment r

My sole object in addressing you now is to correct
the misrepresentations which have been made by you
and other radical journals regarding my testimony
concerning tbe condition oi one, and a portion ot
another ol the boutliem Statis. In ttio first place,
you would have your readers believe that I had
submitted testimony In regard to tbe Southern
States as a body, wherea I testified with rulorcnce
to Texas and Western Louisiana alono, and parti-
cularly with reference to the former. Furthermore,
before giving my evidence, 1 remarked to Senator
Williams, ot Oregon, who conducted tho examina-
tion, that lexas had aiwavs been, more or lean, re-
garded as a State in certain parts ol which the
local or domestic laws had littie or no power;
where citizens as a class were lawless, ungovern-
able, and uncontrolled by any other law than the
one that "n ight, makes right." Consequently,
tbe condition of a flairs as represen'ed by m at that
time (seven months ago) cou d not justly and wholly
be considered as a reult of the war. inasmuch as
the same condition, to a certain extent, existed
before tbe war. And to that class ot popu'a'ion
who were respons:bie iorthls condition of affairs did
I reler when I stated that they "accepted the situa-
tion from motives entirely seliiab." 1 hat a large
number of tbe citizens of ioxas, embracmg the
most intelligent and prominent men of tuo State,
men, too, who have been prominently engaged in
the Rebellion, accepted the s tuation in good faith,
1 know to be true. I'hat tho condition of the loyal
,rnon in that State woud have boon eudangored by
tho complete withdrawal ot the Uuitod States troops
I do not entertain a doubt ; but tho danger would be
shared by ail classes.

It 16 univehally known and eonceded that the
animosity existing botween tho partisans on the
irontu r of the bouthern Mains was more bitter and
unrelenting than tnat existing between tbe muses
of the people Nor:h ana south. Owing to tne law-
less charaoter ot a considerable portion ot tho popu-
lation of lexas, I regarded it at that time as beyond
the power ot the civil government, unaided and un-
supported by military authority, to preserve perfect
peace and order within the limits ot the Stale.
1, therefore, in my testimony, which was given
with reiennce to "that portion of tho .South-
ern country in which I have been," viz , Texas
and V ewtorn Louisiana, cave it ad my deliberate
opinion that the people oi that section of country
were not at that time ' in a proper condition," and
bad not manifested "a proper state of feeling to be
restored to their former rignts and privileges under
tbe General Government," and that the national
control over those States should be exercised by the
Government "until satisfied that thov uiav, with-
out detriment, be enti tinted with their former rigois
and privileges." I have herein briefly reterrod to
thoe points of my testimony, in referonoe to whiob,
fhrougn wiliul perversion, the public were liable to
be deceived.

And now, notwithstanding the promlnenco you
gave to in v testimony, as reproduced in the Cnronicle
ot the 18th inst , under the captious heading of

."Custer vs, Custer," etc etc. etc, thereby conveying
the idoa that tbe view entdrtalued by me then
difllred widely from those I now entertain, I de-

sire, notwithstanding tno fact that "there are
none so blinu as ;hey who refuse to see," to assure
you that there exists a strict accordance beiween
the opinions and sentiments then exoresned
and now advocated by mo. And to prove that my
auggestnts set forth in the testimony referred to
were in harmony with the course siuco maintained
by the Administration, it will only be noeecsary to
refer to thelact that tbe authority of the General
Government has been con'iued in foroo in loxas in
the form of a 1'rovisional Government until within a
very bnet period, and that Texas, ot all the Southern
States, boa boon tbe last to elect State officers, and
to attempt to inaugurate a State Government.

As to the propriety of my course f n attending the
Rational Union Convention I recognize in neither
you, nor iu those you represont, the right to ques-
tion my motives. IT I satisfy my God, my country,
and niv conscience, I achieve my highest aim; that
my course has received the approval of the first and
will ultimately, if not now, receive that of the
second, u evidenced bv tbe hearty approval of tbe
third. As was so leeiin?tv expressed by the distin-
guished tatesmau and patriot who presided overTlie
deliberations ot tbe Convention, "peaoa hath her
viotories none the less renowned tnauwar;" and
along with the mauy viotories achieved upon many
a hardly contort d field, by the courage, tidoiity,
and perseverance ot our noble and patriotic
armies, and in which I am proud to have beon an
hnrohin nnrtininant. I iilace as a crowning viotory
tbe harmonious assembling of that Convention, com-
posed, as it was, ot representatives from every State

who for vears pant have beon
opposed to principle and policy, but who, casting
aside all prejudices and personal feeling, assembled,..,( hnf minn nnn numose. and that purpose to
secure the peace, prosperity, and preservation of
th nnuntrv. 10 acuieve IU1 gruuu puiyuB-- j u
anmn u n one and all were inspired by the sent!
ment, "Union, Concession, and Harmony overy-thin- e

for tho cause, nothing for mou." And as a
result nt itmir rln liberations, the nlatform and prin
ciples adopted by that Convention may be expressed
in six wordB .National Integrity, Constitutional
Liberty, Individual liijrh's. Upon this platform all
who desire to promote , uarruony , anu juniue
throughout the length and bread tu ot our land may
atand.

Those who desire to perpetuate strife, disoord, and
dUunion, will reject it. Duty, as well as interest,
demands that this Government shall be national;
this cannot be as long as twenty-fou- r States legislate
tor thirty-si- States, and ten millions ol our citizens
are unrepresented. The Constitution makes each
House of Congress the sole jud ze of the qualifications
of lu own members. It la not required by that In-

strument, nor is it demanded bv anv consideration
of right or Justioe, that the two Houses of Congress
should conjointly pass upon the qualifications and
claims ot members ol either branch, and by no law or
nnnciDle of free government otn one or both Houses
deprive an entire State ot that fair representation to
which, under the Constitution, it is entitled, unless by
the exeroise of an assumed power. You can tosti fy with
what earnestness 1 engaged in the lata struggle,
with what earnestness I fought until that struggle

mJ nenlared ended, the Violorv vnn. With iht
same earnestness 1 still desire peace, that peace for
which our armies contended. And now that the
national authority is eveiywhere recognized, the
Hnntrfim Ot aecea&lon I0r ever Settled. It, a mihlifl
debt acknowledged, the Rebel debt repudiated, and
peace, oraer, auu umuiuuy tiruumiwua in every
fitaie.it only remains tor Congress "to receive to

eat therein lotal Representative from every
tit- -. ,n Jliriance to the United States, aublasttn
itioowtuutiuBaU'S et mU tiviuo tt jidiroor
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the election returns and qualification Of Ita own
member,."

If a farther rindioation of my course was nee,-nary- ,

1 might refor yon to the proclamation of neaco
thin day toned by the Frosidontol the United States.
In that welcome document the 1'reniilent diHtinotly
suites, that by proclamation of April 2, 180 ). issued
Bnrwoquontto tho date of my testimony, "there no
longer existi d any armed resistance of msguidod
citizens to the authority ot the United State, in any
or mu 01 ine states, excepting only tn, ft aie oi
!?"" " no ".T evidence, which applied to
lexas alone, accord with this view? And fur
ther, does not the President, fn his proclamation
of to-da- assert that "subsequent to tho said
2d day of April, 1866, the insurrection in the
Stato of Texas has been completed and every-
where suopri ssed and ended, and the authority of
tbe United States has been successfully and com-
pletely established in tro Stale ol Texas, and now re-

mains therein unresisted and undisputed, and uch
of the pror e United Mau-- s officers as hive br-n-

duly commissioned with n the hunts ol tuo said
Mate are now in the undisturhod exercise of their
official functions." Ihis proves 1 That if vou
will conn aro the condition ot affairs existing in
'lexns in March last, end as lctilleil to by me, with
the condition declared to exist bv the proc'amation
ol th 1'resldonf ol ono month later date, you will
t'ueover to tKscrtpancy ot opinion between the
iwr, 2 It you desire to know by what principle ot
action I am now guided, 1 refer jo'i to those parts
of tbo I'lesnirnt's proclamation already quoted,
and to tbe final chtiiso, in which be, the hirrhest
authority we rocoenize on earth, proclaims ' f at
the insurrection is at an end. and that peace order,
tranquillity, anil civil authority now exist in and
throughout the wholo of the United States of Amo
rica."

Great Plculr at Buffalo Over Fifteen

Thonsnutl Persons Present-T- he Cana-
dians Watclilujr Kverj- - Movement An-

Buffalo, August 21. Tho ami

nmcbxJrciideit Peuiau picnic was hold to-da- y at
the appointed place, Clinton. Forest, and was,
In every sense of the word, a decided success,
though' no attempt was made, or iutcmled, to
niolost the loyal Canadians. At au early hour
in the morniuii Hullalo was atir, and rueu were
to be seen hurrying to and tro in their holiday
attire, each wealing a green ouw ol ribbon or
some such token ol their nationality, while the
creen flair floated with the starrv bunaer from
the boiiKiitops of several prominent members of
tbe Brotherhood. At 18 o'clock the line began
to iorm on the terrace, with the right resting
on Main street, uud soon a salute ol' several
puns, tired by the Fenian gun squad, announced
all to be in readiness.

The procession then began to move, and was
composed of about seven thousand men, con-
sisting of the Veteran Corps, which is composed
of honorably discharged soldiers; the Fenians
wearing preen shirts and caps, carrying rifles,
followed by the bogus Queen's Own, the latter
persoimtincr that body. The veterans bore their
old battle-color- s, whfle the Klevators' Associa-
tion and othur civic societies carried the huh
and American colors. Several bauds of music
accompanied them.

Xbe route ot niarcu was aown wain to uhio
street, thence to Michigan, to Exchange, up the
latter to Main, and thence to the rendezvous at
ilinton rorest.
Kscursiou boats left Buffalo every hour, all of

which were crowded with the Fenians and their
friends. On their way down, the breakwater
oppoi-it- e Fort Erie attracted much attention,
and many nearly laughs were enjoyed at tbe
expense of their ncmhbors, the Kuuucks, who
WLic very busy in riding up and down al'ing the
iver bank, while the imtish gunboat lio')') lay

clo.je into the wharf, watching every movement
made with apparent anxiety.

At, the crove tt.e tnronsr wa immense, vet a
mere sober, quiet, or better conductel ailair 1

have never witue.-sed-. There could not have
been less than liiteen thousand persons on the
ground.

The ereat feature ot tne occasion was the
sham battle, a counterpart of Limestone lliJire.
ho great was the desire ot all present to witness
tins spectacle that it was late in the afternoon
before a suflicient space could be cleared bv the
soldiers for the execution of tbe uinnn-uvre-

here were about two hundred Fenians and the
same number of rea-coa- ts engaged, most ot
whom had actually participated in the hght
which they represented. The aifair was splen
didly executed. The advauce of the
of the Queen's Owe, and the Fenians falling
back, then the choree ol the mam body of the
British, was made iu line order, and the Union
Jack carried boldly, but the Fenians having
drawn them on far enough soon changed their
tactics, and with a wild yell threw themselves
on the reds with a force irresistible, and chanr-in- c,

thus drove them before them in every di-

rection at the point of the bayonet. Captain
Giennor, of the Emmet Circle, personating
Colonel Booker, was to be seen far iu advance
ol his men on the retreat. The excitement then
wa3 intense, and the rapid and regular dis-
charges of musketry produced a stirring effect,
and the Ensrln-- h Jack was soon torn from the
flying standard-beare- r and trampled under loot.

The crowd men dispersed to tne speaser's
stand, when Mr. Hherwood lntroducedOeueral
O'Neill to an audience ol about five thoupaud
persons who had assembled. He was received
with tne greatest enthusiasm oy tne people;
women waved their handKercnteis and men
cheered again and again for the great Fenian.
leaner.

In the morning, before proceediutr to the pic
nic, General U'Weui, colonels sstar, tloey, aud
ten others who were taken prisoners for breach
of the neutrality laws, assembled at the United
States District Court, before Judge Shipniau,
for the purpose ot being discharged. Assistant
District Attorney Tappan stated that a nolle
prosequi had been entered, by order of the
United States Attorney-Oenera- l, in the case of
those persons maictea at tne past circuit ot the
district held at canunduieua lor tbe violation
ot the Neutrality act of 1818, and for their dis
charge, which waB granted.

Wreck of the larque "Libelle" on Waka Island
ine lamous upera singer as itobinson Crusoe.

Tho Bremen barque Libelle, from San Fran
cisco for Hong Kong, was totally lost on the
mght of March 4, on Wake Island. Among her
pasFcngcrs was Madame Anna Bishop, and the
following letter from her to a gentlemnn of San
i rancisco, cat., describes the catastrophe:

Guam, Mariana Islands, May 7. You will be
shocked to learn we have been wrecked on Wake
lsluud on tho Sth ol March, and lost all. We were
three weeks on the uninhabitable island. No water.
aud had to wait three days beloie we could get auy
from the ship. We bad no clothing but what wo
stood in up to arriving on this island. The Gov
ernor ana innauitanu nave men most Kind, and
furnished us witb a tew materia s to make up a little
clothing. They have no stores here. We came,
twi uty-on- e oi us, in an open boat fourteen huudred
miles, flow we wished it was to oan Francisco!
A pel feet miracle our safe passage to this plaoe.
1 he captain ol ibo Ltbelte left at the same time we
dm trom Wake Island, in a small boat, with tour oi
bis men aud three Chinese; but up to this time we
have not heard of them.

We are here a month to day. The Govornor has
sent a schooner to Wske Is aud for tbe specie saved
Irom the wreck, and we have to wait its return to
take us to Manilla, where we hone to ooinuience ope-

rations. Mr Van Ueed and the Japanese are allowed
to go with trris to Hong Kontr. You cannoi im tirine
how we suffered all one niirht, from nine o'clook
P. ft), till tight A. M., thinking every moment would
be our last; but the AUnijchty was watchina; over us
poor sinntrsi
