“My Polley” Riviewed,

On taking the Executive chair Mr, Johnson
began to shadow forth n poliey, which it ix in-
#eresting ta note step by slep of Hadevelopment,
His policy has not been without interruptions
ana spasmodic summersaults and gyeations; but
snch, as it is, it romains the pondesoript policy
known by the nswe of the President,

First. The President lmd down the orinciple
that a State 1 the Union s al waya in the Union,
whetber It rebels or not, a manifest absurdity —
acoording to the Executive interprotation. FElse,
it woe a gross wrong to tight for the purpose ol
bringing back Btates tbat were alresly in the
Union, and entitled to all ita rights nnd privi-
legen. Elee, why were not General Sherman’s
aud Johnston’s terms of prace and surrender
promptly accepted and matificd by the Govern-
ment, with Mr, Johnson at s head? Is it not

maviiest that the President has beon laborine

ot i yuar o do whal Uenernl Sherman, in ac-
eorduuce with Mr. Andrew Johason's professed
principles, proposed o do o a month, if the
pecple would ouly perinit i1 ?

secoud. Acting on the principle that the
Bates wore alwoys in the Union, and entitled to
all their rights and privileges under toe Consti-
tution, the President procevded 1o treéat them ns
conquercd territories, fposing on them mili-
wary gurrisons und provisional geve rnors,

Thard, 541 acting on the principle afore-
emid, the Presudent orders conventions of State
representatives to remodel constitutions: pre-
senbing what nmendments shall be passed, and
fnsisting, in geveral instances, thut the conven-
tions, or legislatures, shall undo then work., A
plain cuse of dietation, surely, if States are never
out of the Union, ana sovereign when in!

Fourth. Proceeding in the development of
this doerrine, the President decluees his intontion
10 “reconstruct” 4l “restore™he several Stites.
thoueh it 18 platn, according to the Johnsoninn
doctrines, that Stiws never outl or the Union
cannol be restored,

Fitth, Advencing «teadily 10 the rear of his
theories, the President réecoimmends the ndoption
of an amendment basing represeatanon on
white population—ihe same o effect and sub-
stance as the one put torth by Coneres=s, which
the President now repudintes and denonnces,
At the pame time the Preswdent writes to Gov-
ernor Sharkey thut “restorntion” will be “sub-
Ject to the will of Congresa,” which the President
with slronuons consisicucy row violently sssaile,

snd endenvors to overnwe aad overrale,

Bixth, Scillmoving on steadily by snmmeresnlts,
the President ordains that elections shall be
held, whereby leading traitors sare sent to the
door of Congress 1o demand ndmissior, the Pre.
sident backing them loudly with abuse of the
leaders of the House aud Senate. Notwitli-
stunding all this, the President declaved that
"I.l:ﬂilol_“;l should be punished and treason made

Bevznth, Preesing on indomitably, the Presi-
dent continues the operation of the pardon
manufaciory, wbereby ebels are reconstructed
into voters. A million of uniranchised loyaliets
receive no paruon lor the colorof taeir skin
though the President ovee professed to be thelr
“Moses " and claiws the right to manufacture
not only volers by the thousand, but judges,
legislutors, and governors by the score,

Eighth. Twe States being always in the Union,
the President declares that such as are out ol
it are pot yet restored 1o peace At the same
ume, in virtue of his curly Mosale character,
the P'resident recognizes the right of an armed
Rebel militin to disurm loyul blacks, whence
resnlt aiew murders not wr'h mentioning,

Niuth. The States in rebellion having been
Teconstructed, primed with lewislaiures and
capped with governors, all pardoned for the
purpose, the President declares tuat they are
now in the Union and entitled 1o ndmission 1o
Congress, whatever Congress miy say 4s to any
right in the premises (see Prosideit’s confession
to Governor SBharkey) to control the work of
restoration,

Tenth, Pending all these nctz, the President,
recognizing the binding foree of enactments of
Oongress, proceeds to appoint Rebels to otlice in
plain anud dircel violation of such enuetments,
regurding a special session ol Congress to detoy-
mine on the aflairs o! the country ss entrely
supererogatory,

Eleventk, Texas belng, according to General
Bheridan, a place comparable ouly to the lower
regions, and, according to General Custer, un-
sule lor Northern men, and treasonable il
over, the President thinks thart, in virtue of the
doctrine of State sovereignty, it ought to be
recognized and admitted, notwithstanding that
it 18 impossivle, under the condition of things
in thay State, to bring to iair tnal hundreds of
Rebels ndicted for capiinl orimes against
Northern men and Unionists, while blacks are
imprisoned for many years tor trivial offenses,
Nevertheless, the Prosident proclaims peace.

Twellth. Almost at the same time the Presi-
dent writes a telegram directing the military to
take part with the Rebels while the latter sere
engaged in a frightiul massnere of undoubted
loyalists—white and black—a massacre which
Genernl Sheridan saye was contrived by Rebels,
but whicn Mr, Jobhoson and hig sy porters
nvow was altogether due to an illegal Conven-
tion, which, nevertheless, was held in pursu-
ance of Unlted States wuthority, emanating
frem CGeneral Banks and President Lincoln,
The President, likewise, havineg restored a sove-
reign State (always in the Union) put out his
hand to destroy it by interfering to depose its
Jawiully elected Governer,

Thirteenth, The Supreme Court being the
«<hiet tribunal of the land before which ques-
tions involving the legality of rival bodies
claiming fo rule in a Siate muost, of course, be
tried, the President recognizes the verlict of a
Ppelly court as a sovereign pretext for atelegram
and a riot—the first, the most uofortunate thut
could come from n President, and the second
the most atrocions and eriminal thut could ever
B8sall an inpocent people, Al this the Presi-
dent did in respect to a “sovereign State,” whose
Covernor he everturmed, i

Fourteenth, Early believing that Tennesece
oueht to be admivied, 58 soon as possible, into
the Unlon, the President latterly threw obstacles
in the woy of s admission 1n order to defeat
the Constitutiopsl amendment waich he himself
propoged |

Fifteenth, The President, huvine thus con-
fidently completed his “work ol restoration,”
turna on Congress and calls its acts usurpation
notwithstanding that Congress hns never ul'dl.'l'l'li
the calling ot legislatures, appointed provisional
governors, dictated constitutions, or set aside
the governors elect of the people. Congress has
power over the subject of reconstruction—let
ibe President be witness for it: but the Prest-
deut ssserts that it hus no other business except
to approve what the President Lias arrogated,
Unless Congress chooses 1o ndmit the men whom
he caused 1o e elected, without any further
constitntional guarantee equally bindine on all
the Biates—a guarantee in perfect corresponds
ence with the Pregident own origionl recom-
mendation —he declares that Congress is usurpa-
tory. Who is the real usurper? The Congress,
which stands by Mr, Johnson's original profes-
slons, or the President, who repudiates all that
ke sald a year ago ?

The President insists, not very strongly, that
he bas been carrying out the lute President Lin-
coln's plan of reconstruction,  'We have ulready
shown the complete falaity of this pretense by
showing Mr. Lincoln's own declarations and

ractice. Mr. Lincoln, hke Mr. Joboson (sco

is communisstion to Governor Sharkey), be.

Heved that restoration was subject to Congreas,
Mr, Lineoln was still more stronely convinegd
that the reconstructory power belonged esme
elally to Congress, in s obligation to guarantee
oonstitulhwonally to every Swte *'a republiean
form of governmoent,” and he bt huve addad:
“'to provide for the general welfare,” The Pre-

sident aecnibed the massnore at Memphia to no
politicn! eause; bul to “an vnketiled condition
of societs.” What does he think of the one at
New Orleans, which opened #uch s fierce war
on a relic of tbhe lare murdored President’s
poiloy ?— surely a relic to be treated enrefully
1y his suceessor, Finally, comparning what Mr,
Johneon said apa what he contrarly snid, what
he has done contrary to what he dof, and what
be has sa d and done contradicting both act aad
profession, we nsk toe jurv of the Amerioan
praple what grouod-und-loity policy has brought
about all thes topayLurvy ?

A Constitution for Hungary,
From the Times

Throvgh the Ocean Telegrapl, the other day,
we received the report that o Constitution, with
an independent, responsible ministry, had beon
granted to Hungary, The precise nature and
terms of this concession Lo the demundas of the
Magyars we are not told, but we may make o
rough guess nt thew from what we know of Hun-
garinn hastory and of the evonts of 1548 and 1844,

The Hungarian monarchy I now exactly elght
hundred and sixty-gix yesrs old, IL was on the
16th day of August, in the year 1000, thut Stephen
was crowned the first King of Hungary., He
wis the Bret Christian ruler of the eonntry, his
predecessors, like himsell descendants ot Arpad,
itbhe founder ol !-luus.-m; in_ Europe, being only
dukes and pagans, their inith resembling some-
what the theologlonl svetem ol Zoronswer, Hun-
gary was then, &8 1t has continned ap to the
asastrous suriender at Villago o 1841, 4 consti-
tntional monarchy, with s Flouse of Magnates,
ke the Britich House of Lords, and o Chumbes
of Deputies, Hike the House ol Commuons,

This “mestine of the country™ ( Orzag Gyu'es),
08 il was properly called, was really o repredon-
tative and legintive assembly, not a were budy
called togethor to rogister the edncts of the Gov-
ernment, like the Parlisment of France betore
the great revoluation, or as the présent Kiog of
I'russin wents his Chamber to become. 1t cune.
vened only at the eall of the King, but hie was
bound by the nncent law of the lund to call it
topether within three years dafier the adjourn-
ment ol the last Diot, It was at a session of
such o Diet that Marin Theresa appeared,
n 1741, appenling for help, and when the eole-
brated exclumation, “*Moriamuz pro Rege Nos-
tro," aesured her of ulthnate snecess. There was
much cisgatistaction in Huoneary, and many se-
rione complitnts reached Viconn Yewweea 1820
and 1862, beeaase Francis, then Kiog of Hun-
piry, tahied to convene the Diet within three
yeris atter its last adjournment, The elumor
waxing louder, and revolutionnry ideas fiontiog
nll over Eorope sinee the Parvisian July days of
1800, he was ot lage compelied to issue his roval
proclumation for the meeting of the two Houses
m 1882, e opened the session in person, and
theé proeceedinegs and debates berng had in Latin,
thie then ofiicinl Innguage of the country, he
spoke those words winch, though baa Latin,
oratitied the llungarnans tor the time., *“The
whole world ie foolish ind wants {o have & Con-
stitution; you huye it; keepat: T will preserve
i and transmit it o po.teriig.” Bul bis pos.
terite did nof preserve it, as Liglory proves,
However, the Diet that couvenerd in 1847 created
o marked cannege in the politicsl aifairs of Han-
gary. There had been many encroachments
upcn the anecient likerties of the kingdom by
the Viennese Government, Toey iosisted, for
instonee, tuat Hungnry should, like an Austrian
provioce, become respongible in solido for the
vational debt of Ausiria, which the Hupgarans
steadily rejused, They introduced a rigid
cengor=hip of the vress hitherto uiterly un-
kpown m Hungary, and dgamst which the
Hung. mans Joudly vrotested g8 contrary 1o all
law. They altempted tobreak up the free trade
in tobacco, ol to introduce the Austrian (Gov-
ernment tobuceo monopoly, aod there was quite
an alarming revolu in Pesth, the Government
tobreco stores were closed by the loeal authorl-
twes, and the tobaceo contiscaled and solil, The
Austrinms  also brought their (rontier gens
daraaes over the line upon Huugarian soil, and at
one pluce, at Burch on-the-Lettha, they were
toreibly driven back by the populace, snd their
burrncks demolished.” They also attempted to
mieriere with the local ekell-government in the
difierent counties, or consdates, by appointing,
without lawtul authority, so-called adnimstra-
terd  over them.  All these  goings, and
many otuers, crealed an ill-lecling  among
the Hungdarinn people agaiost the autlontes
in Vienus, that demavaed a chonge in the
exieting relations. Under these circamstances,
und amid this excitement the Diet of 1847 met,
and 1t had hardly progressed far enough i 1ts
deliberations when the toosin of revolution wos
sounded from Pars in February, 1848, Thrones
were tottering all over Europe, and even loyal
Vienua juined in the commotion, so thut Motter-
nich had to make very fast time to London for
safery, The Hunganuus, however, stood tirm,
fund the reforms they asked were granted, and
even solemuoly signed, and, if we remember
rightly, sworn te by King Ferdinand., These
reforms consisted in the enfranchisement of a
large majority of the Hungarian people, tor,
up to ths, suflrace was confined ouwly 1o a
privileged elnse, There was al#o created an in-
dependent Government for Hungary proper, with
a responsible Hungarian Mintstry under a per-
ol representation ot the Kog as *Palatinu-, '’
and vesting in the liberalized Hungerisy Diet
exelusive power and control over the military
und finanees of the country, eo that, if Austria
wanted goldiers or money from Hungary, she
haa to ap peal through the Hungarign Mlnlstr},‘
to the Diet, and it might either grant or refuse
the request. This actually happened in 1548,
when Austrin: was hard pressed in Italy by
Carlo Alberio, of Bardinla, and it was only by
the Influence of Kossuth's eloquence that a Hun-
ariun army was voled to aid Austrin seainst
he Italinps,  This 1act forces us to remark the
change in the po=ition of the great Hungarian
ugitator, who has, dunng the present war in
Europe, been in the pay ot Italy, ruising alegion
to assist her agniuat Austria.

Thus Hupgury Uvocame, to all purposes, an
ludependent, selfge eming kingoom, repre.
sented by Avstrin only abroad diplomaticully,
Not long, however, was this to last. The con-
sternation at this turn of events and at the ease
with which Ferdinend huad consented to be
thereaiter King of Hungary but lu name, which
tollowed in the family circle ol the kmperor,
must buve been grest; lor at his stern refusal to
révoke his consent, there was & revolution in
the palace and he was compelled to sbdicate,
thit bis successor, not bound by either word or
outh, might undo bis work. Out of this sprang
the Hungailan war, the people tihting to retain
their constitution, the Government itghting to
amend it,

Afrer the defeat of the people, al! trages of
irée constitutional life were at once wiped out,
and from thence to this the Hungarians have
been quietly urging and aritaling, and, as it was
stuted through the cable, it seems they have
now suceceded. But whether it 1s the truly
liberal constitution of 1848 which his now been
revived, ar some patchwork, gecmingly grant-
Ing a relorm without dolng it in fuct, we shall
know only by mml. Untll then we can ouly
retterate Lthe gxiomatic assertion of 1he London
Tvmes, that it Austrin ceased 1o be German, she
must become Hungarnan, or cense Lo exist
altogether, And in order to become Hungarisn,
she must allow 1he Hungarians to be (ree und
independent,
