The recovery of the broken cable of 1565 'rom
the depths of mid-ocean by the Great Kastern s
nu achlevement almost as wonderful as the lay-
ing of the cuble of 1866, 1t strikes the lmaging-
tion a8 n signal vietory over the elements, and,
in fact, 8 & mechaniosl feat, it deserves to be
ranked among the triumphs of the century.
But recent aa s the conquest over space and
time effected by the loking together of two
continents with an eleetric wire through path-
less seas, It has already become common to the
popular spprehension. Experience lns dulled
the sense of wonder, and to-day the busy mil-
lions, on this eide the Atluntic at least, are used
to the daily miracle, und think of it merely ws o
part of the vast machinery with which the
American press galher for their tables and their
counting rooms the news of the world.

And, indeed, it 18 the uselulness of the cable
and it permanence which are guarsnteed by the
Great hastern's recovery of the cable of 1865,
Not merely ure we soou to have two lines aoross
the Atlantic—thet is, in all probability, now
assured: but we sre able herealter to be oont-
dent that mo meccident can happen to those
cables which eannot speedily repaired.

doliiy. The chances sre, of course, that while

rome but fuir wterest—such aq lower rates and

The success of the Greal Eastern in récovering
the piece aod laying the rewsnvder of the cable
of 1s6h shoold enlighten the ditectors of the
Cuble Companuy on this point, aud, while sssoare-
g them the permancuce ol thewr cuterprise,
assure them also ol vhe swbovy and peroma- |
nence of the investment of money which thew
enterprive has cost, Their rates shonld now be
lowered 50 as 1o puy them 2 goond interest upon
therr capotul; aud, indeed, iU thoir purpose s 1o
yecover the eapital they hoave sduk, this s the
guieker way.
