Arrest of Gottlieb Willlams, the
Supposed Murderer.

S

CAREER OF A VACABOND.

Portralt of Gottlieh Willlams, the Al-
leged Murdever of Mrs. Eliza Miller.

Of all the murders that have been perpetrated
in our midst since the fearfol tragedy enacied
by Anton Probst, the murder of Mre, Miller on
the day before yesterday seems to have created
the groatest attention and excitement. Her

darly life was go kindly and o retired, und the
circuomstances stiending her death 4o bratal, that
the entire sympaihi=s of the public have been
aroused in her behull,

Chiet Franklin and his delectives have ox.
erted themselves to the utmost to terret out the
name wnd whereabout of the assassin, and pri-
vute citizens have likewise been on the alert to
atEst in bringiag e justice the guiity wretch.,

The orsi arrests made were on Wednesday
eveaing, when two men were taken into custoay
on suspicien of being concerned in the wifair in
some wity, They were eXamined yesterdav, and
the evidenee elicited maling to mmplicate them
in any degree, they were, a¢ 4 matter of course,
dis eharged,

Finding themselves ot the end of this elue, the
detectives warned thelr attention in another di-
rection, They made inguirvies as to the owner-
shup of the premises 1o which the Miller (amily
had resided so Jone, and ascertéined that it had
tormerly belonged to a butcher by the name of
Gotthieb Williams, who was possesged of consid-
erable property i the nughborhood, whieh
wis dismmbuted among his cliddren ¢t his deach
BOINE YOATS Sinee,

One of the sons of Willinms, beaiing the game
name a8 his father, was a desperado by nature,
% hutcher by trude, sod & vagaboud by practice
of a lite time. e 15 thirty-elght venrs of age
this day; has been deprived ol the entirs use of
his lefvarm, sud partinlly of the use of his ‘ait leg,
by puralyvsis; is of the medium heigot; and has
tuat listless, devilmay-care east of cononvnance
which o career of vagabondage and crim: inve-
nably stamps upon L8 viclms,

When only sixteen years ol age Gottlieb Wil-
hame the younger tirst imbued bis handsio the
biood of a fellow-ereature, e wus then assist-
ine bis tather at the Butener stand of the latler,
on Market street, near Sccond, It wazon the
20th of Februgry, 1844, that he became involved
fn an alercation with a lad named Peter
Doescber. wineh was termiunied by young Wil-
liams taking up a huife and stabbing his antago-
nist so severely that he died in a short time.

Williams wag arrestea and tried tor the offenss,
which resulted, on the 27th of March ensuing,
n a verdiet of lavolunrary mnnslauehier. On
the 6th of April he wuas sentenced bv Judee
Campbell to four year's impnsonment in the
County Prison.

When this severe aentence was nonounced the
elder Wilhums, who was m court with nis un-
nappy son, leancd hiz hesa upoo the latter's
shouider, and burst into tesrs, 'The =uiliy
vouth hikewise broke down, nnd the scene then
pressnted by the court-room was affecting in
the extreme. Young Willisms, however, as it
apoears, oid not serve ont his tull terw in jail,
baving been purdoned ut the enrnest solicitation
of his lather, _

This severe lesson seems to have had bat little
effeet upon Willisms, who went from bad to
worse. Alter Ealling Doescher, he i8 suid to
have cansed the death of o dreman by the nnme
of Toner, by striking him en 1he head with «
spanner, but he was wvol convicted of this
offense,

Puring the war Williams enlisted in the §5th
Pepnsylvania Volunteers, but deserted at the
battle of Antietam, after having been in the re-
giment only two months. He was in company
with & man namea William Ticknor, when he
left the regment, He came home, escaping
urrest, and fnally declared his inveotion of
going to Calltorma, He had veached Chicago,
on his way West, when he was stricken down
with paralysis, resulting in the crippled condl-
tion 1n which he is at present,

Returnine to the East, be ngain entered upon
his career of vagabondage, spending u great deal
of his time 1o Lhe Almshouse )

Having been scquaiutad with the Miller family
in better days, when Mrs. Miller bud even been
acrustomed 1o nur=e him, he frequently soueht
their bouse to ber & meal, which was never
refpged him.  Un the day preccding the murder
he had ootained nis breakinst there.  Mrs.
Miller informed ber sister-in-luw of the fuct in
the evening, stuting that ghe hod given him the
meal begpuse she was nwfruid of him, and desired
to get vid of him in thar way, Before visiting
Mre. Miller's, Williams wus in a dwelliug oppo-
site, awearing vengeanoce aeaiust the world in
general, and threstewng to obtain a meal
somewhere, and algo saying that he was doter-
mined to leave his mark on somebody belore he
died.

On Wednesday mornirg at 7 o'clock Willlams
visited a lager Leer saloon near Nwnth and But.
onwood, and after remaining & shore time, left:
and thus far no one has been lound who saw
bim in the same neighborhood that duy., His
appearance so early in the morning attracted
the notiee of the proprietor of the saloon, who
knew him wcll‘ and who bhad been in the habit
ol seeing him trequently in the atternoon, and
who was surprised that he was not there at his
veual (ime that day. He was next traced to the
borbood of Leurel Hill, to & meat-packing

{ ment.

“T'Iﬂ'nhaus at 2 o’'clock on Wednesday afternoon.
He looked h rd, and, after picking up a
kpife Iyiog on the porch oi the house, proceeded
to sharpen It on & stone, remarking at the time
that he would be 38 years of age to-morrow, but
did not intend to live to see his birthday, at the
same time he drew from his pocket u small
bottie, and, with & curse, said that he had pro-
cured some laudanum, but tbhe ocork had come
out. and he therefore lost the poison.

The men who hesrd him thus threaten to take
bis own life notieed thet he bad blood on his
puntnioons, but as be had been in the habit of
1idt pg slaoehrer-honses, thev pald lttle atter.

Bop 10 the clrcumetapce, They lowt sight of

bim for a fow minotes, and then next saw him
in the loit of the king establishment, They
called attention him, whereupon he grew
excited and threw the knife at them, and then
left the premives, still swearing that he would
be even with the world, and that some one
would have to sutler, lle wins next seen at the
Rohim Hood Tavern, on Ridge avenue, vear
Laurel Hill, where he agaln spoke of his birth-
day and of his determination not to live.

On the same ovening, he told a youne man
named Alexander Lake that this wounld be the
last time he would be =een, nnd that the pavers
m the morning would have the whole thing,
He borrowed a dollar, nnd about half-past 7
o'clock entered a passenger oor and came to
Ridge avenue and Columbia avenue, where he
left, and was not seen agaln until vesterday
morning at § o'clock, when he made his appear-
ance at Twellth and Brown streets,
~ Nothing turther was seen of him yvesterday, ns
far as has been ascertained, although the police
and severul cltizens who knew him were dog-

ne his footstepe.  From bis statement to Chiet

ranklin thig mornme, it would appear that he
passed the night in the Humane Engine Com-

auy’s house, nt Thirteenth and Oxford streatd.

he detectives visited this loorlity in search of
him, but he sucoeeded in eluding them,

This morving he was tirst seen sbout 7 o'cloek,
making bis way down Thirtecnth street. The
atiention of several persons was attracted to
him, from his resemblance to the description
published fu the morning papers; but no one
seemed go cerfain of bis Wdentity as to teel war-
rented in making an arrest,

About heltpust seven he passed the shoe
atore ol Mr. John J. MeNair, ai No, 861 N.
Thirteenth sireet. Mr. MceNair wus <itting 1n
the door, and as Wililams went by be remarked
to his wife that the man answerad the deserip-
tion given in the papers o1 the supposed mur-
derer of Mre, Miller,

Mrs. MeNair told her husband that he had
better arrest him. The latter started out wt
onece, and overtook the suspected person at the
corner of Conles street. e stopped hum, and
asked if he had once lived at Tenth and Button-
wood,

“Yes," was the answer, **‘l was raised there.”

My, MoNair then inguired 1If his name was
Williame, to which he eceived on atfirmative
respongée, My, MeNwr {uvther ingquired i thas
was hi= birthday, to which he reeeived un suni-
lar answer

*Then vou're the cynn 1 want,”
takiug him by the grio.

Williams maae no resistance, going along with
his captor, buy remonstrating in o mild way,
and asking what etnrge there was against him,
He was tord that IV e was an  lonoceént man
imtl could prove it it would all go right with

i

Mr. MeNalr eonducted his prisener to the
Fourteenth Ward Station House, followed py a
crowd ol men and bosve, Asthey went along,
eome of the larter made remarks abont the
bicod on the prisoner's clothes, in response to
wliteh he sad to them that he had been in a
slonehter-honse.

Witlinms was delivered over o the police at
the Station, sand Irom there conducted to the
headquarters of Chief Franklin,

On searcoing him at tpe Station, o long and
!harl's case-kuife was found in his pocket, At
the Central Stution he was made to change his
clothes, and was tnen given a priviate exsmina-
fion by the detecdves,

Thizs is the sum and =suhstance of the evidence
g0 far oblained agains® him. There is nothing
sdditional ¥pown ai present that would imph-
cate him, save the fact thut a cork smelling of
laudanum wus found on the porch ol Mrs.
Miller's vesidence,

The juguest on tue body of the murdered
woman bas been fixed 1or this afternoon at 4
o'clock s hut in view of the arrest just maae 1t
will probably have to be postponed.

THE CONSPIRACY TO HANG JEFF. DAVIS.

More Evidence Impuvsung Judge Advoocats
General HMolt—Letters of the Buborned Wit
nesses— Foutter in Washington Over the Ex-
posure, Ete.

The exposuce of the conspitnoy agninst Davis
and the publication of a portion of Lhe corroes-
pondence growing ont of the plot between Judae
Advocute-tieneral Holt, Sandtord Conover, and
the suboined witnesses, produced ln offlcials
and in the public departments bere the most
prolound astontshment. and cecasioned among
the conspirators, or such of them as were in the
city, a spell of consternation bhordering on
frenzy. As soon sws they realized the position
in which thelr wicked and mfamous conduot
had placed them, the guilty parties began, like
“‘Casalo,” to whine about thelr reputation, and
suppiicating good Laverna for mud to cover ap
ther ehents and frands, sought to devise meas-
sures by which theiwr reputation might be saved,

The Judge Advocute-Genvral sought consoln-
tion sl vindication torough the Washingtou
Chroniole, The elaborate dafense. if defense itfonn
be enllea, submitted o his behalf by the O an.
iele, I8 n very remarkable one, but \n no respect
more remarkable than in the compliment it un-
willingly pays the Herald, It confirms through-
out the allegations of your cortesvondent that
un atrocious schieme had been concocted to

procure  false evidence Implicating Davis
in  the assassinantion ol the Presii«nt,
pod that m  porsugnce of sald  scheme

several persons had been suborned oy an agent
o the Lovernment to make, and did make, ialee
depnmiions in the mterese of toe radicals und
the Burenu of Miluary Justice, and were paid
tor tke perjury out «f the natlonul Treasury,
This much betng seftled, it 18 & matter of in-
fenor importance to the public whether Judze
Holt, or Sandtord Conover, or Silver Spoons
Butier, or Thad. Stevens, or Forney himself, or
any other radloal originared or took the leading
part in the conspiracy, or whether Conover or
any of the others played on both sudes, or tinally
turned traitor, )

Having thoronghly ventilated the conspiruey,
and thus prevented the lerna machinations
ol the conspirators, we wizhi, perhnps, without
recreaney to the public interests, dismiss the
entie subject here, leavineg those ynphicated i

Letter of General Mitre to the Vice<Preosl-
dent of the Argentine Confederntion.
HreapquAnTERS, July 26, 1500,—Esteemed

Friend:—71» this moment, 8 A, M,, 1 have been
expecting the steamer's news, whica shou'd
buve come from Corrientes on the 24tn, A3
nothing aopears, and the steamer goes (o<lay, |
commence writing to give you the news of
those days, not huving done It previously for
want of ime,

On the 14th the enemy’s lorces appearsd on
our lett flank, following the thick woon which
surronnds us there, thtough which tuey have
Brnlungl-d the tortineations of their right, and

ringing some cannon. Immediately I put
wy=elt in gecord with Murshal O<oro to dislodge
the enomy from that position. beeanss that lank
was covered by tae Braziln army. The siok-
ness of General Osorio and other eircamstances
retarded this operation nntil the 16th,

On the 16th the dth Division, commandel
by General Guilherme, attacked the rirst vap
i the wood where the enemy had fortitied him-
gell, takive the trench with the bayonet, and
pursuing the enemy to his gecond tortitied line
on that side, he leaving the teld covered with
corpees, The second position was nor taken that
dny becange apart of rhe combination failed;
we limited ourselves then o muintain ntall haz-
urds the position conquered, which the enemy,
swere of ife importance, attempted all. the
Lime 1o dispuie,

Having established ourselves in the works of
the hill ‘aken from the enviny, he commenced &
vigorons e vpon if, wnich Insted during fiftoen
hours: for, favored by the roughness of the
ground, he conld cover a great part of his forces,
but s we vigorously bent them back in two
w'tncks to 1etake the position, and sucercldeld
in firing bhis purque, we remained delinitely
masters,

The 4th Division, commanded by General G-
nerme, was relievel in the defense of the tren-
cher by General Argollo and hi= division, avied
by the Buenos Ayres 24 Divigion, under Colonel
Conersa, and later by the Victorino Division,
which remained there uneil the 18th, when the
combat was begun anew by us to occupy the
other position stiil in power of the enemy.

On that day (18th) the second line of works
was tnken from the enemy, the 801 Argentine
Divislon. nnder command of Colonel Domin-
guez, which had relieved the 24 Division, entec-
g aecidedly mto the fire.

General Yictorino, with the Brazilinn troops
he commanded, as also General Flores, with his
Ortentals and Braziliaps, whom 1 advanced by
the centre and rigbt of our line to the attack,
ook the aforesaid line of redoubts on the right
of the enmemry, which they reached by narrow
defiles, and winel: forms what 1 call the toird
line of the enemy at that part.

In this third line a battery of seven 12.
pounders was tauken with the bayonet by the
Argentine battalions, aided by the "Orients] bat-
tehon Florida, commanded by Colons! Pallejia.

Hovine pushed his attack too miuch, and the
enemy having collected all his reserves upon
Ius righe flank, the conquered position became
difficult to muintain, esoecially as the enemy
snnoyed our forces with tirmg, covered by the
slitr;rmuu]mg woods, hidioeg his detenses on the
right,

The death ot Colonel Pallejas. which took
place within the battery, ewing to this fire, and
ihe consequent retirement of toe Florida bata-
lion, determined that of the other troops after
leaving the cannon useless. In this position
two Brazilian battalions lent effective assistance
oy chareing gallantly to keep back the enemy.

Following this I sent General Emilio Mitre
with the 4th Division of 2d Corps to reinforce

corps engaged who had not been wounded in
the attacks on thisside.

At this moment 1 peraeived fiving to our rieht,
and I dfrected my uttention towards a columun
of cavalry of about 1800 men, which, with 1n-
fintry mounteéd bebind them, and covered by
the palm grove, attacked our advanced posts.

Commandant Ayola recelved them at the
lagoon with infaniry squares, beating back an
enemy's bastalion which sttempted to toree the
ford in front of the cavalry which protected
them, Burying himself then in the palm grove,
the enemy ifell upon the San Nicolas battalion
which, formed in square, covered ite retreat.

The enemy chareed them twice, hut was vie-
torfously repelled by both battsl'ons, without
need of the aid of the other batialions which I
moved to thelr support. He left on the field, in
this attack, ewgbty-six bodies, the number found
up to today, among (bem the ohlef of the
column and varous officers,

I have not bume to give yon more details,
The loss of the enemy is considerable, aad,
githough [t is not possible st this moment (o
uscertain it exactly, the deserters und prisoners
confirm this, *

As | nave saio, we have almost all the chiefs
of the corpe enguged, Wounnded—Orna Borges,
Ivanosky Guiffra, Cubot, Palaciox. 1 do not
remember the others, Commandant Cavase,
w ho entered the first line with the Entre-Rinn
Battalion, was not wounded.

The consequence of all is that we have ad-
vanced and 1moroved our position on the left,
uncovering a great part of the bidden defences
of the enemy’s right, after dislodeing him trom
the works with which he intended to cover aad
crush our left flank.

Ex-Governor Holden, of Wake, wa= called to
the chalr, and Meswrs, Logan, of Rutherford,
and Doughty, of Craven., appointed Secrocarie-,
On motion, n Comuntiee of ten from ditferent
counties wf the Btate was appolnted to drant
resolutions, The second resolution endorses
the Howard amendment, and recommends its
yaesage by the Genernl Assembly of North Caro-
mf, The third expresses tull confldence in
Congress, The fourth expresses willlneness to
cooperate, without obstinate adherence to any
special plan or policy, with Congress and the
Executive to cecure a restoration of the Union.
The unfih repudiates the cintms of Goveruor
Worth to re electon a8 a Upmion man: and the
gixth nominates Alfred Dackeny, of Richmon i,
tor (Qovermor. The resolutions were unani-
monsly adoptad,

Alfred Dackeny 1s a trie man, and has thus

THE GENERAL LAND OFFICE.
———- ——

The law requirlng a homestead setiler to
oceupy and culdvafe the land for Hive years
belore he can noquire a title, the question has
been ralsed whether the lmprovements made
b7 the settler within that time can be taxed
betore the title has becn passed to him, The
Commissioner of the General Land Office has, \n
a letter to the Auditor of Martin county, Minne-
goia, delivered an ngl:;im: on that subject, in
which be explains view of the Homestoad
luw, Hesays:—*1I a quallfied settier goes upon
the land, resides there, and cultivatee the tract
for the fall term of five years, the Government
stipulates that he sball, on paying a small fee,
gel o complete title. The consideration is mainly
a labor consideration, stipulsted not only for
the interest of the claimany, but for the benefit
of the Biate,

“*Now, have the State authorities the right to
fax such improvements, to disable a party tromn
fulilhog the conditions, by incvmbering his
e¢laim to his house, his improvements, and, in
cose of faillure 1o pay the assessments, to sell
and mwake title to that kind of property? We
think mnot. The right ot Congress, under the
authority delegated py the Constitution, Lo pass
this act (Homestead law of 20th May, 1862) is
beyond question. Hence the statute, wu virtoe
0! the Oth article of that fnstrument, is a parct
of the supreme law of the land, It cannof,
tlicrefore, be rendered inoperative or abridged
by such an exercise of the taxing power as
uuu]m defeat the privilege conterred upon the
Beltier,

“The spirlt and purpose of Congress, 1n this
re~pect, 1 cleacly manitested in the fourth sec-
tion of said act of 20th of May, 1562, which de-
clares that no lands noquired under the provi-
gions of thig nei ghall in any event become llable
to the satistaction of any debt or debts com-
tracted prior to the issulng of the patent tnereof,
It is the generous purpose, then, of the United
Stutes, through the nationsl Legisiaure, to pro-
rect settlers in their homes, under the law, until
ther titles reach maturity.

“It is, of course, not Lthe provinee ol this office
to determine questions of this character, because
thelr solution can in no way aifect the action o
the department in the premises: yet such is its
opinion, given because you have called for the
sae, und from the convictions not only of {1y
correctness, but that the interest ol all congerned
—goltlers, the community, and the State— will
be best subserved by its observance,”
