the birthplace of bhakespeare. Mr. Shakelspeare is now no more. He's been dead overthree hundred (300) years. The pepleof hisnative town are justly pioud of liitn. Theycherish his mem'ry, and them as soli pictura ofhis birthplace, etc., make it prof'tible cherishluu. Almost everybody buys a pictur to put intotheir Albiom.
As I stood gazing on the spot where ShaktC

speareis s'posed to have fell down on the iceand.hurt hisself when a boy (this spot cannot
be bought the town authorities say It shallnever be taken Irom Stratford), I wondered If
three hundred years hence piolurj ol my birth-
place will bo In deman I ? Will the people ofmy native town be proud of mo In three hun-
dred j ears f I guess they won't short of that
time, because thev say the fat man welghin
1000 poundB which I exhibited there was
stuffed out with pillers and cushions, which he
said, one very hot day in July, "Oh ! bother,I can t stand this," and commenced pullln the
pillers out from under his wesklt, and hcavinxm at the audience. I never saw a man loseflesh so fast In my life. The audience said Iwas a pretty roan to come chiselin my own
townsmen in that way. I said: "Do not beangry, follcr-citizen- s. I exhibited him simply
as a work of art. I simply wished to show you
that a man could grow iat without the aid of
cod-live- r oil." Iiut they wouldn't listen to me.They aie a low and grovelin set of peple, whoexcite a t'felm of loathin in every brest wherelorlty emotions and original ideas' have a bidinplace.
