lor scveial years boss at the woiirn-scale-

and an employe at the works until 1805. was
then lengthily questioned. Ho described the
wire-worki- ot that department. The Engi-
neer, Mr. Roberts, was absent on military ser-
vice one year at one time, and ninety d'iys at
another. A number ot other men who lclt ttie
works in the same way were put upon halt
waues.

When tbe war broke out, Mr. McManus said,mauy sallied hands left. Their places were sup-plie- d

by Mich laborers a? could be secured, whengood bands were hard to obtain. Thus tne
Works lost the advanttge of its cxpiiuuci-- d

men. Mr. McCready, one of the foremen thenemploy ed, was intoxicated during his service.He came drunk to the Wors. He sent out andbrought liquor in to the men, who lost disci-
pline and neglected their business. At timesMcCready left his post, and placed witness inchaipe of the gang. They would not obey hlin,
and the Works sutFered. They wasted tras by
allowing piped to leak, and taking off jet, a id
letting the gas escape. At last McCready was
discharged, and the men mutinied as io '.he right
of the discharger' There were three benches of
retorts not tired. McCready told his meD "notto shovel in coke, but let the public see whatkind ot a man Hon. Tom. Stewart was." In themorning, the retorts were black and chilled.On one occasion McCready went away, and one
ol the large pipes bursted. The witness scut lorthe loreman, who could not be found. In. the
morning he came back Inebriated, and didn'tknow how to mend it; the day foreman, Mr.
Peoples, mended it.

Mr. McManus also testiaed that surplus handswere employed on McCready's gang. Some-
times there ere live, sometimes six, and some-
times eleven. These men would come at five in
the alteinoon, and stay till tea, aud then eo
home. Jn th morning they came and worked
as day hands, and he supposed they were paid
double waaes as nii;ht helpers, and yard men in
tbe day time. Sometimes these extra hands,
slept about the place, ar.d when McCready was'
drunk the witness made him a bed and put him
In it.

At one time, the witness testified, he was
away twelve days; McCready returned full time,
and the witness paid McCready the pay lor tbe
lost davs. as he said he and another man worked
for him. He beard other men speak of similar
cases, where they were paid for not working.

The Committee then adjourned until Friday
evening.

Aiding Tbisoneks to Escape. At the

Margaret Keller, a yung woman, residing In
Carter street, above Second, testified that she
knows the defendant as Harry Cart.r, and that,
on Friday last, she was at tiie Central Station,
and saw him hand a saw into the cell No. 9, and
that Leohlor took it.

Defendant admitted that he did hand some-
thing into the cell, which Lecoler's landlady
had given to him, but he denied that it was a
saw. It W83 w rapped in paper, and the witness
could not have seen what it was.

Detective Lam on testitied that he saw New-
man at the cell window where tha prisoners
were, and upon asking him what he was doinir,
the reply .was that one of the prisoner hid
given him a note; not one of the three who
escaped. The note was examined and lound to
be as stated. The officer also testified that the
prisoners made their escape by cutting a hole
with saw through the bottom of the van.

The Skunk.
Shrink rot in disgust, kind reoder, from the

caption oi this article, lor the subject of these
remaiks is beginning to occupy a prominent
position in tbe export as well as inter, ua trade
ol this country, 'lue skunk has. bc;n, until
wlthm a tew years past. "nuvereJy let al ae," Its
tur bein? considered ot so coarse a texture, and
its skinot little or no value; and besides this,
contact with it is sure contamination. Large
shipments hve lecently been made to Russia,
w here these skins are used for the caps of grena-
diers, while many are manufactured into mull's
in this country.

The skunk skin traffic now amounts to quite
a handsome sum per year one denier reporting,
in the usual purchasing season, the spring of
the vear, when the fur is the most valuable.
heing the winter covering of the animal, a
gathering of twenty-fiv- e hundred skins at fifty
cents eack. But this article does not sell in
this country as a skunk skin, by no manner ot
means "a rose by any other name would smelt
as sweet." It is dyed and metamorphosed,

nd changed in character aud appearance, and
is blazoned forth by the skilful tur men under
some taking ' title, such as the "Mountain
Otter," the "Prairie Badger," tho ' Colorado
Catamount," or the "Australian Wolf." Che-
mistry has altogether trauslor.ned the base
tkunk into something rich and rare, needing
only the christening, and fashion soon set-
tles that. While upon the subect, we may as
well dispose of a dinputed question rn to the
mode ot war I are which this much abused but
really very respectable animal adopts; although
in "very bad odor," in the animal world, he
only desires to be let alone. The skunk is nut
a righting man he is quite retiring in his
habits, and his sonisttiveLess upon the matter of
being disturned .in his quiet mghtl7 peregrina-
tions, generally In the poultry yards, induces
bim to make uoe of such agents ot offense and
deicnse as nature has given kim, and his method
of meeting bis woist enemy, the dog, is quite
novel. He rarely attempts to run, but lacei his
loe boldly, and while looking him in the eye, Is
quietly buturat'ng his bushy tail with the liquid
lie carries tor that purpose.; as soon as he ttnuks
he has a sufficient quantity on his brush, he
brings it with a rapid sweep over hid bacc,
throning a perfumed sgray full twenty feet,
like a hue ravn shower, xte quadruped or biped
can stand that shower.
