REVIEW OF NEW BOOKS,

=’ Al l:losl.l Charles Swinburne. Carlefon:
ow York,

Some year or »o ago, we had occasion to give
sur eslimate of Mr. Swinburne's talent as a poet,
In our review of his tragedy of Chastelard, At
that time, after s careful examination of hise
genive as ovloeed by his book, we formed so low
st estimate of his abilily as to deem him an

utierly over-eatimated youte man. The book be- -

fore us, while It has Jowered him in our opinion,
m one respect has oaused ne to retract our jude-
ment of his power; and we are now frank to
acknowlodge that whatever we may see to con-
demi in the work, we give 1ts author full eredit
for ability. Many of the poems are full of
#re, and, with but three or four exceptions
worthy of partioular notice, rich in thought
and diotion. Why the collection should be en.
titled **Laus Veneris” I8 to us unknown., The
versesd from which it derives its title are not so
prominent, either for theme or length, as wo war-
sant #uch a distinction In thelr {avor. Home
esomprehentive mpame which would have
revealed at once the wne of the produotions
wounld have been much more appropriate, as, for
imatance, 'Passion Belvidere,” or some such in-
dieative title. As Mr, Ssinburne has achieved
& wide-sprend reputation in England for the pos-
seesion o1 poetio thlents of the highest order, we
shall devote conslderable space to the exwming-
tion of his latest work,

An & guide for ug In the formation of our
judgment, Mr. Carleton has kindly enclosed in
bis copy sent us an extract from the London
Braminer, which mssures us that “‘thore is a
muoele of strength in these poems, outspoken
honesty, nstugdy love of leeedom, earnestness,
poctic insight Mruth, and beaunty of exprescion
beyond anything attained to by other of the
young poets of the day. * * ¥ Insome ol
the poeins are the passions of youth fearlessly
expressed, and stirring depths that have been
stirred hitherto by no poet in his youth, * * »
He s o young poet with sterling qualities, and
the outery thut has been made over hig volume
s not very creditable Lo bis critics, * * = i
W the ferment of good wine, and we must think
whey are no skilled judges of the wine of thought
who ekake thelr heads over it.”

Even ut the viak of being deemad “no skillod
judges of the wine of thought,” we must be

fonnd among thoswe who “‘shake their heals
over it But & week slnce we were ealled upon
W0 pronounce our severcst censare on an im-

wmoral novel, *Griflith Gaunt,” We deemed it
not fitted for any household, We deprecated
the increasing number of works of fiction of the
«inss to which It belovgs, and hoped thut we
wonld not soon again have occaslon to express
a8 much disgust st a go-cnlled standard work,
Our wish bas not been realized, If *‘Gritlith
Gaunt” was immoral in the comparative degree.
“Laus Veneris” is coin the superlative., We have
seldom come across, even in the works tabooed
iz !l decent sociely, any one in which the fig
leat of decency was more recklessly cast uside,
and lost, in all its nudity, exposed and gloried
over, Again and again, in the persal of the
book, have we had occasion to clese its pages,
and pausc in perfect surprise over the glaring
immorality displayed. Tae London Eraminer
may call the style “a tearless expresgion of the
pascions of youth," and talk about “stirring the
depths,” and all such journalistic metaphors,
We give it & good Baxon erticism, und say
plsioly that the tone of the great majority of the
poeme 18 lewd and utterly disgusting. It is time
that such works should cesse to be palmed off on
the public under the names of authors of good re.
pute, and wilh the imprint of respectable
publishers on their title-pages,. We sometimes
teel the meed of o censorship when we see the
treedom of the press prostituted in pandering to
the worst passions, and the debauching of purivy
under the disguise of “stirring huiden depibs’
Mr. Swinburpe has written poems whic: no
purc-minded mun could write; und s 10 Mr,
Carleton, we will speak of bim suon.

With the exception of some four pieces on
miscellancons subjects, the conlents of “Laus
Venerie" divide themselves into poews in which
e peakone are deptoted as in love with each
other, and poems i which lamwents are uttored
over dend lovers. Through all of the work a
spirit of courtesan immorality abounds, and the
opposition to pure conjugal sffection pervades
the entire book. We ars agsin and aguin
assured that there “'is one sip worth sincin ;!
and all are wdvised to attack Innocence,aand
mnocence urged to yield to the lmportunities of
vice. Some works depict deeds of «in, and by
waking thelr suthors end wretched lives, seck
10 excise the work on the plea of Ite moral,
Bot no such pallintion is attempted by Mr,
Swinburne, We are urged to sin because it is
picasant, and assured that “when we kiss it,
gin censes to be sin” This muy be very well
fur the nature of French morality, where a
mariage de convenance is no bond at all in the
oyed of either contractling party, but it does not
wait oor puritanical notions. Hence, while
“Laue Venerls” may be popular in “sunny
France," it will excite oply disgust in morsl
Americs,

We will let our readers judge of the book for
thewselves, We will take at random auy plece
which first falls under our eye, We open the
book at page 160, and these are the three verses
we find on that page:—

‘*Ab, one thing worth hegioning,
Ope thread in life worth splnning,
A sweel, one sin worth sinnk

With all the whole soul's will:
To lull you till one siillad you,
To kiss you till one killed you,
To feed you till one filled you,

Sweet lips, if love could il

"*To bunt sweet Love and lose him
Between white arme and bosom,
Between the buad aud bloscom,
tetween your throat and ching
To gay of *hame—what |s it ¢
OFf virtue—we can miss it
Of sin—we can but kise i,
And it's no longer sin:
‘Mg feel the strong soul, #ricken
Toroueh fieshly palses quicken
Beneath swift glghs that thicken
Soft hands and lp4 that ymite:
k g that no love con tire,
ﬂh hands that sting ke dre,
Weaving the weh Deslre
snare the bird Delight.,”

We ask our yesders, Is such a work, of which
this is bot & mather mild extraot, 6t to coter the
homes of our pegple, lie ou thelr tables, and be
read by thelr dadgiters ¥

Mr. Bwilnburee gnse have & very tender
Reurt. He FO88 thropel 1ife continoully pity-

ing #nch falr damaele, who, a5 he expresses b,
never kuew “all the atings and all the slains of
love's delight, i whole book teems wilh
'his pity. He afts on the poetic \des, *‘It i
better to have lhvml and lost than never W bave
loved at all,” and the kind of love he is continu-
ally depicting as most desirable is an illiolt,
dishonorable affection, which ends only in ruin.
In feot, he distinetly declares that with mar-
ringe all the Joy of love disappenrs, and that,
par consoquence, the only kind which 18 to be
fostered ‘18 that whiich does not end at the
altar. In “Dolores;” on page 178, we find the
following atrovious utiernnce:—

“For the crown of our life as 1t closes
Is darkness, the irnit themol dust;
No thorns gd as deep A8 & rose’s,
And love is more cmel than lust,
Time turns the old days :,;; ?:!l::;w
into
A:(ljc;lfnmr%ga and otk and divlaion

Make barren our lives,”

It these be the doctrines entertained by Mr.
Swinburne, we think that on the waters of the
wiirent Salt Lake” he had *‘better paddle his
light eanoc,” and find with the Latterday Samnts
a realization of hie desire; for there free-love
reagns, and marrisge need not reduce your
ylelding love to sitherfa corpse or a wite. How-
ever, as one-seventh of all the children born in
(Great Britain bave a difficulty in traclog who
were their fathers, possibly the poet peed not
leave perfide Albion to enjoy his theory.

My, Swinburue has a greal weakness for
“golden hair,” especially when it has the ““scént
of the South”in it. We do not know very deti-
nitely how that extract smells; but if it is
generally found in the daughters of the Bouth,
we should thank 1t is seldom met with in golden
hair, Although in the book we are told aboul
the beanties of golden hair and blood-red lips,
De gustibus non disputandum; and we, for one,
don't sdmire the combination,

The author's faney Jor red is really
astounding. In one verse he goes nto an
vestacy, and thus describes his inamorsta:—

“Your feet In the lull-grown grasses
Moved soit as a weak wina blows;
You pass me a8 April prsscs,
With face made ouf of a rose.,”

We cannot imagine a face made out of a rose,
but if we felt an interest in physiognomy, we
would like to know whether it was a bud or
full-blown, sand whether it was a red or o yellow
rose which was uged in the manufacture, But,
laying all jesting aside. we must condemn the

“Laus Veneris” as utterly unfitted tor the
perusal-of soy respectable socioty.
Of Jate Mr, Carleton, of New York, has been

publishing & class of works which has done
him much hurm, and places aim under o foar-
ful regponsibility, The position of & publisher
i= nlways a delicste one, but when he o grossly
violates good tusie and decency w8 he has done
in the present work, he deserves the severest
veprobation. Unless that gentleman changes
hi¢ style of publications, he will ind himseli in
declded disrepute; and a character once lost js
hard thing to regain. We give him fur warn,
ing that pe will lose zood patronage if 4 **Laus
Veneris” comes from his press in the fmitare,
In regard to those poems which do not fall
under the denominatlon of sickly sentimental,
we find them of more than average ability.
His tribute to Walter Ssvage Landor s worthy
of o place amid & betler collection. Tts best
verses runi—
*Baek to the lower-town, «ide by #lile,
The bright months bring,

New-born, the bridegroom und the bride,
Freadom and sprine.
