Thus far, there has been ne important move-
ment in any'ol the Robel States o favor ol the
Qonntituhonnl amendment, unless we execept
the attempt to elect Geoperal Dockery, in North
Caroling, &8 & representative of its prineiples,
There 18 certninly an earnest and Intelligent
party in the South which approves It, and o
eludes not only loyallsts, but the morg mode-
ate of the Isle Rebels, Yet this mibority is
powerless, In North Clarolina, Governor Worth
was olected by o mujority of over wwenty thol
sand on a plattorm which repudinted the amonid
mont; in South Caroling, Governor Orr ndvises its
rejectiony in Misaissippl, Governor Humphreys
has taken the snme ground; in Georgin, Gover-
nor Jenking, In Wls message, deseribod 1t as 2
degradation the South could not eniure, and
the Legislatore will certninly reject it; in Texas,
it has been formally rejeciod hy ' vote of 70 (o b,

Thus five of the ten” Staes bave in affeot re-
fused 1o gecept the s olered, sud the tone
of the pres. in the others leaves llitle room o
doubt i their rejection by all, Encournged by
the President, and misted by the promises ol
the Norihern TDiemocrnts) the Rebelg' tdort to
consider us dishoverable an ﬂﬂﬁfum'l al the
end of the wur they would hays been too haopy

The commiercial intevests of the fres States, it
believee, will finnily compel an  adjostment
ukon any conditionss Northern merehants may
hike principle, but cthey love money; the North
wili yield at lost, inding that the Soath will not,
In thie faith, the Rebel States are prepared to
stay out of the Union anbil they can reentor
npon their own terms=. They look buck upon
the Reveilion with open regivt for it fallave,
and deny that it was wrong: they indignaatly
plead not gullty to the charge of trenson, and
spurn the suguestion that any penalty attaches
to their acts. Haughiy and scornfitl, tney claim
absolute equulity with the loyal Senves, wad
challenge vhem to tne contest, Who shall won-
der at their pride?  Astoundineg in itself, it has
censedd 1o seem 5o, for the Soutn has had every
encouragement and templati-n (o assnme this
domineering attitude. Not a Rebel has been
convicted of treason, and even Jefl, Davis 15
likaly to be liberated withontirial. By a usurypa-
tion of the President, the Rebols were alle wed
to organize Siate povernments, and suddenly,
to their great astonishient, tound themselves
the masters of every Union man in the South,

The Civil Rights bill passed by Conoress,
thanks to the President, 18 almost a dead letter,
and Rebel Judges declure it unconstitutional.
The Freedmen's Burean is unable o protect the
frecdmen, and in nearly every SBouothern State
the new labor laws (establish certdom in the
gtead of slavery. Union men were massacrel
in New Orleans, and the Presilent jusatied the
act, and has refo-ed 10 pumeah the sseqssins,
The Southern Stutes were not only tempted, bat
were almost fovewl to resist che witl of the
loyal navion. The Rebel leaders pushed thom,
the Copperheads coaxcd themn, and the Presi-
dent drageed them o the =upport of his
policy, and into deflance ol the represeuti-
tives of the people in the Congres: of the United
Btates,

This was the situation np te November 6,
How far the Union trivmph will change Sonth-
ern policy it is too eurly to judge; but it s
safeto assome that the smeondment will not he
adopted. The oppoeition has gone too fur. But
the North will not recede from ita demand for
suflicient gunrantees; the amendment may 'be-
come a part of the Constitution without the
ratification of the Robel States, and, therefore,
the South muy be shrewd encogh to disurin
coercion by making an otfer of its own., Toe
third section of the amendment receives the
bitterest opposition in the South, as it is-
qualified muoy of 118 most influentinl leadors;
anil they will not conseut to ratity an article
which forblids them to held civil or militury
office.. We believe that these leaders sincercly
prefer universal suflrage with universal umnpesty
to the smendment, und trust thut when they
foresee, a9 Loey now must, the necessity ol o
cholee, they will freely mage i,

We conmot expect it at onee, out if the North
is true, and il in the South there is honesty wud
courage cunough to louk the situation i the
face, 3t must come in the end. Impartial sof-
Iruge will reuder the conditions of the thied
section unneeessary: it will splve atl the ques
tions o dispute; it will sunsty the free States,
without viwposing a solitary peualty for rebol-
Mon, 1t would be the hizhest wisdom tor the
Rebel Biates 10 make this offer: it would be
more than shrewduess, 1t would be statesman-
ship. They know now thut the Norith s re-
solved, and will remain resolved, Hither the
amendment  or  the  concession which
makes tue amendment superitous, 18 l‘l.?[ll!l.ﬂlll?l'l,
and the offer of impartial suffrage by the South,
answered with uvniversal amnesty by the North,
would he the tirst honest compromi-e¢ in fifty
yeara' girife; it would be the nnion ol the two
segtlons upon o principle which would make
future 0O Promise UNLece aary.

We trost the Democratic puxty = satisiled
with the suceess of tls “littie gnme™ o the late
elections, I it is, evervbody else can woll
afford to be content. The extreme radweals, as
ugual, owe thelr power to the selgsh and unseru-
pulons partisaaship ot the Dewmocrats; and the
Union men can console themselves for what-
ever good results they have fatled to secure, by
the tact that the ascendancy of the Democrutic
party has at all events boen averied, It was
that ascendancy which the Demooracs fought,
and which the people leared more than any-
thing else, The Demoeratic leaders in all the
Btates, and most notably in Pennsylvanin and
New York—mmle the vestoration of theiwr pariy
to power the mwain aim of all their efforta.
Yhey bheld everything everywhere subordinate
to this one objeet. They supported Pres<ident
Jolinsor, puartly perhaps because they agreed
whh bim, bur mainly 1o eontrol the patronage
und the power at big command lor the attain.
ment of thig one end,  They endorsed the Phils-
deiphin Convention—partly because its positions
aud pripeiples detied their ascaults—but mainly
becuuse tuey hoped to make atthe gtepplog stone
to purty control m Staie sand nationad atfairs,
They uzged both the President and the Couven-
non, remorselessly nnd recklessly, for their own
advaniage, and they have been utterly and
thoroughly overwnelmed with defeat,
The rea=on of this result wm palpable, The
weople distrust the patriotism and loyulty of the
Jemoceratic party, and will nov trosy the restorp-
tion of the Union and the reformation of our
civil und political Institutions to s hands,
They see now mwore cleatly than they conld soe
petore the war, that the inhereny spuit ana
temper ot that party were slwnys at war witn
thu best intepests of the nation, The party, as
such, always allied el with the worst elements
and moest perilous Influences ol the national life,
It wus the ally of sluvery—not simply tolerant
of irs existence, but the aciye dofender of s
worst enormities and the open advocate of jt-
ambition.  Out of 1t devotion to slavery and its
craving for the power which slavery carried
with i, it lea the South into the Rebellion, and
lacked nothing but the cournge to follow it
thither. Throughout the war, its sympathios,
fs & party, were with the Hebellion, )
It rejolecd w ite successes—it magnifled its
merits and power, it mourned ita defents, it pre-
dicted its trlumph—it crippled and bhampered
tue Government in its strovele agalust i, i
threw ont of rhe party as false and treacherons
those men who sought to give vieor and sucecess
to the nation’s drws, and It evinced In every
way und by every weans which can indieate
the spirit and puipose of party action, the most
determined and ingralned sympathy with the
Rebel movement. Such action in aueh o erisis
mukes an abiding impression on  the pablic
mind, Neither in the case ol individaals nor
ol u party is il soon jorgotten, The people
long tor peace, tor the restoration of the Union,
for the resumption of pationsl prospericy and
power; but they want il this on the basis of
the Umon prineiples vindicated and established
by [he war,

Whatever dilferences of opinion have existed
fnt)ie Unton party should have been settled
within that party und by irf members, Presi
dent Johuson always declared that he so -
tended: that he sough® only to sive the party
winch earrled the countey through (e war from
falling into the hunds ol estreme men; and that
he hod no thought or purpose of tarowing the
power of the Governmaont into the hands o the
party which hud opposed the war, and whicn
Was nOw vemdy to sgerifee lisresults Lo securing
its own necendaocy. 1t the President pod nd-
hered to this purpose ho could very easily have
gecured the resolt ut which he aimed, Dot he
mllowed the Demoerats to oversnle or ovorsenr
him, Iustead of alding and stresgthicnine the
natiopal senyiment 1o the Unlon ranks, and thus
cheeking and thwarting the Disunion element
which sought to contral it, he invoked the De-
mocratic party 1o the rescus. He recoguized
the nonunations of that party everwbere as
those lor which be souchl support—ups those
which represented Lis pohey and big Adming.
sttution-—us those whoze success was dempndaed
by the principles te deemed osséential o the
publie good.

The Democrats have elected eleven of the
thiriy-one Representatives in the Fortieth Con-
gress, not counting Lewis Selye, in the |'wenty-
enghth Districr, who was nominnted by toe con-
servative Republicans in opposition to the radi-
cal eandidate, Roswell Hari, avd endorsed by
the Democrats, This is o Democratic zain of
one, ui compared with the New York delega-
tiou in the preseént Coneress. An impoitant
result of the election in thw State, and one
that seems to have attracted but iiule atientwon,
i the verdiet of the people iu favor of holding
i convention next yedr 1o revise the State Con-
stitution. This city voied agsinst such s con-
vention by ten thovsand majority, but the vote
thioughout the Stutn was all the other way,
It is 10 be hoped that the ablest men in the
Commonwealth will be sent to this convention,
in order that so unportant u work ns will de-
voiveupon that body may full into competont
bhinds, A matier of this kind belopes 1o states-
men and publicles rother than 10 mere politi-
clans, and we teust that our Republican oppo-
nenis will bear this 1o mind when they make
their nominativns tor delegates to this con-
vention,
