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The Pacts of History versus Modern Con-
servarive Theories

Onw good result of the discussion which, for
some little time, has been raging within the
ranks of the Democratic party upon the guos-
tion of extending the sufftage, Is, that it has
forced the conservative element Lo exhibit the
real weakness of the arguments by which it
soeks to maintaln its position. Suveh articles
as appeared In the Chicago Times and the
Boston Post in favor of impartial suffrage,
necessitated somesort of areply; and we have
accordingly had from such journals as the Age
the best arguments they conld devise in favor
of the justice or reasonableness of determiding
a man's right to the elective franchise by the
color of his gkin, We have now the best
which conservatism can say for itsell, It has
brought forward its strongest arguments.
The following, from the Aye, contains the
whole case on that side :—

*“The Democrutic party will not sgree thal
aegroes shull be made & component part of he
governing and ruling clasg In thie coun'ry
They were excluded from all pacticipition in
the formation of onr structure of goveromaeut,
White men iramed the Constitution and enacte
the laws, aud then declared that the compact,
with sll the political rights and privileges
springing from it, was made for them:zelves and
t!mr "mnl#'rliy. The colored man was not
recognized in a political sense thew, nor has he
at any fime since been vested wich the rights
of a citizen ot the United States, The Supreme
Court of the United S'ates deeided that under
the Constitution he was no citizen. In some of
the Biates negroes bave been granted the ballot,

but always with such restrictions as minck the
difference between the white and colored races,”

it is cheering to find that a great measure
ol justice and Intelligent progress is opposed
by no stronger arguments than these. Grant-
ing the assumed facts of history to be as
claimed in the foregoing extract, what does
the argument amount to except the old, worn-

out, but ever-renewed one of a purblind con-

servatism, that, Laving done wrong in the
past, we ought to continue to do so in the
future? Our fathers oppressed the colored
citizens, thereiore we should do so. We oar-
selves have hitherto done injustice to this
class of the people, therefore we should con-
tinue to doso. This is ap argument that may
satisfy conscienceless prejudice, but it can
never satisfy the demands of justice and
right. To answer a man’s elaim to present
justice by referring him to his experience of
past injustice, is a style of reasoning, or,
rather, a style of disregarding reason, which
none but a leonservative,in the worst sense
of that much misused word, would be guilty
of. The true argument is, that it we have
done wrong in the past, so much the more
reason why we should do right in the tutaire.
That injustice cxists at all is the very reason
why it shoald cease to exist.

The argument of the Chicago Times is,
that the past course of the Democratic party
on this question has resulted in disasier, and
if adhered to will result in death. To which
phe Age replies, “We have always done so,

The argument of the Boston Post is, that
deprivation of rights on account ol eolor is
unjust, To which, again, the Age replies,
“We have always practised ir.”

But in the extract above given,ous con-
temporary falsifies the facts of history as
grossly as he violates the canons of sound
reasoning and right leeling. The assertions
that colored men “were excluded from all
pariicipation in the formation of our struc-
ture of government;” and that “white men
framed the Constitution and enacted the
laws, and then declared that the compact,
with all the rights and privileges springing
from it, was made for themselves and their
posterity”—meaning for them only ; that “the
colored man was not recognized in a political
sense then;” that “in some of the States
negroes have been granted the ballot, but
always with such restrictions as mark the
difference between the white and colored
races,” are each and all of them not merely
untrue, but positively talse,

The Declaration of Independence, the flrst
ereat organie act of the people of this nation,
declared “all men” to be “created equal)’
T'wo years later the Articles of Confederation
were formed, and remained the law of
the land down to the adoption of tae
present Constitution. Those articles recog-
nized free negroes as citizens, and granted
to them the same privileges of citizenship
which belonged - to  white inhabitants,
And this was done, too, in deflance o
the efforts ol the delegates from South Caro-
lina, who tried to amend the articles s0 as to
conflue the citizenship to whites; but the
proposed amendment was lost, only two States
voting for it. They were thus cltizens of the
United States from the very foundation of the
Government. Tn five, at least, of the origi-
pal thirteen Blates, free colored men pos-
sessed the elective franchise, and were thus
a portion of the very people thai elected the
d“!(!“tﬂ who 'ﬂmﬂd, and the Conven-
tions and Legislatures that adopted, the Qon-
stitution. They had been declared “equgl”
by the Declaration ov Independence; thay
had been recognized as cltizens by the Arti-
cles of Conlederation; and {hey nov,as &
recognized portion of the political State,
participated, through their representatives, ln
the framing and adoption of the Constitution,
So much for the facts of history,

We might here rest the case, bul we desire
to Introduce a little eonsercative testimony

| the Boutheru people.
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W to the state of fentiment in regard to the
co'ured man at the time of the formation and
adoption of the Coustitution. Mr. Alexander
H. Stephens, in his great ' corner-stono’
speech, delivered at Savannal in 1801, and
acting as “ Viee President ™ of the so-called
Southern Confederacy, took up this subject,
and treated it with his usual candor and ex-
haustiveness, After stating that the “ new "
or Confederate Constitutlon had forever put
at rest all agitating questlons regarding
slavery as the proper status of the negro,
which be asserted to be the Immediate cause
of the Rebellion, he sald, speaking of Jef-
lerson and his compeers:=“ The prevailing
{deas entortained by him and most of the
leading statesmen at the time of the forma-
tHon of the old Constitution were, that the
snalavement of the Afvisan race was in vio-
lation of the laws of nature; that it woas
wrong tn principle, soclally, morally, and
politically, ®= * * * Those tdeas, how-
ever, were fundanentally wrong. They rested
upon the assumption of the equality of racee,
This was an error. [t 1ras a sandy fornda-
tion; and the idea of a Goyernment bullt
upon it, when the ‘storm came and the wind
blew,’ it fell.—

“Our now Govermment bs founded on
exactly the opposite ideas. Its foundations
are laid, its corner-stone rests, upon the great
truth that the negro Is not equal to the white
man; that slavery. subordination to the supe-
rior ruce, I his natural aud normal condition.
This, our new Government, is the flrst in the
history of the world based uwpon this great
physical, philosophical, and moral truth,”

It will be seen from the above extract that
the very ideas which the Age falsely ascribes
to_the founders of our Government, Mr, Ste-
phens asserts to have been the fandamental
ideas of the late Rebel Government ; while he
asserts that the ‘opposite ideas, viz,, those
resting upon the equality of human rights,
were the foundation of the old Government
erected by Jefferson and the statesmen of the
Revolution.

The theory of the Age is simply the de-
testable theory invented by the late Chief
Justice Taney to defend his infamous deci-
slon in the Dred Scott case, How villa-
nously it belied the facts ol history, may be
seen by the ollowing extraets from the
conclusive dissenting opinion of Mr, Justice
Curtis ;(—

“To determine wholher anir free  persons
descended trom Africans held in slavery weie
citizens under the Confederation, and coande
quentllv at the time ol the adoption ot the
Constitution of the United States, it iz ooly

necessary 10 know whethor uny such perions
were citizens ol e'ther of the Stawes under the
Coniederation st the tie of the adoption ot
the Constitution,

“0f this there can be no doubl. At the hme of
the ratification ol the Ariicles of Confederation,
all free native-born inhabitants of the States
ol New Hawpshire, Massachuseits, New York,
New Jeigey, and North Caroana, though
descended from African slaves, were not only
citizens ol those States, but such of them as
had thie other necessary quallications, possesaci
the franchise of clectors on equal terms with
other cltizens, ¥ * ’

“It has been oflen assirted that the Conatlta-
fion was made exclusively by s tor the walte
race, It hos alveady been stiown that in five
ol the orleinal tlLirteen “ta-es colored persans
then  poesessed the eleclive franchise, aund
were among tho= by whom the Constitution
was ordained and estatl shed. If so, if ig nof
frue, in potnt of fod, thal the ‘.i‘)n.?h'f’uhon wis
made exciusively by the while raoce; and that it
was mace exclnsively for the white race 15, 1o
my opinlon. nof ony an assumpfion nol war-
ranled Ly aaything in the Consittution, but con-
tradigied by s openine deolaration that it was
ordamed and estabished Ly the fitwn&’ of the
United Stules, for themaelves and their posteity.
And as free colored persons were then eitizens
of at leas! five Statc 4, and so In every sense part
of the people of the United States, they wire
armonag those for whom and whose posterity the
Constroution was ordamed and estabtished,”

The {ruth is, this entire Taney theory of
the status of the colored citizen in this coun-
try Is without any foundation in truth, and
was concocted to meet a certaln case,

The Age, too, is equally unfortunate in
regard to the facts of contemporaneous his-
tory, when it asserts that in those States
where the right of suffrage has been granted
to colored persons, it has “always been with
such restrictions as mark the differencé be-
tween the white and colored races.” Inseye-
ral of the States colored citizens exercise the
elective Iranchise, and in only one of them,
we believe, are there such “restrictions” as
the Age asserts to be universal. In New
York a property qualification of $230 is re-
quired of colored citizens, but not of whites,

We bave followed this subject out some-
what at length, since, by constant and reite-
rated assertions, the theory borrowed by the
Age from the Dred Scott declsion has obtalned
a soit of credence not only totally unwar-
ranted by the facts of history, but abselutely
at war with them. The sentimenis of the
jounnders of the Government towards the
colored mwan were well up to that ot the most
enlightened radicals of to-day. I[n the broad
eireuit of nearly a hundred years, we are but
returning to where the tathers of the republic
stood when Jeflerson declared all men to be
created equal, when Colonel Greene led a
Hack regiment in the battles ol the Revola-
tion. and when the Articles ol Confoderation
made every f‘ee colored inhabitant of the
thirteen States citizens of the United States,

The Report of General Grant.

Trir. Report of the General-in Chief consists
of the reéports to him of the subordinate com-
manders, and is quite voluminous, The only
two Gocuments of any general interest among
the large batch travsmitted, are those of
Generals Sheridan and Sickles. Treating, as
they do, of the spirit manifested In the various
Southern States, all of whom are in®luded
within their distriets, they lorm a valuable
testimony as to the r-al feelings of the recon-
structed. Genersl Shendan has travelled
extensively throughout Texas and the various
States under his control, and gives as his de-
liberate conviction that—*"My own opinion is
tha the trial of a white mian for the murder
of a freadonan in Texas would be a farce,” and
adds, “1 make this statement because truth
compels me, and for no other reason.”

Such is the evidepce aflorded by a Gene-
ral amply qualified to judge of the spirit of
He als stytes that

the Governor ol Texas saysthatl if the troops
are withdrawn the courts can protect bolh
soldiers and freedmen. The Genoral adds,
“But this is not #0," and addnces the cases of
the marder of two nnarmed goldlers, and the
refusal of the Grend Jury to find bills ngalinst
the murderers, A little further op, the
report says:—“If i# strange that when a white
man Is killed by Indians on our extreme
frontiers, the greatest exclioment will take
place, but on the killlng of many frerdmen
in the settlements, nothing is done.” And,
agnin, in order that his reporting such & de-
plorable condition of affuirs may not be con-
strued into unkindoess, he adds:—*I cannot
belp but sce this, and I cannot help but tell
it to my superiors, no matter how unpleasant
it may be tg the anthoritles of Toxns”
much for the declarntions of General P. H
sheridan.

General 1, E. Sickles boars testimony to
the desperate condition of affairs in his dis-
trict. He adduces instance atter instance of
murders of harmless negroes, and persecutions
of white loyalists and teachers, and declares
his inability to prevent it under the existing
institutions. He states that secret Rebel
socicties have to be broken up by force, and
that General Wade Hampton has violated his
parole if ho made the remarks generally at-
tributed to him. He also declares that, wher-
ever fatlure has attended che attempts of the
reedmen to work, that it was the fault of the
planters, and says, in the words ol the Marquis
o! Bligo:—“Whenever the planters wish the
thing to succeed, itis successiul.” The re-
ports ol ithese two high ofHeials clearls
prove that the South is not in a condition to
be leit without restraint.

And yet General Grant, in his fow remarks,
states that the progress of restaration in the
¢ outhern States is all that could be expected.
With these evidences before him, we are at a
loss to see on what he based his assertion.
We prefer to take the word of officers on the
spot, and, on the contrary, believe that the
South is rebellious still; and the treason still

existing must be crushed out, by the sword
and by starvation if necessary,
