GREAT FIRE IN NEW YORK.

The New Bawery Theatrs in Ruing—
Loas Ume Hundrod and Fifty Thou«
nand Dollars—Cause of the Fire Un-
known, Etc,

From the New York Herald of to-day.

Yeulrrda.ﬁ afternoon another iteat fire oc-
curred in this city, resulting in the total de.
struction of one of our well-known places of
dramatic entertamment, Between the hours of
4 and 7 o'clock P, M. the entire structure known
a3 the Now Bowery Thealre was crumbled
into ruinous masees, leaving scarcely anylbin
to identity it except the supporting columns anc
arches which formed the front entrances j

About twenly.-five minutes past 4 o'clock the
residents of Elizabeth street were slarvtled by
vivid flashings of light, which gleamed un-
steadily in the windows and glanced on the
dark grey!clouds above, Immediately the
flamnes burst out from three windows in the rear
wall, when the alarm was given and thousands
hurried to the scene, Those living in the
vicinity ol the theatre on Elizabeth and Hester
gtreets were o a state of wild exeitement—now
nervously wawhing the extending Hames, anl
then, in & fluorry of dread, hurrying their hoose
hold goode out Lo the pavements and away (rom
possible danger., Fire enginces came rapldly to
tbe spot, and the streets und houses on all aldes
were crowded with eager and excited spectators
auracted from great distances by the brizht
glare, which seemed to predict a heavier confia-
gration than really transpired. A strong posse
of policemen were promptly detafled to pre-
serve order, and the rushing, esger masses of
bhuman beings were with much difliculty forced
back to lines a Hitle north of Canal and Hester
gfreets, amd ennsiderably to the wesl of Ellia-
beth street. Within this compass, policemen,
firomen, and a few others only were allowel to
enter,

minutes alterwards flames were issuing seem-
ingly from every part of the roof. Mrs. Lewis,
head sweeper ol the theatre, who, with her sub-
ordinates, was in the bullding when the fire first
made its appearance, says that it origiuated in
the ballet girls' room, under the stage, and
spread with such fearful rapidity that she and
her companions were obliged to make extraor-
dinary haste to escape In safety,

It isa signiticant fuct that there were no fires
in the theatre, it being heated by steam, sup-
plied from a boller situated in a vault under the
sidewalk of Elizabeih street.  Another account
states that the flames tirst uppeared in the paint
room. A son of Mr., Lingard’s and one of the

roperty boys were in the building a short time

fore the fire, butsaw no sign of anything suoes-
riciou.-r. They were in o passage-way leading

rom the ballet girls’ room to the cellar iu
gearch of'a cat, but say they nsed no light of
any kind, They left a little afrer 3 o'clock.
When Mr, Lingard was first informed respeot-
ing the fire, he suflfered great anxiety of mind
becanse of the information conveyed to him at
the same time that his son was supposed Lo be
in the burning building, Subseqtient informa-
tion of the boy's safely relieving him of this
fear, made the material loss caunged by the fire

o'clock the roofl fell in with a tremendous crash,
sending up trom the abyes of Aame thus opened

THE FALLING OF THE WALLS,

~ The fire burst out suddenly from three open-
ings In the reur of the theatre, and rapidly
sprend and volumed until the whole building
was ablaze, the curling flames playing fantasti-
cally in every window, The alarm was rapldl
given, when scarcely ten mioutes had clapse
from the first discovery of the fire before the
reur wall gradoally swerved back and came
thundering to the ground, splintering beam and
rufter, scenes] and dramatic paraphernalis gene-
rally, and etrewing the adjacent street and the
lower flcor of the theatre with its scattered
ruins, The flames then burst out high und far,
the sparks, smaull and brnght, fiying out in
myrind numbers, dritting and settling down in
showers on all sides, greatly jeopardizing the
surrounding property, on which, however, the
firemen, with commendable zeal, were incessant
in their exertions.

From the Bowery the walls in front and on
the eldes atill stood, the fire within wreestling
and colling earlously about the warped and fall-
ing beams, and uall the floors literally burning
nwa_r":o Unex‘wcledly. a little belore six o'clock,
the front wall began to sway, until suddenly it
toppled ever with a fearful crash on the street
and pavements below, amidgthe sxcitement of
the people, who rushed to the ruins, tearful
lest some one had been buried beneath. The

arches and columns of the first story still re- |

mained. The telegraph wires, lamp Eo:.l.s, and
awniugs in front were broken by the falling
magonry. The northern wall still stood, unsup-
ported, nnd threatening the houses nearit. The
southern wall also remmined, and was ewung
around to the rear, bending outwards from the
flames of (he thestre. From this maasive brick
structure the various beams of the floor were
projected, and all ablaze. About]six o'lcock a
portion of the second floor fell with a terrible
crash, when great volumes of smoke wheeled
gbove the ruins, and the fire began to flicker
and rapidly give way under the copious streams
of water.

From 1he roofs o. adjacent houses two large
lodiders were bholsted against the northern wall,
which were used in pushing the (all mass of
masonry back and forth, with a view to toppling
it over mmto the delris of tae theatre, The wall
swayed to and fro, the surrounding people
hreathless with expectancy, But it displayed a
tantalizing degree of elasticity, These efforts
were renewed again and again, until one of the
chimneys fell on the next houose, crushing the
roof coneiderably, the most of it, however, fall-
ing to the rear. Toe ladders were pushed sgaln,
when a huge mass rolled sullenly off from the
buek end of the wall and was lost sight of amid
a myrind of wild and whirling sparks. Again
the ladders were pushed, when the wall swayed
to and fro over an arc of several feet, every e{e
upturned towards it, und anxiously expecting to
seo it topple over,

#outhern wall also partly fell, and crashed a
small shanty, The fire then darkened, and
flared out vividly at intervals, until it ve
rapidly away to the streams of water whioh
were showered upon it from all sides, For-
funately no one was injured at the fire, which is
almost miraculons under the circumstances,

Others among the
apectators exchanged congratulstions npon the
manner of the destruction, asserting that the
boilding had always heen unsafe, and relating
reminisoences of s early history, wheu people
were timid about trusting themselves within it
walls, confessing an apprehonsion always felt of
the possibility of amuch greater ealamity, one
whick would involve the loss of hundrods of
lwes,

DEBCRIPLION OF THE THEATRE.,

The theatre, which was builtin 1859, occu-
pied thiee lots between Canal aud Hesler streats,
with s front on the ancrf. With the excep-
tion of the Academy of 8uslc it was the largest
place of public entertainment 1n the city. Its
exierior dimengions were 70 feet on the Bowery,
204 feet in depth and 100 feet on Elizabeth
street,  The suditorium was divided into o pit
T2 hy 90 leet, and seating 2500 persons, and
three tiers of boxes, which afforded accommo-
dations tor 2000 more. The stage was 85 leet
deep and 60 wide ut the proseenium.
gide ol the prosceninm were the scene and
dressing-roows, and the stage space was left
perfectly clear for any grand speéctacle that
might be presented upon it, The entrance on
the Bowery was through a handsome colonnade,
supported by Corinthian pillars of iron, The
entiance was 26 feet wide. Tue Ilobbies were
gpaciouns, In general appearance the house
resembled the old Bowery, and the new one had
many improvements,

The scenery of the Old Brondway Theatre had
been removed to the New Bowery, and it was
entirely repainted, The decorations were in
white and gold, and the frescoed celling, by
Guidicini, was very hanpdsome, The theatre
was purehnsed by Messrs, Fox & Lingard for
$15,000, and it was opened for the regular sea-
son on Monday, SeptemLer 5, 1839, when Zhe
Orunge Girl of Venice was performed in true
Bowery style, before an audience such as the
enst side oan always gather on an occasion of
that eharacter, The b'hoys were 1n their glory,
and the juvenile worshippers of the drama en-
joyed their peanuts, boots, and pecullar callz
and whistles to the top ol theie part.
