in Americs had been constitutionally abolished
They believed that they bad lived to see the day
¥0 long prayed tor, when, in his weslward
course over our ocoan-glit republic, the sun no
Tonger rosc Upon & MASLEr nor set upon A slave,
But here 18 o now and nideous vision of auction
Llocks im front of court houses, for the sale of
“siaves and other cattle,” with a sherifl us aue-
tioneer, flourlshing his judicial record and
poin ing to the “Constitutionn! amendment
aboleLing sluvery™ as conflrming its validity.
Even those who in the olden time hnd &0 “‘con
gquend thelr prejudices” ss to contend that
slavery wos not a crine, mwust leal ihat its un-
Dlushing revival at this moment, and i this
forin is, to sny the least, & blunder,

The respopstbility for (he existence of thia
anomaly, which tends to make us _contemptiblo
in the eyes of the world pnd despicable in our
owiy, reats primarily with the Cougress which,
in proceeding 1o amevd the Constitution fox
the abolition of sluvery, and Intonding thut
nhulition to be total aud final, neglected o use
words that indleated their intention. Earnesi
stiggestions to tiuis eflect were met by the reply
that it would be more historically interesting,
and wonld extibit a more continuous and nunl-
form legisluniion to ndopt and incorp rale into
the Constitution the identical probibition of
¢lpvery framed by the Pathers of the republie
snd embodied in the ordinance that secured
trecdom to our great Northwesl, To the indal-
zence of this sentiment, which we thought then,
anid which we stlll thing, partoog rath ' of dle
prduntry than of round stareamauship, 18 the
covntry indebted for the et tuat American
sluvery and the slave trade ate carried on lo-day
under the shelter of thet amendment.,

An absolute prohibition of slavery, without
cgeoption, would have phased Congrcss sad
would have been ratitied by the peopie of the
Mates g8 feadily and as certalnly as the one
which was adopled; and yet In its place we
have the following artlele, suthorizing aod jus-
titsing slavery in o class o! eases which, if lefe
10 the declsion of the Rebel Stales, may be en-
Jarged und extended until slavery s made once
auore their pecnliar fustitution; ="Article X111,
section L—Neither slavery vor fnvoluntary ser-
vitnde, excepl a3 a punishment for erime
whereof the party shatl have been duly con-
vieted, sball exist withim the United States or
fyy place subijict to their jurisdiction.”
