For
a time, at sny e, we may dismiss ansiety
unon this subject—the more confidently beonuse
of the rationsl, moderate tone In which the
leading organy uf the Republican party eriticlze
and condewn the movement which has Me,
Ashiey for its manacer.

amendment, or to whatever mey be designed
to be an addition to or a subastitute for that
mensure ! Is 1t absolutely requisite that every
wember shall ventilale his opiuions as often ae
a molion relating to reconstrucltion iz submit-
tod the House ? Would it not be more conve-
nient, more prudent, more dignified, and more
charscteristic oi statesmunship, to band all mo-
tions of this nature to the Reconstraction Couwm-
mittee, and to throw upon that body the duty
of determining what is chaff and what is wheat ?
A comprehensive report from the Committee,
prepared in due seuson, would be & valuable
deliverance from the chaos that now reigns;
and i 1 were understood that such a report
would be fortheoming, as & basis of intelligent
discugsion ond final action, might not Congress
profitably consent to waive this constant itera-
tion of platitudes whenever gomebody chosses
to Introduce a buncombe resolution ?

The paramount importance of the reconstric-
tion guestion none demies. The necessity of
solving it, ope way or another, before much
turther time elapses, i= universally admitted,
The present condition and position of the Sonth
call  urgently for measores prompt and
thorough; and we believe that Congress will
disappoint the couniry if it come to an end
without having brought the guestion nearer a
solution than nowit 18, But this demand of the
people 18 not satisfled by a repetition of speechos,
every one of which, in Ifs substance, has been
neard maufilmm already.

nconvenient Lo those who (whether directly or
indirectly) pay them, we shall soon have not
only no surplus, but no revenue at all. Let us
consent 10 no reduction that precludes our pay-
ing at least five per cent, per anuum of the prin-
cipal of our debr,

]y-nnd-b{lwo shall be wise enough so to levy
and adjost taxes that they will serve to incresse
