Ktiropean diplomacy, which
fortunately Ik now relieved ot a certain number
of Important questions, may yet, the fays
maintain, avert danger; but it imit be quick,
as there Is uot a moment to be loft.

Tbe London Morning Ucrwd announces that
the KritiHh Uovemment will pursue a rigid
neutrality, and have refused to station a British
man-of-w- ar off the Island of Crete for the pur-
pose of receiving lhe sick and wounded ot the
insurgent. On the other hand, they have not
intertei'od to dictate the policy ot the Greek:
Ooverntnent, but they have inlormed it that if
its policy should eventuate in a rupture with
the Porte, Great Britain will not Intervene to
avert from it the consequences of itaown action.
InUrrstluK Letter from Ueu. Garibaldi.

Geueral Garibaldi has addressed the l'ollowiut?
lettor upon the Eastern qaestion to a fricurtnear London:

CAritKBA, December 18, luiiO. That 1 love
Buplaud with the affection of a son you can-
not doubt, and that it is ever the desire of my
heart to see ber in the tir--t rauk amouir nation
Is equally certain; but to caress tbe errors of
her Ministers to that I cannot lend myself.
I repeat, therefore, to your statesmen that
which I have staled to our owo:--D- o well, and
you will reeelvepraise; but to lavish, praise on
those who do evil is servile adulation, and 1
never Huter. In the war of pianist waned by
England against the Ptrst Emperor, I search In
the pages of tboio histories of your country
which narrate it for one sniffle expression of
condemnation at the expenditure ot millions
of lives and millions of money sactlticed to
combat one despotism, indeed, but certainly to
sustein another not Jess exacting. Who, how-
ever, on the other hand, will not confess, with
me, that the services rendered by Entrfaud to
the cause of human progress have been im-
mense? And 1 in particular bear testimony to
the benefits received from you by Italy in
1860, without which we should not now be
exulting In the embrace of every member of
the Italian family. But when I see the Gov-
ernment of this, my adopted couDtry, allied
with Austria and with Turkey, I must tell you
the truth, namely, that I inhale the lumes of a
charnel-house- , winch all the national vitality-ma- y

be unable to dispel, if Great Britain places
herselt in contact with these dead corpses. I
would rather see her usinp her power and In-

fluence to support those oppressed nationalities
at present gome to decay in the putrid atmo-
sphere ot despotism, but who, remaining con-
stant to their desire of purityintr themselves,
must certainly rise, one day or another, to their
natural places in the fraternity of free nations.

Let us leave Austria, whose Emperor ought
to receive the fate of his brother Emperor of
Mexico, and wbich exists only through tho dis-
sensions of the nationalities checkmating each
other's effort towards emancipation.

Let us travel to Turkey, cosmopolitan as I
am, and a believer in that God w ho desires not
factious and discord, but, on the contrary, that
men should love eacn other a brethren (which
Ira temizat ion can only be possible, however,
when we send thp dervish to the spade and the
Komihh priest to the mattock). Believing fully
ad this, 1 can nialce no difference between the
natives of the plains of Tartar y and my coun-
trymen born on the sunny hills of Koine.'

But have you any idea what this despotism of
the Turks protested against by you really is? I
Will give you an example.

One day, in the 'port of Oliveri, in the Island
of Mitylcnc, I inauired of a Greek peasant the
reason why he aid not gather up the olives, in-
stead of permitting them to perish on the
ground. 'Because," he answered, "the Pasha
buys up all the oiives, and we are compelled to
deliver them to him at such a low price that
it would uot pay the expense of gathering them
in."'

Behold how the in i crest of this poor remnant
of Christians Is neelected in temporal matters;
and for the rest, for all that concerns the pros-
titution ot the body and of the soul, how am I
to relate it to you, who have so kind a heart,
and who have a son and daughter? It is most
horrible. And if I do not speak of it, oh ! for-
give me; it is for the sake ot decency, and from
the respect which 1 owe you, that I cannot
detail to you such brutalities.

Well, now I have laid before you the condi-
tion of the Christians under Islam; and Britain

the classic ground of human rights, the pro-
tectress of the oppressed, the emancipatress of
the slave persists in upholding these fruits of a
despotism the most inhuman and the most
monstrous.

In 1827 England, France, and Russia, in one
of those outbursts of generosity which God
sometimes excites in great minds, accomplished
oneot those facts which in the history ot nations
are followed bv universal gratitude. Let thera
complete the sublime ta?k let them spare to
humanity a fresh torrent of blood and they
will receive from her a thousand benedictions.
