Of course there can bo no citizen of a repitblio
too high for exposure, as there ouu ha none too
low for protection, 'J lie exposure of the power
lul and the protection of the wealc, these ara
not only invaluable libeilie.H, but commanding
duties. At lant thu country is opening its eyes
to tlie actual condition of things. Already it
sees that Andrew .lohn.sou, who came to su-
premo power by a bloody accident, lias become
the Mtccessor of Jefferson Davis, in the spirit by
which he is governed and in the mischief which
lie lias inflicted on his country.

It bees the President of the Rebellion revived
In tlio President of the United Slates, It sees
that the violence which took the lite of bis
Illustrious predecessor Is now, by his perverse
complicity, extending through the Kebel .States,
malting all who love the Union Its victims, and
filling the land with oppression. It sees that
tlie war upon the faithful U nionists is still con-
tinued under his poworful auspices, without
any distinction of color, so that both white and
black are sacrificed alike. It sous that ho is a
minister ot discord, and not a minister of
peace.

It seems that so long ns his opinion prevails
there is small chance for tranquility. r secu-
rity, or reconciliation; that the restoration and
prosperity in the llebel States, so much longed
for, must be arrested; that tiio business of tlie
whole country must be embarrassed, aud those

L conditions upon which rests u sound eurreucy,
I must be postponed. All these things the couu-- 1

try now sees; but indignation assumes tlie form
Ol judgment wneu iu is seen, aiso, uiui tins un-
paralleled condition, and, for creating mischief,
sacoud only to the Rebellion itscif, of which
It is the continuation, as invigorated and ex-
pended through a plain usurpation.

of personal corruption. This is not the case
against him as I deem it my duty to present it
lu thiB argument. Those things are bad very
bad; but they might not, iu tlie opinion of
some Senators, justify us on the present occa-
sion.S In other words, they might, not bo sulll-cle- nt

on a colossal scale, and he has employed
these usurped powers in fomenting rebel spirit,
and awakening anew the dying fires of the n.

This is the great and unpardonable offense for which
Iiistory must coiitlwiun him if you do not. He in a
usurper through whom Infinite wrong has been doue
to bis country.

no vucuney occur for partisans of this usurpa-
tion other vacancies are created for mesa partisaus. I
need not add that just lu proportion as we sanction
such nominations or are unwilling to arrest tliein ac-
cording to the measur Of our powers, we do become
parties to his usurpation; uid now I am brought di-

rectly to the practical application of this simple state-
ment. I have already said tbut the duty of the hour
was the protection of the loyal and patriotic citizens
against the President. Hurvly this cannot be doubted,
that thellrst duty of the Government is protection.
1 he crowning glory ot a republic is that it leaves no
man, however uumble, without protection.

(show me a man exposed lo wrong, and I show you
an occasion for tne exercise of the high powers that
Ciod and tlie Constitution have given you. It will not
do to say, as Senators have said, tliat the cases are too
numerous, and that tlie remedy cannot be applied
without Interfering with the system handed down by
our fathers, or worse still, that you have llttie sym-
pathy with those suffering persons. This will not do;
you must apply the remedy or tail in duty; especially
must you apply it when, a in the present occasion,
this wrong Is a part of a plain usurpation iu the inte-
rests of the recent rebellion. The question then recurs
are you ready to apply the remedy according to the
jueasuie of your powers?

The necessity tor tbis remedy may he seen lu the
rebel Mtates, and also in the loyal .Slates, for the usur-
pation istelt in botli. 11 you look at the rebel Stales,
you will, see everywhere tne triumph of tyranny.
There is not a mail wblcu does not bring letters with-
out number, Biipnliciulus; the exercise of all the
powers ot Congress against the President.

The Last Steamboat Disaster.
Mem puis, January 18. About sixty lives

were lo3t by tlie sinking of the steamer Platte
City last night. Sue struck the wreck of the
gunboat Jell'. Thompson, teariut? away the star-

board side, aud sunk in a few minutes, iu forty
feet of water. Most of the cabin passengers
were saved, but the paasenger-lis- t w as lost, and
it is impossible to obtain a correct list. A
family named Roberts, consisting of thirtacn
persons, was lost. The boat was loaded to the
guards, aud was uuder full headway at the
time. Colouel Gus. Henry, Jr., und wife were
on board, but were saved, losiug all their
baggage.

The Hon. Gus. Henry, Sr., "his father, was on
bonrd the Fushion when she sank. Colouel
Henry says oue woman, through her own exer-
tions, saved her drunken husband and five chil-

dren, by wading through the water on the hur-

ricane deck, and putting them ou the wheel-hous- e,

after the boat had settled and careened.
The boat was owned by Captains Johnson and
Blake, and was valued Ht $40,000, and was par-

tially insured. She was ruuning between here
and Vicksburg, under the auspices of the Mem

phis and St. Louis Packet Company.

The Snow Stoim.
Portland, Me., January 18. The storm broke

about 3 o'clock this morning, and It is now
clear. The wind is blowing heavily from the
northwest. Thermometer 11 degrees above zero.
Quite a fleet of vessels were off this port yester-
day morning, nnuble to come in. The steam
revenue cutter Mahoning cruised to the east-
ward to-da- to relieve distressed vessels.

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Austria aud Iluugary.
I rom (Hk Herald.

We published recently a telegram from i'esth,
January 17, which states that the Huncarlati
lict with reiiiftrknblo uuauimily evinces a de-sig- u

to break its negotiations with Austria if
that Government continues to oppose the wishes
of Hungary in iusisting on the ai my organiza-
tion echeme, aud other measures equally oppres-
sive and odious to the people. The Ilvra d has
already alluded to the fixed determination o:
the Hungarians to presnrvelthcir autonomy, and
to the enlhusiflstic resistance which they would
be apt to make to Austrian interlbienco with it.
in order to see how tar Austria is from bcin;
able at present to cope successfully with the
heroic spirit nianilp.-te- d by the Hungarians in
opposition to its tyranny, it is only necessary to
look at the picture of tbe financial condition of
the Austrian empire pte-ente- d in the oiiici il
report oi Count Lariscli, thu Austrian Minister
ol Finable. The enormous de.licit in the trea-
sury is explained by Count Lurisch in what
must be an exaggerated account ot" the terrible
ellecfs of the general disorder of com u'iuial
relations, the Tons cessation of trade an I in-
dustry, tlie back wanlness of the railway system,
the Impoverishment of the landed proprietors,
the want of pecuniary circulating medium, the
weakness of capital, of credit, and consumption.
th pestilence and famine in the Bwkowina ami
Eastern Galicia. the bad harvest-"- , tiie fall of the
price of grain in Hungary, owing to the depres-
sion of the iron trade, the late unexampled
frosts, and the scourge of invasion aud war. All
these causes combined suffice not only to necoittit
for the deticit, but to reveal tlie fact that Austria
is illy enough prepared for a war with Hun-
gary, whioh might prove the signal for a general
European war.

Progress of RatlAcatlou.
1'rom the Herald,

The States which have ratified the Constitu-
tional amendment are Connecticut, New Hamp-
shire, Tennessee, Rhode Island, New Jersey,
Oregon, Vermont, New Yoik, Ohio, Missouri,
Kansas, Maine, West Virginia, Illinois, In-

diana, and Minnesota sixteen in all. In nenly
all these States the vote in favor was very lurge,
aud in Kansas and Maine it was nearly unani-
mous. The ratification by four more States only
Is required to muke it a part of the Constit-
utionthat is, counting the twenty-si- x States
which actually form the Government ot the
country as sufficient to act in the matter.
Should Nebraska aud Colorado be admitted,
the ratification by five more would be required.
Rut there is no doubt that both these would
promptly ratify it. Nor is there any reason to
doubt that within a very short time the full
number will have acted in the same way.
When this shall be accomplished. Congress will
immediately, we suppose, formally declare the
amendment a part of the Constitution, and pass
the necessary measures to enforce it. Thus the
late Rebel States will be relieved from doing
what appears to be so repugnant to them; the
amendment will become a law in spite of them
atd without their action. The country may
rejoice that this gTeat preliminary measure to
restoration is so near a consummation.

mutual Dcueflt Societies lu France.
From Vie Timet.

By .a decree of the present Emperor the or-

ganization as well as the administration of
societies for mutual assistance in case ot need,
has been brought into a perfect syatem. Of
course it is only in so centralized a Government,
where all motive power In every field of activity,
be it political, commercial, financial, or social,
emanates from the same central source, as in
France, that such a system is possible. Never-
theless, the great increase in the numbers as
well as in the beneficial eil'ects of these societies,
is due to this governmental supervision, which
has brought order and a coitain sort of uni-
formity aud regularity into their management.
All these societies are under the guidance of a
''Superior Commission of Encouragement and
Surveillance" at Paris, at the head of which
stands the Minister of the Interior, and lo which
each indiviuuui society has to send, periodically, ;

complete statements of its working, and tlie
ConiQiission itself makes a yearly report to the j

Emperor. The last of these reports, that for Iho
year 1865, is just published, and appears in a i

late number of the Momleur. Some of its
statistical details are of general interest outside
of France.

There existed throughout the French Emjnr?
at the close of the year 1805 three thousand
six hundred and tuirty-ou- e approved and
fifty-seve- n authorized societies of this kind.
What the exact difference between an "ap-
proved" and a merely "uuthored"' society is
we cannot positively state, but that tho former
must have some exclusive and superior privi-
leges Is apparent from the fact that fourteen of
the latter have ranged themselves in the list oi
"upproved" societies, preiemug that to their
former organization. The whole number of
members of all these societies is 782,4'JB; of
these U6,!i5C are honorary, and C8f,5f2 regular
contriouting memners participating in the bene- -
bts 01 tne organization, ut the latter 57S),585
are men and 105,857 women.

The financial condition of these societies.
based, as they are, upon mutual is
a very nourishing and commendable oue. In
the followiug extracts ot the detailed report we
have reduced the amounts from francs to dol
lars, counting one dollar equal to five francs.
The aggregate of their whole capitalized earnings
toots tip to the handsome sum of $7,!iti0.134.
Their income lor the year amounted to $2,58!,- -
180. inis ittrgo income is made up ot the fol-
lowing items: Subscription ot honorary mem-
bers, $2(i,fe42; Government aid, $1,110; gifts
and legtieies, $102,U15; interest ou invested
capital, $221,509; regular contribution of mem-
bers, initiation fees, $78,389; tines,
$5ti,02ti ; from miscellaneous sources, $132,252.

iiieir expenses were as toiiows: assist-
ance to sick members, $HC4,374; pay of attend-
ing physicians, $281,709; cot of medicines,
$330,239; funeral expenses, $101,508; aid to
widows and orphans of deceased members,
$54,208; pensions to those members, from in-
firmity or age, unable to work, $197,305; ex-
penses of administration, $111,590; miscella-
neous expenses, $191,258; added to the reserve
surplus iund, $129,937. Total, $2,2G2,190, leaving
a balance of $320,986 to be added to the capital-
ized earning".

One other interesting fact referred to in this
report is. that there are fifty-seve- mutual socie-
ties of vino-growe- and laborers in vineyards,
who pay no contribution, but instead of It the
work of those members who are sick is dis-
tributed among and done by the others quite a
novel and, probably, very useful expedient to
relieve Ibe sick and save them from loss.

New Ilampihlre Politic.

The political campaign in New Hampshire is
now fairly opened by the nomination, by accla-matiou- ,

of Hon. John G. Sinclair for Governor
by the Democratic State Convention, which
met ut Concord on Wednesday. Ills opponent
is General Walter Harriman, a Radical of the
deepest dye. Mr. Slnclalria a very popular man
in hie State, as was shown by the election last
nprlup, when he ran agalnbt (iovernor Smith,
reducing the latter's majority In 18G5 of 6127 to
4C5C, the total votes In 1805 and 18GG beiner
respectlvely 02,220 and G5,G:iG. Governor Smith,
wtis a dltlicult candidate to beat, siuce he was

very popular la bi own purl siH wa and still
!s largely inter eitcd fn the mi N?'
Hampshire. But this jear Mr. sincl.itr In a
much weaker opponent to cope with.

In the Republican Convention, receiving
only thirty-on- e majority out of a tot 1 vote, of
(W; and besides, his rival ta the Cotivontion,
Hon. Onslow Stearns, who received 318- votes
lor tlie candidacy, is disaffected with his party,
and Is likely to use his Influenco 111 favor of tlie
election of Mr. Sinclair. Wo say this is likely,
because that after the nomination of the latter,
Mr. Steams made a speech bclore the Cinvn-tioii- ,

aud, thonsli no report ol his remarks has
yet renehed us, it Is phIc to iufer that he would
not appear Iu a Democratic Convention without
Intending to iudorse its action. If the voto
given for Steams in the Republican State Con-
vention be an index of his strength in that
party, his rtcleetton will the election of
the Democratic caddidate lor Governor on the
12th of Mnn-- next.

The election or Kepreciitative9 in Congress
will not attract so much attention as that of
Governor, since the radicals already have
secured such an overwhelming majority in the
Fortieth Coneress, that, were each of the three
member from New Hampshire to boa Demo-
crat a piece of good fortune hardly to bo cx-- r

eeled it would mako no appreciable difference
in the lepislatioti from the 4th of March, 1SC7,
to the 1th of March, 1809. We, however, append
the vote for Conifrostnen in 1805 as a basis of
calculation for those who may Incllue lo specu-
late upon the result this year:

Let each
limn put bis shoulder to the wheel and keep it
there until the polls close on election day, nnd
we shall hear good news from the old Granite
State when tno votes are counted !
