Tenure of Office for Judges.

Tue admirable letter of Chief Justice Wood-
ward, declining a renomination for the posi-
tion that he now holds, containg some very
excellent suggestions In regard to tae tenure
of office, The common opinion is that the
longer & Judge has been upon the bench the
ablor and wiser he becomes, so that the mere
fact that the term of office of our Supreme
Court Judges Is fifteen years, is a strong
argument in many men's minds in favor
of the renomination of any Incumbent
who has given general eatlsfaction in
the performance of his duties, But
Judge Woodward gives it as his opinicn,
based upon an observation of many years,
‘that the public loses more by the inflrma-
ties of advancing age, and {he perfunctory
routine into which judges fall, than is gained
by long experience.” Hence, Judge Wood-
ward concludes that, in reforence to the
re-election of a judge, “the question of the
renewal of the lease ought to be considerad,
not 80 much in respect to present gualifica-
tions, as to continued competency If his
faculties fail not, “the teadency of long con
tinuance in office iy to carcless habits of
study and business.”

We regard taese views as eminently sound
and timely. A Judge should always be a
man in the full vigor of his mind. While the
principles of jurisprudence may be regarded
a8 in a great measure fixed, yet their applica-
tion to the numberless cases that arise in the
daily affairz of men is a matter constautly
demanding the exercise ol the highest tacul-
ties of the intellect. In rare cases, vigor of
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1859 Wilkde Collins wrote a sketch entitied
“Brother Griffith,” which was published at
that time as part of the “Queen of Hearts.”
In 1806 Mr, Reads writes his “Griffith Gaunt.”
The plota of all three of these works are 1den-

tical, in many places the language is the same,
while the names are not even changed in
several of the charncters. The following

rough drafts show soms of the points of re-

semblance ;—

the bodily powers atendant upon old age:
but in the vast majority of instances, sufliciont ]
to thorough'y establish the rule, the wmind
sympathizes with the body, and fails with it,
The capncity for patient and protracted
thought grows less; the power of close
analysis and careful diserimination becomes

diminished ; even the memory grows weal,
and the whole fone of the mind is impaired,
It is evident that a man in such o condition
is not capable of grappling with the great
questions which are linble at all times to come
before the bench for settlement.

Then there comes up the danger to which
Judge Woodward ailudes, even in cases
where the facultics do noi tall, of “caraless
habits of study and buslness,” and (he “per-
functory routine’” into which judges 1all,

This is a grave evil, and one which there is
gvery renson to believe provails to o very
great extent. The great tendency with men
in all professions Is to deteriorate, or. at least,
not to advance after muddle hfe. hey con-
tent themselves with past stadics, and lose
that thirst for knowledgs, thas acquisitive
desire of the mind, which may bhave charac-
terized ther earlier years. Great scholars
guard against this by new and varied studies,
which put flheir minds upon the stretch,
Great statesmen arce oftentimes beld op by
the exigencies of public afurs, which tax
their powers to the utmost, But the judee
on the beneh is peeuliarly liable to this
habit of indolence. He lacks the stimulus
possessed by the advocate who bas his cause
to gain, The temptation to a careless, per-
functory habit is strong; and instead of an
original and critical examination of the ¢ases
before him, he defers almost wholly to pre-
cedent, and becomes a rotailer of other men's
opinions rather than an originacor of his
0OwWhn.

We think that the canse of justice, and the
true interests ol the law itsell, would be sub-
gerved by making judges ineligible to re-elec- |
tion where their terms of oflice are as long
as i this dtate; and by fixing a limlt of age |
in the case ol those holding, like United
States judges, during good behavior,

The opinion of a jurist like Judge Wood-
ward, who retires In the fall vigor of his
powers, must carry with it great weight, and
we hope his example in this respect will
become a precedent for those who may sue-
ceed him.

1he definite declination of Judge Wood-
ward renders the election ol some pesy man
necessary next fall.  We trust that both
parties will select able and well-qualified eands-
dates, so that the present high character of
the judiciary of the State may be well main-
tained,
