GERMAN RECONSTRUCTION.
Bastg of the Coustitution of the New
Northern Confederation.

The precise text of the Constitution for the
North German Confederation, approved by the
Prussian Govermment and now under examitia-
tion by the Conference of Deputies in Herhin,
hes not yet been published, The following is
belleved o be & more correct, as 1s al#o & more
detalled, sommary than hes yet appeared:—

The draft counsists of thirteen sections,
divided inlv sixty-nine or seventy paragrapls.
The frst diviston sets forth what I8 to be con-
sidered federal territory; the second contains
desinitions ol the legislutive power in the con-
feaeration; the thard treats of | the federal coun-
oil; section four settles the position of the
presiding power; section five treats of the
purliament; sections six (o ten of the compe-
temce appertaining to the legislative power;
the eleventh contains the important cluuses as
10 the federal army; and section twelve refers
to the setilement of differences between mem-
bers of the confederstion The last section
holds forth a prospect of the regulation of rela-
tions with the Bouth German States,

The federal territory embrnces the States of
the Governments known to belong Lo the North
Germen Confederstion, with those parts ol
Hesse 1yiug north of the Main., Subjects of any
of these Seates are to have equal rights with
patives in all other federsl Stuies,

The federal Legislature consists of the Federal
Council and the Parliament, haviog under its
urisdiction, a8 comwmon aflilrs of the North
yerman Conlederation, customs, commercial
legwslation, coinage, welghts and messures,
banks, regulations as to uative rights, and right
of seltlement, étc., patents for inventions, pro-
tection of German wade, railway, postal and
telegraph systems, mver navigation, the code of
civil process, laws reluting to bills of exchange
wnd commerce,

The Prussian Crowa occupies the presidency,
which represents the confederation abroad,
besides upon war and peace, concludes Lreaties
and appoints ambassadors, A Federal Chan-
cellor, appointed by the presiding power, takes
the chair at the Federal Conneil, The Council
and the Parlinment meet vedrly, The Parliu-
ment is chosen by general direct election, and
poseesses the right of initiative within the com-

tence of Fedornl legislation: It voles by ma-

ority. Its members may nol be prosecuted for
statements made 1n their quality of represents-
tives, Officiuls in the service in one of the
Federal States are inehigible, The members do
not receive upy pecuninry allowance, The
Federal presiding power las to sce to the execu-
tion of the federal laws, and may compel réfrac-
tory members by execution to fultll their duses,

‘fyhe States of the Confederation form one
customs territory, but the Hange Towns are

rmitied to remaln outside the customs line ns

ee ports, Legislation ns to the collective cus-
toms system lles within the province of the
eration; the revenue from the customs

goes into the Federnl Tresasury, and, together
with the returns from the postal and wlegraph
systems, will be applled to meet common ex-
Bo fer as possible in the Interest of the

mna ot the country or of ;ienenl , the
system will be subject to Federal legis-

lation, and the postal and telegraph systems be
otlll‘l!‘ as & homogeneous meang of Inter
eourse throughout the entire torritory of the
North German Confederation. Officials bind
themeelves in thelr oaths of service to obedience
towards the preelding oficer. The chief asdmin-

istntive officiale will be appolnted by the pre.
sidi wer.
