The terminal bods of a tree were *'the prime
eondnctors of eleotrielty,” the “‘roots spronding
out io the direction of the grentest moisture to
condnct the current pfdly ofl," at the samo
time “returning to the plant the faids coniain-
ng the elements” necessary to the plant's struo- |
ture, Tous the cells are butit up by clongations
o the dircetion of the extremitics by eleotrical
foree; otberwise the tree would expand Interally,
instend of in leoeth. W cakening the elegirical
or lengthoning  foree jroduces friut space,
Pruntog eheeks growth mmtil new buds are
formed. 1t is so much time lodt 10 the Life of
the tree which it ean never racover. One-half
the bolk ol & plant iz absorbed from the atno-
sphere; the organs of absorpiion must, there.
fore, be kept healthy.

The particniar form which a plant niturally
takes Is the best for e healthy development:
pruning should, [hetefore, aiwiys préserva the
nuturdl form, as nearly 88 ey be. Pronioe. by
chorking vitelity, hastens maturity, but it s i
the expense of longevity,

Dr, Stayman proceeded to apply thesa prinei-
ples to practice, by giving a great many in-
stances where pruoed planis had been matened
arninet uppruned ones under similar eircum
stances, and all resulted in proving that the
unpruned trees wers the superiors of the otheps
in vigor and power ol endurance,

He then referred to the popular theories of
Kruuluz, particularly to the essay of Dr. John

. Warder, before the Pennsylvania Horticul-
tural Borlety last year, aud published {n fuil in
the August number of the Gardeners’ Montluy,
whien he styled *‘one of the ablost and most
conclse expositions ever made.” His principal
objections to Dr. Warder's views were, that
pruning 18 an unnatoral operation, not war-
ranted by anything we find in a state of natare,
which state he considered the most harmonioos
for the general health and longevity of the tres,
and, therefore, that pruning was only of second-
ary, and not primary importance, ns Dr. War-
der inmsted on.

He also thought that the upward tendency In
trees which Dr. Warder thought an evil, to be
corrected by pruning, waz rather to be oh.
cournged than repres-ed, His principal point
apuinst Dr, Warder was that, while he under-
stood him to advise *pruning to make trees grow
vizorously,” in reality he said pruning threat-
ened the life of the tree.

He next proceeded to discuss Mr, Fuller's
csrsy before the goctety, on pruming the grape
vine, and contended that Mr. Fuller con'd not
make good his assertion that vines In Awmerics,
“healthy and productive for o hundred years,
could be produced, pruned, o 25 not to exceed
three feel high, or oceupy more than three feet
of 80il.” The failure of 50 many ot our grape-
vines he attributed to weukened vitality, brought
on by severe pruning,
