Art in general has sustained a great loss in

the person of one of its most illustrious votaries,
If. Ingres. He was ln very good health but a
Jew days ago, but caught a cold at night whilst
getting up to keep up his fire in his bed-roo-

Acnte bronchitis set in, and carried him otf(iu a
few hours. The commencement of bis career

HM very arduous, and years elapsed before his
genius was fully appreciated by the public. Of

no art'iBt of modern times can it more truly be
said, tti quceris monumenlum ctrcumspice. He
was born at Montauban, and became the pupil
of David, the classic genius of whom found in
Ingres a magnificent development; but
H was chiefly from Raphael he sought to draw
inspiration. From that great master he derived
his love ot accuracy, sobriety of style, and,
above all, of idealizing his subjects. In 1801

Ingres carried off the great prize given by the
Institute, and went to Borne, where he con-

tinued to reside until tbe close ot his period
of study, and where he married. He received
tbe cross of the Legion of Honor in 1824, and
was appointed member of the Institute. Irri-
tated by the criticism which continued to be
directed against him for years alter he exhibited
Lib picture of Saint Symphonin ln.1827, he left
France in 1832, and returned to Borne. When
lie came back to Paris he met with a most enthu-
siastic welcome. At the Exhibition of 1836 the
greater number of the pictures painted by Ingres
were hung together in a gallery especially allotted
to them, so that the public could Judge at once,
and apart from the ardent sympathies and an-

tipathies excited by each production as it ap-

peared, oi the course of the artist's genius during
fifty years. At the exhibition he, together with
Eugene Delacroix, obtained the grand medal of
honor. The elevation of Ingres to the Senate
in 1862 crowned a long career devoted to the
cultivation of all that is purest aad most worthy
in art.

vrwislons are very strict, livery pawnbroker
In 3'hilarieiprilii is compelled to pay an aununl
license of lour hundred dollarti, and to have
only one place of business. No pawnbroker
can receive a license who has been convicted of
receiving stolen goods. Hois to enter security
in the sum of one thoimnnd dollars, the bond
to be held in trust by the Alnyor, for every per-
son who may be ngKrievtd by nay violation of
the law. lie shall ulso have au insurance of
five thousand dollars on the goods ln his
eslflUllshinent, to be held by the Mayor,
fi r the protection of depositors. This bond to
be filed before a license can be granted. Any
person carrying on the pawnbroklug business,
without a license, to be lined flvo huudred dol-
lars. No place to be opened before sunrise or
closed later than 7 o'clock in the evening, ex-
cept on Saturday evenings, when the closing
hour shall ue 10 o'clock. The books to be kepi
open nt nil timea for the inspection of proper
ollleers. The rates of interest, Including storage,
not to exi-ee- one per cent, per month, lhy
goods and clothing are to be kopt for four
months, and ull other articles eight motuns,
unit ss sooner redeemed. The tines and penal-
ties for a violation of any urticles of tno new
law range from llfty to one hundred dollars.
Any pawnbroker receiving stolen goods is
liable to a tine of Ave bundled dollars.

This law has been framed ln consequence of
pawnbrokers, iu muny lnstunoes, charging an
interest of seventy-fiv- e per cent, per annum,
and to prevent them, if possible, from receiv-
ing htolen goods.
