The House, on motion of Mr. MORRILL, re-
solyed {tsalf into Committee of the Whole on the
Biate of the Union, Mr. Boutwell in the ohalr, And
proceeded to the considaration of the bill reported
from the Committes of Ways and Means on Feb-
ruary 11, to pmend the existng laws relative to
the Internal revenune.

Mr. MORRILL, Ohnlrman of the Oommittes of
Ways and Means, expiained the bill, and submit.
ted his views ntlepgth on the subject of internal
tnxation. He snld:

Mr. Ohsirman—The Committes of Ways and
Means have sought to afford the greatest possible
reliet to the conntry consistent with a prodent re-
gard to the publie oredit, and were led in the out-
#6t to conalder what would be the most fensible
mode of scecomplishing this object, and leave, nt
the same time, the fewest impediments in the way
of general industry, If the tax on distlled spirits,
tobacco nnd clgars were tully paid, the taxes on
the major part of other manuiactures conld have
been remitted. Unfortunataly necessary changes
in the Inw have proved that two dollars, whather
sbove the price of whisky or not, ia certainly
nbove the price of those who make it

The tax betrays the tact that whoaver ia in the
bosiness somehow corruptly evades the payment
of some part of the tax, Trusting that the amends
ments proposed will aventanlly securs more rave-
nue from spirits, we are forced now to lean npon
other articles, which will doabtiess be releaspd nat
po distant day. Either wo must reduce a per
centage of the tax on all manutactures or entirely
exempt those articles having the strongest claims
to exemption, in consequencs of inevitable dupli.
cation of taxes, or of directly swelling the cost of
living. From the first, and by intendment, very
little revenue has been sought by any tax upon
property as such, and therefore the sgricultural
and mining interests have been shielded; but com-
merce, munufactures and the gains of realized
capital have made by far the most bountifnl con-
tributions for the support of the nation. Licenses
or special taxes are paid by the parties engaged in
business, and they have to trust (o their chnnoes
whether any portion of thess sums Are ever re-

celved,

In prosperous sensons, or when prices are ad.
vancing, the consumer pays his due proportion;
but when prices are falling, losses by the producer
are inevitable. The Oommitiee of Ways and Means
have ndopted the second plan. It is certain that to
reduce taxation from five to four per cent. would
have afforded a very Inconsiderable relief, and yet
the same labor and e:gnnu of collecting and pay-
tuf the revenue would have beenperpetuntad.

jy exempting entirely from tuxes such articles
ns 8ilk, clothing, leather, pottery ware, tin wars,
and cooperage of all sorm. with a large number of

other artieles, upon which n tax Wns & petly an-
noyance to the payerns well as to the government,
the committes feel that they propose wo distribute
equnl favor over the whole conniry, and by re.
moving the tax from some of the common neges-
suries of life actually aid all branches of industry.

The theory ls well settled that all taxee in the
end are distributed; aund if the heavy taxation in-
creases the cost of production of raw materials, or
of manuisctures, o & reduction of taxation di-
minishes the cost in an equal ratio, Whatever les-
sens the cost of living is s palpable benefit to all
branches of industry, as muoch so 88 whataver les-
sens the cost of mction. By pursuing the glsn
Indicated, we shall soon the point where
taxes may be levied only upon a very small num-
ber of artioles, and the cost, vyexation and annoy-
ance of revenue officers be removed.

Last year we liberated & number of artioles, the
benetit from which has just begun to operats, and
now we shall have sdded to the number to the ex-
tent of saurrendering nn amount of revenue sgqual
to nearly one-half of all we obtained in the first

ear of the operation of the Internal Revenus
aw. For what we have done in each oase of ex-
smption, I trust satisfactory ressons and explana-
tions, it required, will be st hand as the cises ariss
in the Ph of the bill. But thers aroa fow
iterns which I shall attempt to explain Inadvance.
1 recognize the fact that our taxes for the past
five years have been excesalve, and nothing but
the danger which mensced the nation justifisd the
henvy drain, Now, we oan begin to reduce taxn.
tion. Bota little more than six months ago we
gave relief to the extent of not less than seventy
millions, and now we shall give still farther re-
lief. The boundary where we panse ls the point
at which we reach the amount which will pay our
ordinary sxpenses, the interest on the pubilo debt,
and leave a snug balance for some diminution of
the public debt. . This is absolutely easential to
the pablic credit.

The estimate of the receipts for the next flsoal
year, ending June 30, 1868, s recently revised by
the Treasury Department and ths Commlssioner
of Internal Revenue, reduce the estimates from

the sums estimsted ninety days ago to the fol-
lowing:

This last ltem will almost eatirely depsnd apon

the amount of coin we may have Lo sell, and the
preminm obtained upon it

Looking at the eral depression of trade, as
well abroad asat and the recent falllng off
of customs and Internal revenus, the revised and
reduced estimates would lrpu.r to be fully justi.
fled. The sama revision of the expenditures for
the year ending 1863 brings out itewms Lo the origl-
nal estimate alresoy sscertained of nol less than

7,000,000, or making the total at S357,947,641 32,
besides any claims passed upon by Congress, This
leayes to apply on the publio debt and for reduc-
tion of tnxes less than 000,000,

The committee have ventured to mse up the
entire surplus or margin in various reductions of
taxes and exemptions, belleving that we have
secured such an ingrense of revenus as will leave
something to npply on the public debl.

The commitiée have felt willilng for the comling
year to give the largest possitle amount of rellef
10 the busineas interests of the country, and have
nlso been willlng 10 reduce the revenne Lhat no
large balance would remain in the Treasury 0
tempt any one 0 disregard the wisdom of
economy.

Haviug gone in the line of reduoction as far as it
is prudent to go, it follows that, 1f any other re-
ductions should bs proposed, it will be onr duty at
opce to seelk something of egual Amonnt Lo be re.
stored to the list of taxable articles. It there are
any gentemen who disbelieve the recltals con-
cerning idle Ingtories, forges, furnaces and foun-
dries, and who think we sre still on the top wave
of prospeniy, and s0 may venture & deeper cut
intg our revenues, I invite them tolook at the com.
parative returns of some of our principul rail-
ronds, 1o the present state of onr navigation lntes
rests, to 1he decline iu the commerce of our canals,
to our diminished export trade in caitle, Borses,
hogs, beef, butier, cotton and manufactures of cot-
ton, iron, copper and brass, together with nume.
