Mr. Johnson's Personnl Views.
From To.day's New Vork Otticen,

Wasmweron, D. ©., Febroary 21, — “The
trouble 18" gard toe Presiaent, “that instond of
inquiring what we are ang our presconl powors,
We luglel on making ourselves something else,
and inventing new powers which it cannot be
forour benefit to wicld, We make the mistake
ol becoming inventors, instend of applying our
selyes to become discoverers,

“There are now » scorv of plans for regon-
structing the Southern States beiore the coun-
try, and the pubiic mind s vnduly pgitated an
to which shril be sdopted, Amendments are
propoged 10 the Conslitulion, smendments of
every J)ouibin character; whereas, if people,
instend of Inventing mew thingy, would seck to
discover what already exiet, they would find
all the powers they need to accomplish their
legitimate wishes in the Counstitution as it
ttands,

*“The Constitution guarantees a republican
form of government to every State, and says
that no State shall be deprived of ita repre-
sentation In Congress without s own consent,
Well, on the other hand, some of our people
RAY that thc‘iwill not allow wen who partici.

ted in the Rebellion to be their peers, and to

Ve voices in the groat council of the uation,
They therefore demund & Constitutional amend-
ment oo this bead: snd =6 lkewise for every
other evil that they can tind, or tancy to be
existing, .

*‘But does not the Constitution Itself provide
& remedy for thia very evil, where it says that
ench House of Congress shull be absolute
ol the clections, raturus, and qualitications of
its own membera May not each House, under
this, while rejecting any prominent ex-Rebel or
man obnoxious for disloyalty, who shall be sent
from any of the so-callea Confederate States, at
the same time not deprive the State of represen.
tation, but merely say:—‘'This mun we reject
under our constitutional prerogative. We do
not, however, deny the right of your State to
representation, whenever you shall send ue a

pro man "
¥ for a moment what would be the effect
of thi« course. We at once divide the pablic

opiunion of the Biate so treated—ut present made
& unit nnder the ban of indiscriminate exclo-
mon. We nold ont a reward for the election of
loyal men, aud stinch n penalty, which the peo-
ple of the State must themeelves lmpose, for
ther restralnt of sctive participnuts in the late
Rebellion. There are scores and hundreds of
ambitious men of loyal record in every State
who would then be paturally forced to the sur-
face, but under the present system of ndiserimis
uate exclusion it cun make no difference
whether loyal or disloyal Senptors and Repre
senrutives shall be sent,

“Even let us take an extreme gase,  Suppose
the Sute of Georgia should send Alexander H,
Stephens to the Senute, and that the Senate
should say:—'We acknowledgze the right of
Ge 8 10 representation; we acknowlelge
that the credentinle of Mr. Stephens are made
out in the proper forw: but in view of his connee-
tion witbh the Rebellion, and former connection
with the United States, we—in the exercise of
our constitational privilege—do not choose to
noeept Mr, Stephens ug our peer; snd must in-
sist that some man of loyal record shall be sent
in his place,’

“Would not the Georgians at once commence
looking around for some one who could satisfy
these conditions !  And would not an fmme.
diate impetus be given towards ouilding up &
foyal septiment in the State? The wounds
our country suffered sre not vital, though the
depletion of blood was grent. There were
none of the great bones broken, for the frame-
work of [the Constitution siill remains, and ls
sufficlent, it we could only abstain from farther
irritating surgery. The best healmg in surgery
fa that which the doctors describe as by ‘the
first Intention,' or force of nuiure; but our
violent Dootors in Congress—and ths Is spoken
with no disrespect to that body, but us a tact of

judge |

those popular and constitutional guarantees of
freedom which were extorted from King Jonn
by the barons of England in the signature of
Magna Crarta—that basis of our common law,

“It s for the principles of our common law
and common justice, and for the rights of the
whole people as apainst what s ecalled the
‘Government,’ thut 1 am to-day contending, It
ie for this I am called a ‘usurper.! while the fact
ie, it s because I would not usurp power, nor
bave excessive powers thrust upon me, if Uean
help ity that this war has been made apon me,
I ehallenge the production of o single aot in my
whole administration which has almed to
lnctease my authority as Pressdent. Even in
congfructing Provisional Governments tor the
Bouthern States—also denounced ae one of my
‘flagrant usurpations’—the objoct evidently was
to divest the national Government of itd cen-
tralizing power, and resiorc that power
nearly and promptly as circomstances would
‘;-r:‘ml,l to the people of the various ex-Rebel

ntes,

*“The South is to-day in our hands, a beaten,
helpless, well-nigh hopeless country, und th
power we wield nhnuﬂnl be held as a4 sacred
trust, We should not use it vindictively, 1 will
not argne becapse we protess to be Caristinns,
and these men are our brothers; bag, I ou no
higher ground, then upon the groand of solf
{ fnterest, All the lemislation proposed for the
South, propokes 10 multiply offices st the ex-
pense of the general Government, while not
addlog the productions of Southern ndosiry to
the general stock for the redemption of our
nitioval debt aud the support of onr annual
purdens, My object i2 to reduce the assumed
and renlly usurputionnl powers foreed on the
goneral Government during the war, powers
that were then essentinl to meet o desperate
emergency: but which cannot much longer be
continued without vitiating the whole fabrio
and theory of our representative and popular
gystem,

“What Congress in its wisdom may seo fil to
do, T cannot sask but my own course is _clear.
1 shall exercise every function of my office n
defence of the people and their rights, accord-
ing to the best judgment that Heven has en-
kowed me with, 1 shall execute ull lnws scru-
pulously, and perhaps most scrapulously those
which have been passed agalust mvy jndgment
and over my veto, Bt for all such legislation,
Congress must bear the undivided responsi-
bility: and the dase cannot be far distant e
which the terrible logle of events will foree the
people to ngk themselves serionsly, and not in
passion, ‘On which s=ide lay the tendency of
usurpation "

Thus, but far more fully and forcibly, spoke
the President to me yestenday—his conversi-
tion running off from thie main topic oscasion-
ally into happy illustrations and  brief, guick,
striking criticisms on the nmmes  most promi-
nent in our national polities.  OF Mr, Greeley
he spoke with warm respect, eulogizing the
sterling integrity of hig character and his great
talents, a8 more than a compensation
for his oceasional eccentricities of judg-
ment;  but  from inguiries  pushed in
another quurter, vour corvespondent he-
lieves there mever has been any fonnda-
fon of the report that Mr. Greeley is about
entering the Unbinet as Postmaster-General.
Indeed, as to all rumors of Cabinet changes, a
long experience in Washington has made the
writer wholly incredulons; but that Mr,
Beward may very possibly contemplite retir-
ing ghortly after next 4th of March, in which
case he wishes Charlez Francis Adams to be
his successor, has reachied me on authority
more than commonly entitled to credit.

And, now before concluding, let me give o

SEIZURE OF COUNTERFEIT MONEY, ETC.

EBCAPE OF THE COUNTERFEITERE—THE OFFICERS OF
THE SECHET DIVIEION ON THEIR THRACK.

An important raid was made on a counter-
feiting den on Thursday night last, resulting
in the seizure of the entire paraphernalia of a
thorongh and complete process of connterfeit-
ing United Btales enrrency. Acting on the in-
formation of Colonel W. P. Wood, the active
and efficient chief of the Becret Bervice Division
of the Treasury Department, United States
Murshal Murray late on Thursday night detailed
thiree of his deputivs, who, acting under instrue-
tions, entered the premises No. 74 Bleecker
street, and there discovered and seized two sxoel-
lently engraved plates for printing and turning
ont any quantity of twenty-five cent ourrency
gtamps with the *“Fessenden head,” one of the
plates 'just completed; an entire get of en-
graver's toolsy one thousand sheets of bank-
note paper, printing iuk and a large quantity
of gurrency stamps in process of munufacture,
Through some miscaleunlation of thme, how-
ever, the officers made their swobp rather too
carly or too late, or else the counterfeiters had
received some inthmation of the Colonel's intent
and were not to be found—a cirenmstanoce
much to be regretted, for the vmnplululmsﬁ of
the apparatus and the finish which marked
gome of the completed spuriong notes proyved
them to be dangerons adepts in their nefarions
operations.  Colonel Wood, with the able
assistance of Marshal Murray's aids, does not
despair, however, of completing his work and
bringing the counterfeiters to justice, The
whole of the apparatus as seized i8 now in
the Marshal's office, Chambers street.—XN. Y.

LATEST FROM MEXICO.

—_——

FROM FUEBLA TO MEXICO — HOW THE TROUPS
LOOK ON THE ROAD-——MADAME LA MARECHALE
OFF—INDIFFEREXCE OF THE MHEXICANS ALONG
THE ROAD.

Mixice Crry, Fobruary 3.—French troops,
French convoys, French muls traing and
brgprge wagons line the whole rond from
Puebla to Mexico elty., For an  hour
together there is sometimes no cessation ol
the tide of retreating Frenchmen sweeping
past the diligences, French troops still gar-
rison the most saliont parts of the road. For
ten miles beyond Kio Frio the position, natu-
rally strong, haz been so fortified by enrth-
works, rifles-pits, and trenches, that ten thou-
sand good troops might defend the road
againgt the world in wrms, It is Vicksburg
on an extended seale.

Just Dbeyond the last of these lines our
stages come to a sudden halt, and & close car-
vinge, vscorted by two handred French chas-
geurs, drives past us, and the carriage onr-
taing drawn agide by o delicate lady's hand,
dizclogs the pleasing features of Marshal
Bazaine's young Mexican wife, who is hurry-
ing to Vera Cruz to embark with her husband
for fa belle France, Then we come upon the
ambulance train—another long-drawn-out con-
voy of specie—half a dozen field pieces, and
twenty wagon lopds of French eitizens taking
their hongehold lares and penales back to the
land of their birth.

S0 nervons are theso lnst, even under their
strong escort, that one cory of les liberales
would almost suffice to convert their retroat
into a flight. It isa strange scene indeed,
May day in New York is hardly a circamstance
to the extraordinary collection of farmiture
and miscellaneous effects piled up on thess
cumbrous baggage wagons. Jolly chaplaing
and jaunty vwandiéres (who don’t use side
saddles) lend piguancy to the dusty mono-
tomy of the march.  As tothe regimental pets,

there ™ a ragged poodle or a *Dhounle
dog” to every company, and enough
monkeys, parrotd, and macaws to start

i respectable travelling menagerie.

The natives look on as usual with stolid
indiffarence, and to every attemnpt to extort
from them their views, ioterpose a vacant
Suren sabe?"  Bumall detachments of Liberals
appear suddenly from among the mountain
passes here and there, but they are merely
geouts.  Strict injunctions have been given by
the Liberal chief that the French shall not be
harassed in their retreat.

Mexico city is reachgd just as the dusk of
evening begins to fall.  French troops still
liold the citadel and all the approaches. There
is 1o unusual commotion in the streets, and
but for the fact that many French stores are
closed, and many painters are at work re-
placing French by Bpanish signs, one would
not imagine that anything unusnal was ex-
pected 1o happen. A military band is playing
on the plaza, The musio is listened to in
chilling silence till a prettly little Mexican
tune, the **Pigeon,” rapidly growing into a
national air, is8 strock up, and then there
braks ont a burst of applause which, for un-
demonstrative Mexicans, is really prodigions.

FROM WASHINGTON THIS AFTERNOON.

Wasmingron, Febraary 23,
Surratt Visited by his Bister,
Az previously stated in these despatches,
on Thursday afternoon John H. Burratt was
visited at the jail by his sister Anna, who was
accompapied by Mr. J. H, Bradley, Jr., one of
his coungel. The guards thinking it best to
repare the prisoner for the vigit, ons of thewm
informed him that his sister Wnil‘(l be up in
moment, when he exclaimed, *“Great God 1V
and burst into tears.

In o few moments his sister was shown the
cell, when they met for the first time sinee the
assassination, and embraced each other, both
giving way to tears. They finally becama
| more composed, and engaged In conversation,
during which he expressed himself as prepared
for the worst, The sister spoke cheerfully to
Lim, telling him to keep a stout heart.

The interview, during which they spoke
mostly of domestic affairs, lnsted about half an
| hour; and after again embracing each other,
| the sister withdrew, both being much affected.
| The sister paid him another visit yestenday
morning, and spent a little time in his csll, in
| company with Mr. Bradley, Sr. The prisoner

walks the corridor during most of the rlll_\‘, and

appears quite contented.  He is non-communi-

cative as toanything in relation to the charges

against him, but spenks sometimes of his voy-
| age in the Bwatara,

He says that he was treated by the officers
of the Bwatara a= well as he conld have
expected; that he was confined in a room
