Bomk of the effecls of the Reoconstruction 1;”1
j“gt lﬂlhh'."! are n]r\'!lli'\' lllllki!lg thomselyes
manifest. The powerful letter of ex-Giovernor
Brown, of Georgia, nrging immudinte organi-
uation in sccordanoe with the provisions of the
Bill, has rounsed a }:pil'ih'-t discnssion all over
that State. At a meeling held at Atlanta to
disenss the Governor'ssuggeations, rasolutions
of endorgement were voted down, when the
assemblage divided, the minority, approving of
he Sherman bill, withdrawing. The majority
weut on to pass resolutions counselling quist
submission to the bill, but oharvacterizing it as
harsh and unjugt. Other advices from Georgin
say that public opinion is divided; but add the
wvery significant fact, that three-fourths of the
papers are in favor of the ace eptance of the bill,

In Virginia Governor Pierpont has heartily
espoused the new mensure, and is urging the
immoediate calling of a convention under it by
the present Provisional Legislsture, Resolu-
tions to this effect are now before comunittoes
in both branches of that body.

In Louisiana Provisional Governor Wells
endorses the bill, and it is said will himself
issue a proclamation for the election of a con-
vention in  accordance with its provisions,
should the Provisional Legislature of that
State fail to pass a bill for that purpose.

In South Carclina there is no doubt that
Provisional Governor Orr will take immediate
steps for the organization of that State. He
has already virtually committed himself in
favor of the bill.

Iu all these States thers will be a large class,
probably a majority of the white population,
that will stand aloof from the movement,
This is not to be regretted. They are the in-
corrigible Rebels, and it will be a long step
towards a permanent settloment of the South
if these impracticable fanatios can be segre-
gated from the masses of the people. The
entire white loyal element of the South, to-
gether with the moderate men who wish to
see peace and quiet restored to the country,
will find themselves allied with the loyal
black population, the ruling element in each
State. The aristocratic fire-eaters will be left
out in the cold. The unity of the white race will
be broken up. A sound Republican party will
be organized in each of the Rebel States. It
will be composed of a majority of the whole
people. It will obtain control of the Btate
organizations.

It will be the party of power and influence,
and will securethe final regeneration of the
South., BSunch men as ex-Governor Brown and
Provisional Governor Orr—men who partici-
pataed in the Rebellion, bat who now recognize
the great revolution that has swept over the
country, and honestly accept it with all its
consequences—such men, we say, who iden-

Rurvpiation.—~The New York 7ribune is
bitter against the Chioago Trikwie beoauss of
an article in the latter declaring that “The
principsl of no part of the funded debt save
the 10-40 flve per cent. loan, is speoially
made payable in gold, As it matures, it
ought to be paid in greenbacks, The cur-
rency to make these payments could be ob-
tained, if necessary, by a free use of the
printing press. Government would then be
in & condition to make its own terms."

offering to pay the principal, without the in-
terest for the four years of war, The decision of
Judge Duval however, makes both legal; and
wo hope that those of our citizens who wera
sought to be defrauded, will now require and
receive what is their legal right.,
