These points are well put. According to
the President’s own logic, all of his recon-
struction work wuas unconstitutional. The
Btate Governments that he overthrew were
legal ones, and his entire array of Provisional
Governors and Governments rested upon no
basis but that of arbitrary power, If the South
could accept of all this without sacrificing
principle, it certainly can of the Congressional
plan of reconstruction, which at least haa the
moerit of coming from the law-making power of
the Government, and not from the unlawful
action of the Executive.

Believing this, and Enowing that the 'resi-
dent alone cannot make & treaty of peace with
a foreign Governmeunt, [ never have believed that
the action of the Président dn Ais offorts {5 recuni=
atriet the Union was right: but 1 gladly supported
him and supported his plan, beeause It was
more liberal to my people than the Congres-
slonal plan,

Suoh utterances as these show that light is
breaking in on the Southern mind. This
Reconstruction bill has operated like a power-
ful tonic, and men of brains in the South are
beginning to think and talk practically and
sensibly. No matter what their old views
may have been, they are willing to accept the
logic of events, and to conform to the revo-
lution through which the country has passed.
This is all that we can reasonably ask, and
all such men should be welcomed and treated

with generosity. Those, on the contrary, who
still seek to save the old aristocratic system,
and rebuild it from the ddbris of the Rebellion
—those who follow the advice of our Northern
Copperheads—shonld be left out in the cold to
reflect on the error of their ways, and to feed
upon the bittor fruit of their own planting.

The Fallacy of Rotation in Office.

Wauex a young man reanches a vertain age, he
js expected to select what trade or profession
he intends in after life to pursue, and he is
jmmediately placed in some position where
he can become thoronghly scquainted with the
duties of his chosen busipess, Artisans and
mwechanies undergo an apprenticeship, and
years are required before they can acquire
suficient proficiency 1o be trusted with the
exeoution of a task. Thesame is true of a
merchant, a broker, & lawyer, or & doctor. A
special course of training is needed before such
experience can be acquired a8 to merit conf-
dence. Especially is this shown in the great
corporations of ounr day. If a President of n
railroad compauy is removed, the l‘.ll}'.'klh-jllll_lr}'g
seleot a director, or some gubordinate who is
thoroughly acquainted with the i!l':ﬁ’l't'!hlﬁ and
workings of the road; and & rh;mg.n in the head
of management does not necessitate the re.
moval of the old brakesmen,
olerks, and engineers, and the substitution
of new hands in place of old and rxlwriun‘:ml
officers. The sdvocates of a theory which
would lead to the discharge of all the former
servants of the road with every change of the
teym of the President, wonld be set down as
madmen.

The Rituahstic C ontroversy.
Forruxarery for the peace and prosperity of
the Protestant Episcopul Church of this coun-
try, the adherents of Dr. Pusey are compara-
tively limited in nuvwbers, and exercise a
paramount influence in a few of the congre-
gations of New York city only. But where
their sway is undisputed, they are now making
grand preparations for exercising it in the
most unrestrained fashion, The first days
of Lent are now upon us, and as this is the
most solemn geason of all the year, it will wil-
ness the introduction not only of the minor
Ritualistic innovations, but likewise the robing
of the chancel in black, the celebration of
midnight services, and the chanting of hymus
which savor strongly of the peculiarities of
the Romish creed. The character of somne
of the more glaring of these innovations will
be seen from the description, which we pub-
lish elsewhere to-day, of the ceremounies ob-
gerved yesterday morning in St. Alban's
Chapel, the graud centre of the Ritualistic
worship of New York city.
Bt will be remembered that a week or so
ago o solemn protest against the introduc-
tion and continuance of these innovations
was fssued, signed by twenty-eight of the
Bishops of the United States. With these it
is certain that Bighop Stevens, of this diccese,
would have united, if he had not been absent
from the country, thus leaving but fifteen who
neglected or refused to co-operate in the anti-
ritualistic orusade. The protest in question
was directed mainly againat the use of incense,
the burning of lights, reverences to the table
or elements of the Holy Bacrument, and the
wp,uring of olerical wire  herctolors un-
known or materially different from that in
common use, as innovations which violate the
discipline of the Church, offund against its
common order, hurt the authority of the
magistrate, and wound the consciences of the
wenk brethren.
On Sunday last the protest was rid rom
the pulpit:-'uf most of onr city churches,
eliciting the hearty approval of all who lis
tened to it. It is being read in like mapuer
in the different dioceses throughont the conn-
try. Bishop Lee, of lows, however, in coni-
municating the protest of the majority of the
Bishops to the clergymen of hiz diocese, ao-
companies it with a pastoral letter, which we
published in full yesterday afternoon. In this
epistle he takes strong ground against the
innovations, which spemn to him to ‘‘degrade
the worship of Almighty God; and i not. ori-
ginated by superstition, certainly tend in that
direotion, and are in opposition to the gpirit of
the new dispensation, as well as to that of the
reformed Scriptural Church,'* He strongly
urges the avoidance of gyarything that is
unusual and extraordinary, as tending to
oreate a spirit of formalism at variance with
the teachings of Christ and the Apostles.
