B, mna opernte Lues of telegrnph through and
over nby portion of the pablle domaln of the
Urited States, ovor and along any of the mili-
tory or post roads of tha Unilted States which
have been, or may hereafter be, declared suoh
by net of Congroks, and over, under, OFr aoross
the navigable strenma or waters of the Unlted
Statox: Provided, That sooh [nos of wlegraph
shull be so construoted and malntaloed ns tot
to obstroct the navigation of such streénms and
witers, or interfere with the ordinary travel on
sel military or post roads, And any of anld
compnnles sinll nave the righl o thkce and use
fram sueh publie ands the necessary stone,
Nmber, and otier material for its posts, plers,
stntions, and other needfil uses In the con-

alimost any price might be charged for tals
graphing in certain energencies.  Apprecia

ting this fact, the managess of telegraph lines |

have invariably worked unnder a high tarif
system for 1]l classes of messages,  Henoe the
immense profits of which we have spoken.

Within a yenr or two the Great Western
Union Tolegraph Compuuy have obtained
control of noearly all the lines in the Unitod
Stateg, and have indeed made a monopoly of
the business, some persons maintaining that
they have taken an nnfair advantage of their
exclugive rights and privileges, Of this fact
the public must judge, whose servants the
managers are, or ought to be.

HISTORY OF THE THLEGRATING MONOPOLY,

A pentleman who iz conversant with this
subject, but who is evidently in favor of the
establishment of new (elegraphio enterprises,
writes as follows to a New York papor;—

“The present Telegrnph monopoly wis or
gandzod In the yenr 1351, with a eapltal o
S400,000, They muade no Jdividends for soven

years, but durlneg that time they ‘watered' tholr
stock, as was alleged, from thelr onrnlngs, us
follows;—Evary share of stock ra-;-rum_sm..uf by
the par of $100 was Inerensed four Linces, Lo
the amonnt of $4K, Aguln this was donbled,
making §800, Twenty-five per ocont, wns then
added, making §1000, Again this wos doubiled,
making SU0IK,  After this 05l per cont, wis
added, making S$20600'06, so phat one share of
slock of the par value of §100 wag Increansed, oy
was alleged by the Directors, out of the earn=
ings, to $2000°08, and such dividends wors
made on this intlated capital that ln the yoors
followlng the market value of the stock was
from §200 to £250 per share, Its par belng §100
In the spring of the year 1304 the Directors of
this monopoly again doubled the oapltal stock
from aboul $11,000,000 to abont $22000,000, and
the pretense for 1his Inst oflation was the
alleged purpose of chea ening the market price
of the stock, nnd making 8 matket value
nenrer {is par value,

“And all this was done withont nssessing tlie
original subsoribers the first dollar, the enrn-
JApgs, as was alleged by the Direelors, being
used for that purpose, thus piling up militons
uvpon millions of valunble stock in W muanner
unparalleled In the whole history of businoss
cnterprise in any part ol the world,

“The present telegriph monopoly are now
eproing over six millions of dollors apuunlly,
What they do with 1t s another thing, The
most of it goes to rentof lines, which are ow ned
or Jeased Ly 14 directors, o noever gets 1o the

vockets of the present stockholders, Sec the
mmense weallth accumulited by that party of
telegraph munngers,

“The New National Telegraph Company pro-
pose to coustinot opporition lnes to this hoge
monopoly, and exactly on the np!msnn plan ot
that heretofore governing the old Telegraph
companies, to wit—by mlvertiging for the con-
struction of their lines, and letting tnem to the
lowest u‘aglouulhlu bldders for the benefit of
thelr stoekholders, and not on the plan as here-
tofore practised for the benellt of a few.

“The entire expense of running a Telegraph
line, after it s constructed and in perfoct order,

ractienl men estimate at nbout ten per cent, of

18 gross earnings on all the preat thoroughimres,
where this New Natiounl T'ciegraph proposes to
construet trunk lines, In fuot, I bave besn in-
formed that the aetual cost of sending a mes-
sage from New York to Chicago Is netas much
#8 the cost of earrying o lotter by the Post OtfHee
Department to and from thc same polnts

Win regard to the value of the franchise con-
ferred by the recent act of Congress, the right
to run niong the rogte of railronds and mull
routes, I am Informed that the old monopolies
In thelr watoring procoess estimated the same of
the value of fifteen milllons of dolinrs, It
might bave been mere prewense, but thus they
then estimated its value,

Of conrge every ome desires that the Western
Union Telegraph Compuny shall be fairly paid
for its work, but there is no man who would
not be in favor of, at least, trying honorable
competition in this business, and, indeed, the
passage of the National Toelegraph act has
already been the weans of slightly reducing
the former exorbitant tariff,

formed, sublect to oertain controlling provi-
glons, to be applied by the Postmaster-General,
