FROM EUROPE BY STEAMER.
THE GERMAN PARLIAMENT,

Specch of the Kll;_';-

Openlug of the Scusion—A Crowded nnd
Exelted Attendance.

The first gession of the German Puarlinment
wis opened o Berlin, on Sunday, Febraary 24,
by the King of Pruossia in person, On the rieht
©! the throve were the Crown Prince snd the
other royal princes, with the exception of Prince
Frederiok Charles, who took bis place among
the members of the Parliament. On the left of
the throne were the Federal plenipotentinries,
headed by Count Biemark, in military unitorm.
The Queen, the Crown Princess and her Royal
l;ltghnou‘_:-hlmt son, Prince Frederick Charles,
Prince Willilam of Baden, Prince Nicholas of
Nn.uau,' Prince Henry of Hesse, and almost all
the diplomatic body were present, and the nam-
ber of spectators wns very great,

The King of Prossia, who was received on
enfering with the most entLusiastic cheers,
read the foliowing speech from the throne:—

JHustrloun, Noble, aud Honorable Geotiemen of tha
North German Confederution:— It 15 s elevating mo-
ment lo which I pome among you, Mighty events
have braought 1t ahond.

The different parties of the Parliament were
holding preliminary con erences. The King of
Prossia pave an audience to the leaders of the
moderale conservative party, the Dukes Ujost
and Ratibor,

Baron Rothschild, member of the North Ger-
man Parhament for Frapkfort, had been re-
ceived by Herr Savigoy,

The King of Prussia appointed, as commis-
sioners 1o be present at the sittings of the Par-
linment, Counts Eulenberg, Heydt, Roon, aund
Savleny. This commission will be nnder the
Presidency of Count Bismark, and act in con-
eert with the representatives of the other
Governments of the Confederation.

A telegram from Berlin saya:—A deputlation
which has arrived here from North Sohleswig
bas been unable to #ee Count Bismark on ace
count of hiwe indisposition, and have not been
admitted to an audlence of the King. The de-
putation, therefore, handed in a written peti-
tion, praying that the stipulations of the Treaty
of Prague relative to the vote to be taken in
North Sohleswlg should be earried out, and that
until this could be done the administration of
the oath of alleginnece to officials in the Elbe
Duchblies should be suspended. A written ane
awer was retnrned, stating that the King could
not immediately give a definite reply.

‘ Letter by the Sultan ou the Situation.

The fndependanoe Hellenique, of February 14,
pubhsbies u copy of the following letter from
the Sultan to Muostapbha Neoli Puacha, on the
gituation of affairs in Crete:—

I jneed not tell you the irouble the revolt
organized in the Island of Candia Ly 4 2mull
number of ill-disposed persous hus given us,
and the prejudices which have resulted from
them towards the inhabitauts, us well as of the
blood that bas beenu shed., The want of success
on the part of our Government to prevent these
evils, the misunderstauding ol the paternal
advice addressed to the erring wmhabitauts, are
owlng to ill-disposed people, who will be' re-
sponsible before God and b fore the tribunal of
public opinion tor all the disasters thut have
taken place, for they are the cause of them.

Anthe direetlon of the German mind generally 1s
turned towards {macf- aud s labors, the Confedarste
Asngclatlon of the German Stutes will mainly sasuing
a defennlve character. The German movemaont lias
of recent years borne oo lostile tendenoy towards
our nelghbors, no striving safter conguest, bul has
arinen solely from the necesnity of affording the broad
domains from the Alps Lo the svs the fundsmental
conditions of fl'lilllf'h progress whioh the march of
davelopment in former ceuturisy has impedsd, The
Uerman races unlis only fur defense, and not for
aktack, and that their btrotherbood in also regurded in
shis light by sajacent nalions s proved by the frieudly
attitude of the mightest European btales, which soe
Germany, without apprehiension or envy, take pos.
nession of those sume sdvantages of A great polltical

New OnueaNs, March 9.—Mr. Foeat, of the
House of Iepresentatives, has presented add
tional acousations against Novernor Wells, 0
usurping the authority of the soveraign Stute 01
Loulsigna m tssuing o proclomation changindg
and presoribing quaslidcanons for votera 0ol
provided for in the Constitution, and in direct
violution of it; such proclamation not even
bemg signed by the Secretary of State. The
memorigl and charges were referred to a special
comwmitter of nine by & vole of yeas 74, nays 12,

The Speaker., Mr, Cage (Mr Lecds in the
chair), moved that the Senate resolation for 1he
creation of a Joimnt Special Committee, 10 whom
shall be referred all questions on Federal legis-
Intion, be tnken up nud concurred in.  The reso-
lutions are that the propused Commitwe shall
prepare for the consideration of the Legislature
all measures referring to Federal legislation
policy in regard 1o the Southern Stutes engnacd
in the war, and for “laying batore the Govern-
mente 0f this country and the world, lu oliain
but respecifol language, our solemn protes
ama'net the usurpation with which we
threatened,”

The Chair appointed on the committeo seven
representafives, with power to meet without re-
ferenee to day sossions of the General Assembly,
and exeused them while sitting {rom attendance
thereat,

A resolution was offered by Mr. Fogat past.
poning the muwicipal election of the 11th inst.,
which was pussed unammously nod sent to the

At the interview between General Sherldan,
Muayor Monroe, Licutenant-Governor Voorhees
and others, the Mayor desired the Generulto
i#sue an order that the election counld procaed
under the existing laws of the State, and that
no person conld vote except regiatered citizens,
The General replied that he had no anthority to
proclatm such orders; on the contrary, he
would consider it his davy, as District Com-
mander, 1o declare the election nall wnd void
under the law of Congress, He therefore md:
vised {hat the Legislature pasa a bill postpon-
ingthe election, aud the delegation coineided
with him,

POLITICAL TROUBLES IN LOUISIANA.
———

Differences Between State and Clty Aus-
thorities—Governor Wells Recognlizes
the Reconstruction Bill—Mayor Mon~
roe and His Police Oppose Him—Dan=
ger of Henort to Violence at the Elec~
tion To-day—Gen., Sheridan Prepared
for the Emergency.—Later: The Klec=
tlion Postpomed —All Quiet.

Wasmmwaron, March 10,—Advices received
here irom New Orleans indicate that the situa-
tion there is eritioal, and that a riot to-morrow
may be imminent, General Sheridan has made
every preparation that the emergencies of the
case demand, and will probably be abla to avert
the threatened difficulty. Two new regiments
of colored troops, the 1st Regular lnfnulrg. and
one old regiument of colored troops, two batte-
ries ot arlillery, and a battalion of cavalry,
comprige the foree at his command.

Mujor-General Joseph Mower, tormerly of the
Twentieth t‘or[u. Army of Georgin, General
Kunutz, of cavalry lnme, und General Baldy, are
all in New Orleans, and will be on duty in case
their services are required, The immediate
cuuse for the anticipated outbreak is a contict
between the munieipal and State authorities,
Governor Wells, ¢laiming authority under the
Sherman Reconstruction bitl, which provides
that the ! resent Slate Governments of the South
shull be deemed provisional only, has issued s
proclamation virtually declaring himself to be
Military Governor of the Siate, and hss recis-
tered an oath of office berore the United States
Dietriet Court 1o that effect.

In the same proclsmation he orders that the
police and parochial oflicers shall obey the
authority of no one bat General Sheridan

himself, and the Recorders of the Mumicipal |

Courts.
The Recorders, although elected bi' the
people, have submitted to Governor Wells' de-

cision regarding hi2 suthority under the Re- |

construction bill, and will therefore execute
his orders,

The other municipal anthonties, however, do
not submit to i1t, aud the Mayor, John T.
Monroe, and the Cloef of Police, Colonel

A Man Instantly Killed with a Dirk
by a Courtésnn—A General Meloo.

About & quarter to 12 o'clock Jast night, an
strociovs murder wis perpetrated in & house of
ul-fume, of which a uotorious courtesan, Sarah
Colller, s mistress, No, 520 State street,

The victim, Michael Bpar, & German, had long
been an hnf\.tuul frequenter of the house in
question, ana iast nleht wis there about three
hours previous 1o his death,

The tacts, us we learn them, are these:—

Spar had been on terms of great intimacy with
a gt pumed Emmae Hownrd, who has used the
afiascs of Granl and Herbert trom time to time,
and has lived in this houss for shout six
monthe, Last evenine, he spent much of hie
time in bher room, ana those in an adjacent
apuriment, samong whom were a number of
men, besides several attaches of the esgablish-
ment, heard the two in conversation, which was
not carried on in a very riendly way. Notbing,
however, wis thought of (L at the time, and the
party were s0on togetner \n oue room,

The won:an Grant had a pack ot eards, which
she wue shuffling and throwing about the room,
and whbich she tinally handed to Barah Jollier,
with ihe request that ber fortune be told, Spar
and Emma were st this time irleadly enougn,
und entered into the occupation of the moment
with considerabie iaterost, Sour wid thon
sitting on the bedside in the privite apartment
of Enima, and she was beside him, sested on o
chair. The mimress of the hoose ook the puck
fiom the paods of Emma aod commenoced to

From the hour of leaving the polnt of em-
barkation, we were favorably impressed with
the kind, eourteous, and gentlemanly bearing
ol the captain of the stesmer, and dorlug the
vovage repested instances were presented to us
ot his nb!ﬁucﬁ us & thorongh seamnn and skilful
navigator, Everything was most prosperous
and agreeable until the lst instant, n the
morning ot that day we entered New lulet, N, C,,
and in spswer to a sienal for a pilot, one
boarded the vessel gome twelve miles from the
bar, and in my hearing Captain Everson asked
him (the pilot) if he was a bur pilot. He replied
inthe affirmative, and asked the draft of tne
ghip.
