That Henator Sherman’s Reconstruction bill
is not sovere enough in its provisions to suit
gome people, luur even wany living in the
Bouth itself, is daily ovidencod by letters ro-
ceived by ultra radical Senstors and Re-
presentatives.  Senator Sumner, in his efforts
yesterday to get his new declaratory resolu-
tions through the Senate, =tatesthat the really
loyal people in the lately Rebel States were
utterly dissatisficd with Sherman’s bill, and
demumnded further guarantecs from Congresa,
He said he had regeived letters from John
Minor Botts, Judge Underwood, and other dis-
tinguished Joyalists of Virginia, showing this
feeling.

“alse conception.” Kellev'srosolution, offered
in the House, mends the matier o good deal;
but let me besecoh you pot only (o give us regs-
tration, but a yore by close ballot instend of
vita vooe, AR we have 1 an this State, Unless
this I8 chunged we cunuor bring one-lourth of
the loyal white vots to tlie polls for fear of the
social efect on themeelves and tamilies, and
the effect nlso on thelr busipess pursuits, [
