not pxcesding tifty thousand, &0 tha: the whole

dites, and certnin interrogitories addressad to
them fo which anewers wers required. One of the
Interregmiorive nddressed to myself wias in these
words, vig—«Will youn, If slectéd Ohlef Mugis-
trivte of Pennsylvanin, falthfally exert tha power
of your adminisiration to defeat nny und every
atempt mnde, by legislation or otherwise, for
the monppoly mud confrol, by sauy one corpo-
sorntion, of she rTallroud policy of the Statel
!l'u which 1, in good faith, replied, «that while I
belleve it to be improper to bilig the influsnce ot
the executive depirtment Lo bebr upon the Legis-
lature, In anticipation of ite nction, exospt in the
wiy of recommendition, 1 am heartily opposed to
the crention of nuy monopoly of the rmlrosd sys.
tem of the Siate, or giving any artticial body,
crented by (he law, powers which would place it
above und beyond the rench of the Leglslntura,™
Apd in my reply 1 further stated that dine spirit
of monopoly 1u this and other matters shouid be
discouraged in o republicsn government, and 1
bave no sympnthy with nouy poliey which may be
designoed for it encouragement.”™

And lu spenking of rallroad companlies I further
remarked, Swhile these corporations continus to
nct their part ns public servants, they should be
garefully protected. They sthould not be permit-
ted to-overstep their Ipgitimate funotons, AR crea-
tures of the law, they should obey, and be, in
every respeoct, subservient to the luw."

In fdccordance with the doctrines thuos pro-
nounced the puoblic have rendered their verdict,
and expect of me asirict complisnees of the pledges
then given. These are not new doctrines or prin-
ciples. Thoey were feariessly enuncinted jo the
Incipient part of the campiign, and were discussed
freely by the people, by the preéss and by publle
apwirra gererslly throughout the State, 1 feel
thit I am solemuly bound to obey these pledgas,
and I bave no desire or intention to evade or dis-
obey them, The people may vest satistied and ns-

ness upon the rond and its connections, and for
such other pur‘puues conneotad with the business
as the bourd of directors of sald company muy
deem expedient, it shall be Jawiul for the said
board of airectors, from time (o time, to issus nd.
ditionnal shares of capital stock of ssid company,
to such amonnt as they muy determine, nnd o ap-.

One of the ohjeots of this billis, for its farther
incrense of the capital stock, LO Télre il present
indebtedness, which, according to thé president
and director's last annual report to the company,
is upwards of twenty.zix million dollars, Thus,
in thas way alone, Ilncrehsing the stock over one
hundred and thirty per ceptum, saond moles it
amount o over forty-six million dollars. Buat
this is not wil. Itis furcher intéended 10 incrense
the business facilities upon its roads and connec-
tions, “and for such other purposes connected
‘with its business as the directors may deein expes
diant."

‘Were this bill to beoame a law, 1o 'whnt amount
may not the directors extend the capital stock,
with such unlimited privileges! To what branches
of business ghall it be conflued, and to what may
it ot be extended! And where 18 the power 10
keep it within its legltimate functions If it should
desm it proper to depart from them! Its traman-
dous power, in irresponsible hinds, would bé un.
Ihmited and uncontrollable by any other power
short of revolution. It has already obtalned, in
the various ehartered privileges, the préoscupsncy
of nenrly every possible radlropd route in FPenn-
sylvanin, with the privilege of brauches and Int.
eral ronds in A Iarge majority of the countivs,
As shown by official reports, it has, besides
nearly eleven hundred miles of roads in Peunsyl-
wyanin, ite extensions to Mariettn, Columbus snd
Oineinnatl, Onhle, and to Ohiengo, Ilipols, snd
ftoldas large and, in some instspces, controlling
amounts of stock In other rallrond comphnles,
‘When such extriordiniry powers are nttamprad to
be granted for an uniimited period, I consider it
palpably conrury to the spirit and intention of
our iustitutions, The present directors, it muy be
assumed, ure honorable gentlemen, for they assert
they have good intentions for the public interests,
as well ns for Lthose of the company; but thme may
effect n change, and & new Board, that may not
recognize its duty to the stockholders and to the
rights and intarests of the people; and forgetting
its patriotism, might be found arrayed against the
country when ite gervices were requiied. It is
not un impossible hypothesis that its onpital stock
might be extended 10 one thousand millions of dol-
lars, or even to an smount equal to the present un-
onal Indebledness.

The whuole control of the institution, and of the
isaue of Ha bonds, necessarily lie in the bhunds of &
few direotors, und not in those of the stockholders,
whose real intereste should bhe represented. The
fucllivies by which any board of directors could
Pperpetuate power io its own hands might be an in.
Yiung temptation o mr-lm[h_vi:.'.-' Or enEross o sulll.
clsnt number of shares of stock by purchase, snd
proxies from pon-residents 10 confidingly given,
or perhaps by traudulent lssue, Lo control the vote
of the stockholders. The same bourd might by faly
menne thus be perpetunied, or by n daxtorous mix-
ing or misrepreasenting ofaccounts, with not much
risk or responsibility on their part, might franduo.
lently control foréver the aifhire of the compuny,
In my opinion the xtockholders themselves, who,
like the people In our form of government, nre the
true source of }nuwm' should elosely examine (nto
the respounsibllities just presented If they would
preserye and perpeiuate thelr own rights within
the corporation,

1 am not aware of any instance where n com-
pany has been destroyed by the immedisis action
of its stockholders, but where (0o much power his
been pliced in the hands of diractors und olllosrs of
reckless, speculative and adyenturons charactar,
the instances of fallores and disgrace are almost
fnnumerable. In all the bearings Which can be
tiken upon this measure, in the event of the dirsc.
tory of the road passing into the hands of smbl.
tlous and unscrupulons men, 1 cun ses nothing
but an eventunl inonopolization of ull the mlrlruuu

rivileges of this Stats, and perhaps of the United
gtnmn. and “sueh other purposes copnectad with
its business ns the bourd of directors of said cotu-

y may deem expedient,” Thay beitng their
own judges, what might not be considersd us con-
neoted with thelr business! May not sny and
almoest every branch of industry-—masuficturing,

ricultural sud commercinl—be included?

sach ramiflcations (n the business departments ol
the country, and soch unlimited capital, thers
might be reason Lo tremble for the purity nnd wiancs
ity of ounr elections, or what {s equally as bad,
that our Governors, legisintors and othsr Siate
authorities might be affected with the blandish-
ments of its powar, its olfices and its wealth.

gorer.” They could, in a word, make thelr orgaai-
