SENTIMENT OF THE SOUTH.

The Great Men of the Confederacy on the
Situntion—Opinions of Lee, Hood,
Buckner, and Wheeler—6ood
Advice to the Southern
People, Ete. Eie.

Gonernl Lwe.

Lwararox, Va., Murch 81, - Alter & tardy and
digagreenble ride over the most miry roand, from
the Natursl Bridge to tms place, that It has
ever been my misfortune to witness, T arrived

here this evening, having accomplished a dis-
tance ol fourteen miles in seven hours, whiok
will give a feint Iden of fhe horribie state of the
rouds in thie country, Haviog a letter of in-
troduction to General Lee, 1 called at s resi-
dence late this evening, and was received by
bimself in a kind but eourtly und digonified man-
per. 1found bim to be all that bhas been said of
him as & gentleman, and very shortly telt com-
pletely at vase In his presence.  He was affable
aud very agreeable, and scemed to be well in-
tormed upon watters in bis immediate locality
and the condition of the State goneraily, m
whioch he takes the deepest interest, the welfure
of tho people being evidently most at heart, He
discuesed, withont suy reserve whatever, ail
subjects on this head. The General said he be-
leved the people in this section were probably
in & better coudition than those in slmost soy
other part of the Btate, none ol them beink 1o
actoal want of the neccssaries of life. Some
cuses of extreme destitution had recently been
biought to hig notice by letter, in the Sonth-
ern portlon ot the State, snd he mentioned
one family of distinetion who were sullering.
He alvo related with some feeling the case of
a lady in Alabama, who had writien to her som,
then at hig college, to come home immediately,
a8 she could no longer afford to pay his fees,
and stating that of all the negroes they had had
every onc had deserted her save one, even those
whom she before considered most faitatul. This
wie on the lino of some railroad, by which the
negroes in its vicinity bad nearly all emigrated
to other Stutes, Speakiug of 1he colored popu-
iatlon, to whom he is sironely attactied, their
propensity to cougrerate In tosns and cities
was to be deplored, rather than to work steadily
on furms where their labor was at the preseat
time #0 essentinl, and where they would be
amply remuverated, A great many healthy,
able-bodied mien in this town wore living on the
earnings of tbeir wives, who washed for the
studenta at college, while they could obtatn
plenty of work in the couvtry. The Genernl
also remarked (hat a letter he bad received from
Gen, Hampton had mentioned that & great deal
of destitution existed both in South Carolins
and Miseiesippl, His politics ace, like those of
General Grant, unknown, and, like that officer,
he has a decided objection to be spoken,of in
connection with polliical affars, I remarked—

. “General Hampton has been giving some sensi-

ble advice to the vegroes in Columbis,” To
which he replied—*S0 I huve heard. They
will soon, doubtiess, be eble to judge for
themselves, and should be e¢docated to such n
stundard.” Kuowing his reticence with regard
to matters politic, I alluded as delicately as
ssible to the reports thut have recently
en promuigated in the newspapers purpori-
Ing to give his views #e to the course the
Sputhern people should pursue under the pre-
fent cirounmstances, when he said:—**You must
excuse me, sir, from expressing myself upon
that subject. My positiou 1 a very peculiar
one. Tam a paroled prisoner, and bave no right
to speak upon political matters; and anything |
may have said has only been among my imme-
dinte circle of friends, from whom it doubtiess
escaped unintentionally und reached the news-
paper.” | then remarked, “Lbe reports alluded
to have been published in the entire press of
the country, und in this way will have a decided
effect with the Boathern people,” which elleited
the followine:—*'1 wish the Southern people to
take such measures aa will most speedily restore
them to their prosperity. With that view I was
in favor of a convention to aceept the terms of
the Military bill, but now I learn that the Sup-
Elemenmr_v bill  places that power in the
ands of the miluary commander.” 1 re.
marked such was the ocave, when he said,
“I hope that every citizen who can vote will
vote B0 as to secure the apeedy restoration
aud wellare ol the country.” During our con-
vereation the General eald he disliked being
paraded before the public in newspapers; but of
such mmportance &and general interest to the pub-
Iic are his opinions at the present time, that I
jeel it n duty to give them so far as I sucoeeded
in obtaining them in a far and legitimate man-
ver, He confines himeell 1o his own sphere of
duties, und never even rewds a newspaper,
s0 that what Le kpows ol the situation is

beard in enoversation with others. He re-
warked that be bheard the Legislature
were 1o resssemble, but  he thought if

the business of the session wns completed they
would be more wise in staying at home—asn
opinior in which numerous citlzens of Virginia
will concur. It is & noteworthy fuot that while
at all previous sessione of the College and Tnati-
tute here quarrels and disturbances between the
gtudents and cadets were of [requent occurrence,
such is the influence of General Lee's pre-
sence, and so great is the respect in which he is
held l)y al), that they will make any sactifices
rather than have a quarrel that might reach his
ears, and now a spirit of emulation for good
behavior is engendered between them,

General Hood,

Negw Opreass, March 25.—Genaral J. B, Hood
is now the head of n large commercial house in
this cily, He recoived me very cordially, and
expressed his views in 8 very candid and clear
manner. If1 do not mistake the tenor of his

conversation, he I8 in faverof & cheerful and
ready compliance on the part of the South
with the terms of the Sherman bil), and the act
supplementary thercto, He emphstically de-
c¢lares that from the Potomac to the Rio Graude
the people earnestly desire pewuce, prosperity,
and unity, aod that further resistapee to the
Government npever enlers thelr thoughts.
At tpe same time he feels that the
Bouth can mnever swallow the policy of
the radieals, which {8 so0 diametrically
at varlance with the Constitution as interpreted
hrv those who framed it. He nas never con-
pldered that the South should surreader any
right under the Constitution cxcepting alavery,
and that baving once more becoms good citl-
zens under the Union, they should be protected
m thelr righits of property, and not be asked to
become & to the distranchisement of
men they had selected to represent them in the
forum or the fleld. While he is very glad that
the South has not bad snythiog to do with
Eiviog the uegro the right of suffrage, bhelsin
juvor of gracelully yieldiog fo the demands of
Congress, snd giving (be negro the gﬂrilege of
voting, convinced s he is that the negro's
interests are synonymons with those of his old
master, gnd that he will vote the conservative
ticket throughout, The only fenr that he ex-
presses is tbat Congress may go further, and
contecate the {' rty of parties who particl-
gawl in the Rebellion, He is very firm in the

etlef that the negro will vote with the Southern
gﬂople unless Congress, by promises of con-

scating the property of Rebels for the benefit
of negroes, bids higher than the South for the
n vote. The Generul believes thas his people
:iﬂm generally reglater und exercise the fran-
chise privilege under lhe.l‘pw. und expressed the
hope that the people, Xorth and Bouth, will
unite in 8 delermination to keep the radical
majority strictly te the landwarks of the Qou-
stl uﬂonmmd lt.r;' l‘sluautlll:phlﬂCﬂl thnt;. that

loval to the Government of the United States,
or that they have uot accepted the verdict of
lead and iron in good falth,
General Buckner, of Kentucky.

This gentleman's views are somewhast pecullar,
He has always argued, and still insists, that
when any people are oppressed they should
reslst, and I neceesary use foroe for a redress of
grievances. He considers that the Rebellion
wae bogun at Washinrton, when encroschments
were made upon the Constitution and etforts
made 10 opprest the South, He declares thut
lie entered the service to resist usurpation, and
he still ndheres to the fdea that the Rebellion
was justiflable; yet he s for cheerfully accept-
ing the regulta, nand gracefully yieldive to such
demands ps the conquerors maao. provided the
manhood of the people is not jeopardized. The
General, in course of conversation, remarked,
*I thiok that the emdursnce of wroug that we
cannot avold s very different from making our-
selves porties with others to elfect wrongs, To
apply that to the present emercency—Con-
gress has deprived us of our constitutionul rights;
we ought 1o endure L as u patient people,
and bide a time when conservatism will restore
us to our former condition of things,” On the
queation of negrosuffrage, the General said the
south must cheerfully accept it, and ue the
negro at the polls, teaching them their interests
are identicsl with those of the whites; thut they
must consolidate tne people and send to the
sStute Convention men who truly express the sen-

|

timent of the people, which 18 opposed to dis-
irapchiging such men as Lee, Beauregard, and
Johunston, who were elevated to the positions
they filled by the voice ol the people. 1f men of
this class are to be disfranchised, the South
should not be parties to it, but let the responsi-
bility rest upon Congress, In answer to the ques-
tion whether he thought the negro vote would be
thrown for the conservatives, he spid;—*We can
divide the vote in the cities, bul in the Ssuntry
we oan vote the uegro easily.” He expressed
hig desire to see the South filled up by Indus-
triovs !aborers and capitalists trom the North
but he feared in & lew years this might result
disastrously, for his expericnce showed that
Notthery men, after & few years’ residence,
became even more ulira Southern than natives
of the soil, and the Soutnern people might have
difficulty {n holding them In check, He believed
most of the people would register and exercise
the Irancnise, butl they never wonld vote i §t
invalved the defranchisement of thelr leaders,
Let the radicals take the responsibility of that,
Before the Southern people became purties Lo
s0 great & wrong they should still remain oat
and suffer. “By adopiing the Constitutional
amendment,” hesald, “asproposed, aud sendicg
radioanls to Congress from thess States, we
wonld be tying the bande of the Northern con-
servatives, and lending ourselves 1o the over
throw of the constitutional Government of our
fathers, acts which we eanuot consistently eon-
sent to,"
General Whaeeler,

I called also upon Muajor-General Wheeler,
the celebrated cavalry ralder. The General, lo
uge his own words, is “in lavor of peace, seocn-
rity, and the unity of the Government,” He

declared that he was no politician, but the
war having ended disastrously to the South,
they should ncecept the verdict in good faith,
and, extending the hand of fellowship, unite
with all true putriots to maintain the Federal
Union and Sorpetuale its elory, I was very
much pleased with the spirit manifested by the
little sabreur, who Is evidently sincere in the
vicws he advanced. He declares that ever
#loce his parole he has eschewed politics, and
torned his attention to business, and that
every Southerner should endeavor to advance
the materinl interests of his country In prefer-
ence to quarrelling with the vyictors for the
purpose of securing better terme. — N, Y, Heraid,

THE FIRE IN THE NEW YORK ACADEMY OF MUSIC.

Further Particulars — Statement of a
Gentleman who Saw One of the Victims
—Dr., Scuff's Statement —-Condition of
Bwuflerers, Kto. Eto.
Notwithstanding the exertions mude to son-
ceal from the public the true state of affairs in
relation to the explosion which threatlened to
destroy the Academy of Music last Monda
night, siill the Heratd i enabled to furnish ad-
diiljonal fncte in connection with the accident.
The statements which have sappeared and the
rumors which have gitined currency, that only
one man, hus been injured, appear singularly
incorreet when the following stutements from
eye witnegses of some of the sufferers have been
perused:—

FROM A THIRD AVEXUE CAR PASSENGER.

About five minutes aflter the explosion of the
gas occurred on Mondny evening last, at the
Academy of Music, oue of the viclims, 4 boy
about filteen yuars of age, entered & Third ave-
nog car, in which I wus riding up town. The
boy's buir wae all siuged round nls head, and
his face was in & complete blister, from chin to
eyebrows, The passengers gotup on his enter-
ing and asked the cause. He told it ina ver
few words:—'""The gas,” he said, “wihich hag
peen left turned on, by some oue's neglizence,
hud flled the room;, he weat in to light it, and
was blown oul of the place,” It wus o woander
that the Academy hud not been blown out, and
that the roof had not fallen in, thues causing a
genernl catastrophe. I think it showed great
heartlessness, to say the least of it, to send this
boy home to bis residence in Fifty-ninth street,
on 8 cold night, without first calling & doctor to
attend to his sufferings, The managers seem to
Lave no consideration for humamty,

Ascertaining shat Dr, Henry Beafl, of No. 109
Clinton place. had attended onejof the boys who
was burned st the time of the fire, he was
visited lnst evenlog for the purpose of learning
the condition of his patlent. The following ia
his siatement;—

DIL. BEXPF'S STATEMENT.

The boy whom I am treating for fnjuries sus.
tained at the fire in the Academy of Music last
Mouday night, is very daugerously burned about
the head, face, neck, both hands, and even In
the inside of the mouth, tougue. and the palate;
with care, after & long time. he will probably
recover, but it will require great care and at-
tention; I visit my patient daily,

The condition of James Cox, whoss stalement
appeared yedterday, s somewhat improved.
His fatber called at the Academy of Music
yesterday in order to see if he could obtain an
redress for tbe injuries received by his son, 4n
he reoeived little or no satistaction, Mr Cox
fecls very much aggrieved ut the treatment he
has received,

The other boys, 80 far ns ascertained, who
were burneéd were much in the same condition

ANOTHER TERRIBLE TRAGEDY.

A Bhocking Exhibition of Parental
Cruselty—Little Girl Beaten to Death by
her Father,

Toe Chicago Tribune of Tuesday comes to us
with the story of another ghild-whipping ¢3¢,
the “‘hli'lﬂﬂk proving (atal, It saye:—

"lutelllgence was on Bunduy afternoon con-
veyed 1o the Police Station 1o the efect tha' &
little girl of ten years, nnmed Loulsa Barkbans,
& deughter of Willlam Barkbaus, bad dled very
suddenly that morning, and wus then lying st
the house No. 205 Morean sirest, on {he coruer
of Fourth sireet. The Coroner at once pro-
ceeded 10 the loeality, He found living in the
house a Norwegian (nmily, who, in _aoswer to
bis inquiries, said that the body of the dead
child was Iying in s bed-room on the ground
floor, which, with a front room, they had sub-
ronted to Barkhaos; that the fatber and mother
of the girl had gone away early that morniog
together, He and the Coroner went into the
tirst of the two rooms, Leading back from this
wis a small room-s0 small thal the bed

which stoud within lelt scarce space enough lor
the opening of the deor, The ticking had been
lolded up noar the head of e bed, and resung
with the bead and body upon it, lying diszo- |
nally meross the bed, on its face, lay the corpse
of (he aead child, m its night clothes. The
dress being bared down trom the shoulder, re-
venled a sight whbich might well onose the stout-
edt heart to sbudder with 1ll-suppressed horror,
The back was one miss of bloody welts and dis-
colored brinees, while the parments were stained
with the blood which had been extravasated,
und lay thick and clotty upon the gurince of the
skin. Turning the body wvpon 1ts back, the
specinele which met the gaze was yel more
orendful. ~ The neck bore plainly marks
a8 if a violent hand had clutched it fast
cavsing the blood to collect in  blue and
purple  epots, as under the printe of =
man's ingers, The breast was discoloved by «*®
snme wells of gore which marked the bock, su4
the abdomen wus streaked with blue and pur-
ple, such as blows from n rawhide cause, The
expression ol the face of the dead child was |
such as to Indicate that she had dled in all the |
sgony of a death painful and violvnt in the ex
tieme, The bali-open eyes were yet staring, not |
with vacanecy, but fall ot the expression ol wild
terror and the direst agony. From the face all
color bad vanished, The parents were gone no
one knew where., Before they had lett; how-
ever, and guided, perhapg, by the thought that
no inguiry would be wstituted as to wne doath
of the child, » coflin had been procured and now
lay open and ready to . receive the dead, in
the outer room, A beginuing had also been
made {o prepare the corpse for barial; for
fustened nbout the neck was a ciean
robe, sirangely contrasting in its  snowy
purity with the blood-stained and gore-clotted
garments which lay beneath it, The name of
the party who rented these apartments to Bark-
haus and his wife s Peterson, They sald that |
Barkhaus and his wife were Hollanders, who
bad come to this country last summer, and |
whose kuowledge of Engllsh was as yet very |
delective, Barkhaus is a carpenter, and the |
child was his only dsughler. The chidd had ’

geemed to them 1o be very qulet and inoffen-
sive, und, withal, very bright. Yet for all thus,
Barkhaus, whom they r¢presented to be a man
of sery strong passions, frequently beat his
child s0 severely that often her cries were
heard in the streef, On Saturdsy morning, Mrs,
Peterson eald, Barkhuus was heard whipping
the girl, It wos nine o'clock. The door of her
room was open, leading into » hall, from which
# door led inte the room of the Barkhaus lannly,
Blie could hear very readgily the sound of
the blows, the anpry voice of the futher, ocea-
tionally joined by words rrom the mother, and
above ull the sobbing of the cnild, She says
that the beating distressed her exceedingly.
The child seemed to be in great agonly. and the |
father, from his voice, to be ina whirlwind of
rage. Spe sase the beating continued almost
uniuterruptedly for nearly an hour, as it seemed |
to her, Finally, she was uvpable to endure it
any further, and was on the point of gomng in to |

OBITUARY.

Goeorge Wythe Randolph,

By ntelegram from Richwmond we learn of
the death of George Wythe Randolph, a erand-
son of Thomas Jefterson, and distinguished dur.
ing the late war as the Contederate Secretary of ‘
Waur., The decensed wps a nauive of Virginiu,
and received a military edoucation at (we be-
lHeve) the Virginia Military Institute, He also
studied law, and at the outbreak of the Rebel-
lion was pursuing his profession, and ranked

among the ablest speakers and debaters
at the baur of the old Common-
wealth, DBeaog an ardent supporter of the

reoession movement, hostilities had scarcely
been insugurated before he raised a comrmiy of
artillery, serving with distinction and being
rupldly promoted to the rank of Brigadier-
@cuersl. In 1862, upon the reorganization of
the Covfederate Cabivet, General Randolph was
offered and acoepted the vosition of Secretary
of War, He entéred upon his duties with vigor
and determination, and under his skilful flmin-
istration the Confederate army, which had
been rapidly becoming demoralized, soon re-
covered 1ts efficiency, and was enabled to force
MeClellan from hils position in front of Ricu-
mond. The long train of victories which
attended the Hebel arms during 1862 may be
attributed principally to the great adminlstrative
powers of General Rundolpb. He was too in-
dapendent, however, 1o satlsfy Jefferson Davis,
and a quarrel between the two resulted in his
tendering his resizuation, which was accepted,
and Mr, Seddou appointed to i)l the vacaney.
From the day Geperal Kandolph resigned the
downfall of the Conlederacy commenced, and
i1 is doubtfal i o reinforcement of one huodred
thousand men weuld have done the Uuion cause
a8 much rood as did his retirement. For several
