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The False Prophacies of Conservatism,
In looking back over the history of the groat
struggle for equal rights in this vountry, now
80 happily approaching its culmination, one
cannot but ‘be interested in obsorving how
wonderfully all the predictions of the pro-
slavery conservatives have been falsified.
The prophets of despotism have proved as
Iying as those of Baal of old.

We can well remember, in the early days of
the auti-slavery movement, when Garrison
raised the banuer of immediafe and wuncondi-
tional emancipation, how the universal raply of
the conservatives was, that such & measure
would be followed by a general massaore of
the whites by the blacks. That the slaves, if
suddenly liberated, would “‘out the throats™
of their mnaslers, Wie lllli\'t'l’h(l”j’ assumed to
be indisputable. It in vain that the
example of immediate cmancipation in the
British West India Islands was pointed to,
where the chains were struck from EOU,000
Luman beings in one day, without even so
mich a8 a single case of assault and battery
to mar the event, Conservatism was willully
blind, and could not see,

was

This false idea of the tremendous danger
of immediate and unconditional emancipation,
haunted and possessed the public mind down
to the promulgation of the Emancipation I'ro-
olamation by President Liucoln. Even that
great and good mau shrank from the experi-
ment; and he exhausted every effort to indoce
the States themselves to enter upon gradual
emancipation before he could be brooght to
take the final step. And even then he did it
with a trembling hesitancy, and with an appa-
rent donbtfulness of how the act would be re-
garded by mankind, whicl, in the clearer light
of already accomplished results, seems alinost
inexplicable.

Well, the day of emancipation came, suod-
den, immediate, and unconditional, startling
as a “fire-bell in the night.”” Where, now, were
the long-predicted excesses—the violenoe and
outrage, the murder and blood ? Fictions of
the imagination all. Although the country
was at the time shaken by the convulsions of
war, and the opportunities and induncemonts
to disorder were great, yet the conduct of the
freedmen was, and has been ever since, so far
a4 the commisgion of wrong upon the whites
is concerned, such as to extort the nawilling
meed of praise from their very enemies. The
truth ia, there never had been a time in our
oountry when the immediate and uanoon-
ditional abolition of slavery would not have
been feasible, wise, and bencficent. The oppo-
site assertion was an invention of the snemy,
without foundation either in philosophy or
fact.

Another of these pro-slavery predictions
was that emancipation would be followad by
a general influx of the freedmen juto the
Northern States. The North was to be over-
run by these dusky laborers, who were to
flock into the land like locusts for multitude,
driving the white laborer from his work by
their unhealthy competition, and consigning
Lim to enforced idleness and want. This is a
bugbear with which Jack Rogers and his ilk
Lhave hardly yet got through scaring New
Jursey Copperheads. But this, like the
slaves cutting their masters” throats out of
gratitude for being set free, has proved itself
a fnlse prediction. The black man is a native
of a warm climate, and left frew to seek the
home of his choice, naturally tends towards the
tropics. Emancipntion las besn followed by
nuo perceptible intlux of former slaves from the
Bouth.

Another favorite i'l!ib'lll]l.]llil_l!l of our pro-
slavery writers and spenkers was, that ina
state’ of freedom the blacks would not work.
The slave lash, or the fear of it, was the
only thing that could get afair day's work
out of a negro. The whole fabric of Soathern
industry was supposed to rest necessarily on
the alave. This, too, has heen proved false,
It is found that wages, labor's universal stimu-
lant the world over, are just us effoctive with
black men as with white men.  And although
the reorganization of Soutliern industry ¢
the basis of labor attended
with many difficulties and drawbnoks, yat the
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negro which leads to his exclusion from Lhe
oars, Sounthern leaders now vie with one
another in the assertion that the races are
mutual friends, and not enemiss; that their
interasts are common, and not diverse; and
that the possession of eivil and politioal
equality by the blacks is a matter of mere
justioe and right, not at all inconsistent with
the highest good of the whole country, Negro
suflrage has proved to be oil upon the troubled
waters of Southern soclety. Nome of the evil
results propliesied by the conservatives have
come to pass or are likely to come to pass.
Instond thereof, an ara of good feeling and of
the expression of generous and humane senti-
ment has besan introduced, hitherto unparal-
lolled in the South, The polivy of the radicals
Las boen demonstrated to have buesn all the
time fensible and wise, Instead of outraging
the South, Congress has conferred upon her,
in the Reconstrmotion bill, the groatest of
Dlessings.

Whiat a verdiot of imbeollity and ignoranse,
of want of humanity and lack of stalesman-
ship, dous this brief rotrospect ronder against
otir proud and vaunting conservative politi-
glang! They are shown to have totally mis-
apprehended the times in which they live,
They have not understood the spirit of the
age. They have clung to the darkness of the
past, rather than turn theiv faces towards the
dawning light of the future. They have
lncked faith in humanity, faith in the groat
principles of human liberty, faith in the dio-
tates of eterpal fustive. They have been falso
prophets of evil, servants of despotism, ¢ne-
mies of the peopls, laggards in an age of pro-
gress and fossils in u time of growth,
verdiot of history will be that they did all that
they conld to stay the march of a great nation
towards the goal of civil liberty, and to arrest
the beneflcent progress of the human race
towards knowledge and fresdom and light.

Montana—Prospects of the Mines.
Apvices from Montana give a very promising
account of mining affairs there this season,
Heretofors the main product from that Ter-
ritory has been from gulch and placer
mining; but last year several quartz mills
were erected upon the ledges with which the
country abounds, and have proved very sue-
cegsful,  The number of these will be largely
increased during the season, and the pros-
bable of gold will much
larger than ever before.

Montana has one advantage in the favorable
sgricultural charsoter of her soil and olimate,
which must contribute largely to the succvss,
by diminishing the expense, of mining opera-
tions in her midst. She will soon be in a posi-
tion to supply herself with a good part of the
agricultural products required for her people.

Ax Impesmxe Foreex Wan.—The general
impression among those who make European
politics a study seems to be that, before the
termination of the present year, the Continent
will once more be involved in war, The con-
duct of Prussiais such as to render such a
step probable on the part of France. In fact,
we cannot but see that a successful war with
Prussia has becoms essential to the stability
of the Napoleonic dynasty. The publication
of the secret treaties of August, and the
scathing debate in the French Chamber on the
policy of the Emperor, have given two great
incentives to his warlike ambition; while the
indignation of Von Bismark at the purchase
of Luxembourg by France will probably lead
either to war or a retraction on the part of the
purchaser, To back down again before Frus-
sia would endanger the hold of the Emperor
on the affections of the French people. Hence
we anticipate, notwithstanding the lxposition,
we will gee another war before the close of the
year. With the two great powers of Lurope
pitted against each other, the fate of the Con-
tinent rests in the balance. How the scales
will turn who can decide !
