Grand Mass Meeting at Petersburg—
An Important Letter from
John Minor Botts,

The Petersburg (Va.) Express of yosterday
BAYS:—

“The long-talled-of grand ronss meeting of
the colored people of thls cliy and vieinity
eame off on Poplar Lawn yesterday, Thocrowd
In nttendanece was estimated st thres or four
thousand—composed of men, women, nnd ohil-
dien—a few of whom were whites, From an
untli hour In the morning until noon—the timo
of the opening of the meeting, colored visitors
from the country eame in on horss baolk, 1n bug-

1€6, earts, and wagons, and on foot, to swell
the erowd. The attendance of white eltizens
was small, comprising mostly those who
favored the objects of the mesting. One white
Ily was presont, and occupled a soat on tho
platform,”

I nodress you as members of the Hepublican
party, because, in the nature of things, yoa can
belong to no other than the great natlounl Re-
publican party of the United States, a parly to
which yon owe a debt of gratliude that neliher
¥you nor the generations Lthal are to coma after
you oAn ever forget or repay—to that party in
the North alone are you Inutebled for your
emancipation from bondage; and to that party
in tue South will you be indebied In the fature

¥ou as Republicans, because wo hold you to be

Governor Sharkey amd the Mississippl
injunction—The Alternative in Casethe
Billis Not Entertained—Another Show
of Realitance.

From the N, Y, Herald of to-day,

WasniNgron, April 9.—Governor Sharkey does
not fecl much encouraged by the present pros-
15 of his injunction bill before the Bapreme
urt, He is convinced there 1s an intention
on the part o1 the Court to evade the responsi-
bihity of deciding the case on its merits, and
{hat, if possible, it will be deferred, even If
entertained,until & deeision would avail nothing,
until ail the “mischief” it is futended to arrest
has been consummated in the complete over-
throw of the Southern States and the “‘de-
struction” therewith of republican govern-
ment in this country, as contemplated and
prescrived by the Federal Consuitution, But
he declares, in the most emphatic man-
per, that the Court shall decide the ques-
tions fuvolved in the bill m some form,
if bhe lives, whether it be reeable
tothe judees or etherwise; that Le will perse-
vere \n his purpose to that end while he lives,
and, it he should die before his task is finished,
he will turn in his grave to strengthen the
hande of those who continue the stroggle,
Liberty and Juw, he says, must not be suricken
down in this country without some one to pro-
test, or without an effort to preserve them, If
Le were not known and had not been known, at
home, here, and everywhere, as un uncondi-
tional Uwnion man, from the very outset of the
troubles between the two sections of the coun-
try, he would not have underinken the cham-
pionship of this measure of redress; outl being
guch, und always baviag been such, there can
be no objection to him personslly in counection
with the bill. _ x
Now comes the final resort in case deleat is
guilered in the present proceeding, or in case
it sball be so impedea as to render it useless
because too late; and it must be acknowledged
tnat the alternative 18 or will be sufficlently
startling and ndm}untv]j’ potent to procure s
decision on the allimportant questions raised
by the tall now presented, It iz nothing less
thun the indicument, aud consequent arrest
or attempted arrest of General Ord, the com-
mandant ol the district embracing Mississippi,
for treason ugainst the State. Such a pro-
ceeding, 1t is thought, will result in compelling
o final determination of the iasues between the
warties: and it certainly would sppear so, for
n such an event there must be judicial inter-
ference and adjustment, or the exerclse of
military despotism, in tact and n deed—the
very charge that is made against the act it is
sought 10 sct aside, BMilitary despovism is not
& necessity, except in case ol resistance, but
when resistance comes, such a despotism will
be found existing, perfect In ils powers,

Governoy Bhnri:cy regrets the supinensss ex.
bibied by many or the Southern Blutes and
leaders, asserting that in case such weuskness
becomes geperal the South is lost, and her citi-
Zen must jorever surrender their manhood and
sell-respect.  If there is auiﬂn of Infiuence in
him to prevent it, Mississippi shall not thus fold
ber arms apd submit to be manacled and led
captive into the outer darkuness of such a poli-
tical Egypt.

As to the merits of the question sought to be
submitted to the Court,Governor sharkey enter-
tains no doubl, The Constitution, he declares,
bias left nothing for conjecture or mistake on
the point involved, There can be but one result
when entertained by the Court. If be cau got
% hearing, if the Court will but consent to exer-
cise jurisdiction, hie has no fears, no misgiving,
The truth iz immutable, and the provizions of
the Constitution are unmistakable, Heoce there
i# no room for doubt, having sl contidence in
the Court, when ence be!‘orelit.

It Is proper to add that Governor
Rharkey specifically deutes that the President
had anything whatéver to do with the lnceptlon,
progreas, or consummation of the bill, He says
that he incldentally spoke of the late recon-
struction measures 10 the President when oall-
pg upon bim, and that he at the same time told
hr. Johuson that he should “sue” him. Nothing
further was interchanged on the subject. The
{des that the President is concerned in the mant.
ter had its source in the fact that Governor
Sharkey had been o long there in advance of
his application. But that fs explained when it
is stated that the bill was in reasdiness when the
