The pro-
gramme is simply a project for the revival of
ihe kingdom of DBolgarvia, extingt since the
fourteenth centory — an ancient Christian
power, overwhelmed and borne down by the

original irruption of the Tarks into Europe. It
thus proposes to read backwarda the melan-
choly ehapter of modern history that mades a
rreat Christian population the slaves of a bar-
mrons race, and to commence the reconstruc-
tion of that part of Christendom at the point
whera the sword of the fanatic stopped all
progress, The partionlars of the programma
merely indicate points in the constitution of
the projected realm; but these points aré sig-
nificant of the natnre of their origine  They
show that the project has grown up in the
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judgment would unhesitatingly prefar the
latter,  Kven if the advooates of repeal conld
carry evary slection, in every State, from this
time forward, this full mensars of politioal
success conld not affect the repeal of the law
short of four or live yeara, owing to the long
terms of the Senators. One.third of ths pre-
sent Senators go out at the end of two years,

supposing the forty-pecond Congress to meet

8o long as her move-
ment can take the shape of intervention for
the protection of oppressed Christians it will
commend itself 1o the prejudices of Europe
and all will be eary: but a Christian kingdom,
ruling all the lands from Hungary to Greece,
will be a bulwark ngainst ber, and her frst
great difliculty.

Itis understood that the Mississippi appli-
cation for aun injunction will be argued in the
Bupreme Conrt to-day. We suppose that
not even Judge Bharkey himself has any
ganguine hopes of the suceess of his applica-
tion; but if thers were one chance in & thou-
gand, he would probably feel bound to make
the attempt. If the law cannot be defeated

by this method, it can be defeated by nons;
for long before & repeal is possible, the law
would have spent its force. It would have
expired by the vomapletion of the new Htuts
organizaticns, .

The Perils of Maximilian.
From the Times,

Our Government has acted commendably in
interceding with the Republican authorities
of Mexico for the pervsonal safity of the K-
peror Maximilinn, The Austrian I'rince has
been for some time in a4 very dangerouns posi-
tion. 1t can hardly be said that he holds auy
part of Mexico besides Vera Cruz, Queretaro,
and the Capital. The former place he holds
by the most uncertain tenure. There is a
Liberal foree outside the city, and there are
Lardly anybody but Liberals inside; and it
only requires such & contingency as way hap-
pen at any hour to put bothoity and fortress
into the hands of Juarez. Things are not bet-
tor in the capital: and it is only through mar-
tial law that he is able to waintain even the
semblance of authority there, His presence
ut Queretaro with such an army a8 he pos-
sesses may be proof of his spirit and vourage,
but it is po security for his fortunes. The
defection of any one of his generals, (with all
of whom defection i a commonplgee aflair), or
o successful movement on the part of the
Liberal force which confrouts him, may leave
liim any day without a feet of Mexican soll
on which his life is worth u moment's pur-
vlinge.

The recent shovking action of some of the
Liberul Generals, and especially Escobedo,
shows that there would very surely be quick
work made with Masimiling, if canght, unless
the authority of Juarez, to whom our Govern-
went has appealed, were interposed in his
behalf.22It 15 not at all nonatural that the
Mexican Liberals should feel greatly exas-
perated against the Imperialists, The miserics
of the I'rench war of invasion have been exps-
rienced by every Mexican, and the atrovities of
such monsters us the French Dupin, were of a
kind certain to_ be followed by retaliation,
But inasmuch as our Uovernment never ¢easod
to remonstrate against Freéoch ontrages, it has
now a right to remonstrate with the Mexleans

| who would retaliate.

We have a right, moreover, to interceds
with the Mexicans in behall of Maximilian, on
the large ground that it was the power of onr
Governmenl whiol expelled the French from
Mexico. Had we not taken part with the
Mexicans, the French would huave annexed
their whole conntry as an Imperial provinoes,
and the French mode of pacifying Algiers
the meauns that would have besn
adopted of dealing with recaleitrant Mexicans,
Frean all this we have saved Mexico; aud our
word must therefore be anthoritative when
Wo interpose in behalf of the unhappy Prince,
whose fortunes aud misfortunes have certainly
uot beon of his own making.

It would be as well, %mm_-w.r, for Maxi-
wilian's friends to urge him to take speedy
advantage of this interpogition, and not delay
his departure till destruction overtakes him.

The Russian Treaty has bepn made public,
apparently without guthority, In the first
artiole the boundaries of the ceded torritory
are deflned; in the gscond {3 transferred to the
United States the title of all public property,
with the exception of thg (Greek Churches,
which are to remain the property of thelr
members; in the third, it is gtipulated that
the inhabitants, excepting univilized tribes,
shall, after three years’ residonce, be admitted
to citigenship of the United Biates, while the

our suthority; in the fonrth, the formal terms
of the exohange arg definad; the fifth pro-
videa for the withdrawal of Russian troops, in
the sixthy the cession of torritory and domi-
nion s declared to be free and anincumbered
by any ressrvations; and in the soventh, the
dute of ratifioation is fixed.

It is at loast a satisfaction to koow that the
treaty binds onr Government to no more than
the payment of a cortain gum in gold, and the
admisgion of Russian settlers to oitizenship,
and that any slight value the cestion may
have is not lessened by regorvations in favor
of British hunters and traders. To share the
questionable advantnges of the erritory would
be to yield them entirely, for there are some
things which are too small to be divided.
But though this is theoretically a satisfaotion,
practionlly it wonld have made no apprecia-
ble differonce to the people of this country if
all the traders in North America had bpen
given equal rights in the tervitory by the
treaty. In the deserts of Russisn Amerion the
hunters around the Geart Bear Lake will cara
little for the 141st dagres of weal latitude. We
gimply obtain by treaty the nominal possession
of lmpassable deserts of suow, vast traocts of
dwarf timber, frozen rivers, inaccessible
wountain ranges, with a4 few islands where
the olimate is more moderate, and & scanty
population is supported by fishing and trad-
ing with the Indiang,  Virtually we get, by
an expenditure of seven millions in gold,
Sitkn and the Prines of Wales Islands.  Adl
the rest is waste territory, and no energy of
the American people will be suflicient to mike
mining speculations in the sixtieth dogree
north latitude profitably, or to reclaim wilder-
nesseds which border on  the Arotle Ouveun,
We may make a treaty with Russia, but we
cannol make & treaty with the North Wind,
or the Snow King. A glance at the map will
show that this mighty acguisition; with the
exvoption  of aw fuw  izlands  scattered
along o mountainous and sterile shore,
lies above the sixtieth degres, and is divided
into nearly equal I.nrtlunn by the Arctiv virole,
Ninety-nine hundredths of Russian America
are absolutely useless; the remuining luu-
dredth may be of some value to the Russians
who settled it, but is caertainly not worth
geven millions of dollars to a nation alrendy
possessed of more territory than it can decently
govern, and burdenced with debt.  On the gon
trary, it is certain that the expense and trouble
of a Territorial government—or six govern-
wents, as we hear Mr. Seward proposes—in
this distant and inlespitable land, wonld far
ontweigh any advantage from its codflsh or
bear skins.  To Russia it was an incnmbrancs;
tons it wonld be an embarrassment, and by
the next session of Congress weo trust the folly
of the purchuse will be made so plain that the
House will refuse to mnke the necessary
appropriation.

The Ball Rolling.
From the World,

The returns of the local elections which we
printed on Wednesday show great Demoocratic
gaing ag compared with those of last year.
Albany, which gave only 533 majority for
Hoffman, elected a Democratic Mayor by over
1600 wnjority; and in Lockport, which gave a
majority of 107 votes for Fenton last fall, tha
Democrats elected thelr candidate for Mayor
by 270 majority, and three aldermen and three
gupervisors of the four of each that were
chiosen,

In most of the places carried by the Re-
pablicans their majorities are less than those
obtained by them at the preceding election,
whilg the Demoerats in several instances
increased their previous mujorities.  The
returns that have reached us fiom New
Jersey are quite meagre, though suilicient to
indicate that the Democrats have made sub-
stantial gains.

Those who have not yet learned “the lesson
of Connecticut,”’ should devote a little study
to the returns of the city election in Hartford
last Monday. In 18G5, in a total vote of 5435,
the radicals carried the city by 309 majority.
This year, in & total vote of 4738—the largest
vole ever cast in a city election in Hartford—
the Democrats gained a majority of 565, and
elected four out of six aldermen, and sixteen
of the twenty-four Councilmen, Leading radi-
cals confldently expected that this election
wonld be a repudiation of the Democrilic
State success of April 1, but the Democrits
actually added one hundred to their majority
of the preceding Monday, suggesting the pro-
