trimmead with white, quilted silk, bound at tho
walst with whilte cord nud tassels, The arms
were lald at full length vpon the body, and in
the vight hand was placed a besutifal white
ToRe, al the throat was a banoel of small flowers,
and a wreath at thoe fest,

The coffin wns coversd with bisck cloth,
Peautifally lined witn white satin;on tho sides
of the coffin were six gllver handles, and tha
SOREs ornuinented with sliver serows, T'he top
wal fastened down wilh serews of similar
make, On the cover wa<a plaln sllver suleid
bearine the mliowing & serlntinn:—

“Doroens Magliton, dled Aprll 25 1867, nged 02
yenrs,'

The fmoe ot the decsnsed looked very natural
regsombling one laking her natural reposs, and
nol the long sleep of death., Three of the biows
of the asqassin were plainly visible, the halr,
thongh low, belng unable to hide them from
view. One was lo the centre of the forehead,
over an inch in lenglh, extending to the
roold ol the halr; another o the right, some-
what shorter: the third, on the left 8lde of the
head, almost tonching the eorner of the eye,

asslng over the temple, some two and a balf
nehes in length, presonting & vory ragged ap-
pearance,

Al seven o'clock the door was thrawn apen to
allow the publie to behold, for the last thine, all
that remanined of the Inte Mes, Magilton, Thoe
Btreeot was donsely orowded with people of u'.ll
nges, colors, nnd ol ses; but the greatest orilbr
wins malntained, and nil confusion avolded, for
which great credit ls due to the oflicers of the
pollee 1oree,

From the hounr the puablic were admitied
il ten o'clock, when the door was olosad,
. copstant siroats was pouriog in, but bun-
dids were nnable to grin admittanes,

The doors belng closed, the Rew, Mr, 'eters, of
the Third Buptist Uhureh, of this elty, deliverad
the funeral nddress, He spolke of the deceased
fn the warmest terms, recouniing several naots
of eharlly unknown to her frlendsand relatives,
Haoving known her for years, he could frecly
say ghe was a good wife, mother, friend, and a
good Christian, He then addressed himself to
the bereaved family (n words of consolation and
comfort, after which he delivered a prayer, and
thelid of the coffin shut forever from mortal
?J;oa &he form of a beloved wife, mother, and
tiend,

On leaving the house, the street was found to
be crowded to such sn extent that the oMeers
were required o press back the dense mass,
The heuarse, followed by earrvluges coutalnlng
the monrners, sud by an lminense erowd, pro-
ceeded to the Philanthrople Burylng Ground,
below the Prison, where the corpse was inter-
red with the rlies of the BHapilst Chureh, of
which Mrs. Magliton was o member, The fame-
ral was conducted by Mr. 8, F. Butler, under-
taker,
