The citizens of London are about to conler
distinguished honor upon tne eminent American
banker ana still more eminent punaiitnropiat,
by the erection of a statue of himself, not yet
to his memory, but in testimony of their sense
of his virtues. A public meeting was held at
the Mansion House, where Sir Benjamin Samuel
Phillips presided, and where it was resolved, in
testimony of the deep feeling of gratitude enter-
tained by the oitizens ot London towards
George Peabody, Esq., tor his munificent dona-
tion of 250,000 for the benefit ot the industri-
ous poor of London, a public statue be erected
in some conspicuous place within the city of
London.

rUXNIAG MOTTOES OF THE Bill- -

T1SH AlilSTOCHA V Y.
Au English paper says: "We have been

struck, in glancing over the puges of Dcbrelt's
Illustrated feerarie, published by Dean A
Sou, of Ludgate Hill, London, with the number
ot noble families who introduce the family name
into the motto borue with their arms; for in-

stance, we have the Duke ot Devonshire, whose
family name is Cavendish, taking for his motto
Vavendo 'Julvs (Secure by rautiou), while Lord
Waterpark, descended from the same family,
carries the same motto. Lord Lyvedcn (Ver-oon- )

takes Vernon semper vtret, which may b
translated as Vernon always flourishes, or it
miiht be written Vtr-no- n sempir tint, sprine
does not always flourish; this somewhat ego-
tistical motto is also Lord Vernou's. Thon
we have Lord Byron (Byron), Crede ISijron
(Believe Bvron); Lord Lyons (LyonO, Noli
xrritare Ico'nes (Do not rouse the lions); the
Duke of Buckingham (Temple), 1'emola quam
ditecta (How beloved are thy temples); Earl of
Ellenborough (Law), OomposUum jus fasque
unimi (Law and equity); the Earl ot Cluncarty
(Le Poer French), Du u pour la Trench qui con-ir- e

f (Cod lor the French: who is against Him ?)
Earl Fortescue (Fortescue). Forteculum salus
ducum (A Miong buckler is the safeguard of
generals). This motto is said to owe its origin
to a Sir Richard Forte (from whom this family
claim descent) having protected William the
Conqueror at the battle of Hastings by bearing
a strong shield before blm; hence the name,
Forte aud escue, a shield. It is also used by
Baron Clermont, a descendent of this family.

"The motto ot Lord Fairfax (Fairfax), is Fare
fac (Speak aud act). The barony of Fail fax,
one of the oldest in the Scotch peerage, is In-

volved in much obscurity the residence ot the
present peer, as well as his brothers and sisters,
beiiig unknown; the late peer seems to have
been a c lerk in the Supreme Court of California,
i'trhaps without exception the best family
name motto is that ot Earl Man vers, whose
familv name Is Plerrhpont, which is thus written
in toe motto (Repose in pious con-
fidence); in Lord Monteagle's motto, the pun is
on the title, the family name being Spring Rice,
Alte fert aqvita (The eagle mounts with me on
high); Lord Fermoy (Roche), Mon dieu est ma
Hoche (My God 1b my rock); the Earl of Rnnis-killc- n

(Cole), Devm cole; regem serva (Worship
God; serve the king); the Earl of Abergavenny
(Nevill), Ne vile velis (Form no mean wish);
the Earl of Hopetoun (Hope). At spes non fracta
(Hut my hope is not broken): the Earl of
Westmoreland (Fane), ZVe vile fano (Disgrace
not the altar).

"Many mottoes possess an almost historic in-

terest; take for instance that epic comprised in
the arms of the Harlot Choi perdown we allude
to the sailor who supports the sinister side, aud
who, to quote Debrett, 'is meant to represent
James Crawford, a native of Sunderland, who,
durinsrthe battle of Camperdown (for the first
earl wiested his coronet d in the ser-
vice of his country), climbed up the stump ot
the mainmast of the Venerable (flagship), and,
although the rigeing was shot away under bis
feet, kept his position, and.no less than seven
times during the action nailed ud the admiral's
(first Viscount Camperdown's) flag, after it hud
been shot away. The present earl's father, on
the recent death of this brave sailor, had for-
warded to him, by James Crawford's desire, the
silver medal which had been presented to him
lor his gallant conduct, to lasten to the flag
which is still in the possession of the family.'

"The Coinbermere crest ana motto ten
another gallant tale; 'Salamanca' will be a
irnrri nf ruiwer in English ears so loner as
military glory finds worshippers; the Erskine
motto is 'Trial bv jury.' rather an appropriate
one lor. perhaps, the most persuasive ot advo
cates and best of Lord High Chancellors; the
Kvmouth motto. 'Aimers.' needs no explana
tion ; the crest J)ea adjutanle (Hod being my
heloeri seems particularly appropriate to the
Eallant commander, the first Viscount. Vis
count (iouuh offers quite an embarrns de
richesses; lor mottoes we have, for the arms,
Tarila: and for crests, Gooierat, China, Barossa,
and lastly, Clear the way, not by auy means the
least appropriate."
