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THE PENNSYLVANIA HOSPITAL.

Its Origin, History, and Progress, from
1760 to the Fresent Time —The
Yarlous Viclssitades It has
Undergone, and the Good
it Has Done,
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Origin and Objects of the Hosplital,
The noble 1ostitution whose nume #tands at
the head of this article, had its origin as far
buck in the past as the year 1750, “About the
end of this year.,” anya an uld, time-stained
yolumwe, which gives s sketeh of its toundation
and history during the drst fve years of s
existench, "some persous who had irequent op-
portunities ol olr‘.-t'l\_'ing the distress of such
distempered poor ak from time to Lime came Lo
Philadelphia, for the adviee and assistance of
the physlcinns and surgeons of that city; how
ditlicult it was for them 1o prooure smitable
Jodgings, and other couvenieuoes proper for
their respective cases, and how expensive the
providing good nod cureful nurses, and otlier
nitendiants, 1or want whercot, mnny musl sulfer
greatly, and some probably perish, that miel
otherwise be restored to health sod comior,
aud become uselul to  themselves, thelr
fmmiltes, sod the publick, for many yeurs
alter; and considering, moreover, that even
the poor inhavitants of this eity, though
they had homes, yeur were {bereln bl bualy
aecornmodated In siockvess, and could not be so
well and =0 ensily taken coare of in thoir sepa
fate habitations as they might be in ons 0onve.
ulenl house, under one inspection, nad in the
haods of skillul practitioners; and several ol
the inhabitants of the province, who unbhappily
became disordered In their senses, wandepoi
nbout, to the Lerrour of thelr neigthbours, they.
betug no pliwee (exoept the house of correction ).
in which they might be contined, and siubjectad
to propey mundgement lor their recovery, and
that house wag by no means ftted for such pur-
o=es3 did charitably copsnlt together, and con-
fer with their iriends sud acquaintayces, on the
best means of relieving the destresied, under
those erreumstances; und sn lufirmary, or Hos-
pital, lu the manver of several lately establisted
i Great Britnin, being proposed, wis £0 gene-
rally approved, (hat Luere wag resson 1o expect
a consiaerable subseription of the inhsbitants
of this city towards the support ot sach a Hos-
pital.”

The expense sttending such an enlerprise,
bowever, was cousiderad oo groat 1o warrant
an expectation of success, unless the subscrip-
tlon became general turonghout the proviance,
and the assistunce of tne Assebly was ob.
tained, Forthis purpose u geuernl petition wis
drawn up and presented to the “Honorable
House ol Representatives of the Provinee of
Pennsylvania®™ on the 23d  of January, 175051,
This petition sel forth the facts enumeratod
above, aud in addition pleaded the canse of the
ampoverished sick by saying that “somethine
further seews wuntiog in favor of such whose
poverty i+ made more misernble by the addi-
tionul welght of o grievous dises<e, irom which
they might easily be relieved, I tuey were not
situgated at too great a distance from recolatr
advice and ussistance, whereby many languish
out their lives, tortured perbaps with the stone,
devoured by the cancer, deprived of siant by
cutpracts, or graduoally decaying by loathisome
distempers,”

The Provincinl Oharter,

A blll for accomphishing the object in view
wis read the first tiine on the st of February
following, but for a time it was in great d Anger
of defeai, by resson of the inability of many
of the members to comprehend "the neces
gity or usetulness ot the enterorise, and the
expressed fear that the expense of paving the
physicians wonld soon est up any fund that
could be ralsed for the purpo:e, Three gene-
Tous physicians—Lloyd Zuehary, Thomus Boud,
and Phineas Boud by name—obvisted the last
objection by volunteering to attend the Hos-
pital for turee years without charirs: and o
the Tth of February the bill passed the House,
and received the Governor's a-sent in May fol-
lowing,

This wct provided for (he establich
Hosmtal, for tue reception and red
ticks, and other distempered and
within this provinee:” and further provided that
the original contributors of the sum of fen
pounds or more should assemble on the first of
July following, and that all such as mizht there-
atter contribute u llke sum should meet on the
firet Monday in May, “yearly torever,” ut some
convenlent place in the eity, to elect by bultut

#s munagers ol the contribution and Hospital
until the next election. together with one other
l}n-reou to Gill the position ol treasurer.

vard of Mansgers were empowersd Lo muke

Temporary Hospital Established In 1759,
In the meantime the Munagers established a
temporary hospital in # private house, hired for
the purpose, belongiog to Judge John Kinsey,
and situated on the north side of Market street,
above Fifth, 1t was u‘mnm in February, 1753,
with two patients in the way of & beglnning,
and continoed in use about four venrs. About
the same tlme, nlvo, general reguintlons for the
government ot the Hospital, and the reoeption
and dlscharge of patients, were adopted by the
Mavsgers, und approved by the contributors
aud the varloue state otficials, as required in
the clarter: and the following wore elected
ohysiotans to nttend upon the Inmates:—Doctors
Joyd Zachars, Thomas Bond, Phimeas Hond,
Thomns Cadwaluder, Samuel Proston Moore
aud John Renman, These physicinns, In addi-
ton to thelr pratuitons atiendanee, farnished
all the medicives required, until Decomber,
1762, when an ascortment of drugs was procured
from 1.ondon, anid an apolliecarsy’s shop estab-
lished in the Hospital, the expensa beine met
by u subserivtion of ‘‘the charituble widows
and other good women of the city," amounting
to a little more than £112, In March, 1763, Dr.
Loy d Znchary, one of the orizwmal puysicians,
wig disabled by a parplytic stroke, ang the
wanugers eloeted Dr. William Bhippen to Bl the
yacanoey,

In Mny, 1763, the first selllement of theé fe-
connts ot the Hospital took place. Up to this
lme L2067 hnd heen yecelved for butldivg ind
furpiehing, sud £2752 for malotaining the Hos
pital.  The isterest on the Intter, together with
L80 received for boarding patients who wer
able to pay, amounted to L2083, while the our-
rent expenses amounted to £800, un exceas of

L07.  Dorivg thie time 84 patients had been re
celyed . Of these 32 bad been cured and dis-
charg & were slischarged as incarable; 1 for
irregulir behiavior; 1 becauso admitted con-

trary 1o rules; 2 had left without permission; 6
bid been tnken away by thelir friendss; & had
thed from various dicorders; and 8 remained
unuder trenimont,
Early in 1764, such of the women patients ne
were able to work were furnished with spinning
wheele by the Managers, [n Febroary of the
same year, the Manngers cauveed a seal for the
Ingtitution to be engraved on silver, with the
good Samaritun delivering the sick moan to the
inukecper for a device, and for a motto the

A Permanent Bullding is Ereoted,
In the lutter part of the vear 1754 the Me-
nagers purchuased for the moderate sam of £500
the lot on which the hospital now stauds,
bounded by EBighth, Niuth, Pine, and Sproce
grreels, with the exception of a strip ifiy teet 1n
depth on the Spruce street froufl, which was
then owned by the Proprietaries, nnd was by
them, aboul ten years laver, granted to the
hospitnl, with an annuily of £40,
A plan for a complete suite of bulldings was
then ndopted, and 1t was resolved to erecr at
once one of the wings, which would aford sufti-
cienlly ample sccommodatious tor the time
being, The plun adopted was the one which
has irom time 1o time been carried out in the
ercction of the present commotions and conve-
nient structure, and the wing first erected wus
the one facing Ewehth street. On the 28th of
May, 1765, the corner-stove of the new bailding
wus lmid, with appropriate ceremonies, It ls at
the southeast corner, und the side which faces
Eighth street containg the following inseription,
which was prepared by Benjamin Franklin:—
“luy the venr of CHRIST
LCCLYV.
GEORGE the Second bapolly teigolog
(Fur besoupht the happiuess of his people)
PuAabELrmea tourishing
(For Its luhabitauts were pubilck spleatad)
This Bullding,
By the butinty of the Guvernmant,
Aud ol many private persous,
Vas ploosiy founded
For the velief of the slok and miserable;
Mny the God of Mercles
Bivss the Undertaking,'
The roof of the building wus raised on the
27th of Uetober, 1755, and in December of the
tollowing yeur it wus 50 far advanced that the
patients were removed to it from the temporary
hospital. The institution was now well nnder
way, and during the period that elapsed previous
Lo the Revolution, its prosperity was grest and
continually incrensing. Iis managemen! was #o
populir wath the people, and its usefulucss so
evident to all, that contnbutions flowed in trecly,
and large nmounts were reallzed from the ad-
mission fecs of visitors; while jury flnes, con-
tested =sums of money, and residuary smounts
in the hands of trustees still unclaimed, were
deposited in its treasury. For the purpose of
receving small sums, & box niarked “Charity
lor the Hospial"  was placed in
the house of eyvery manager, the sug-
geetion originating with  Ben jamin Frank-
I, who was a zealous patron of the Imstitu-
tion tlunoughout, From Eugland, also, came
frequent legacies in land and money. Of these
early contributions and jegacies, the following
were nmoug the largest:—By Chiet Justice
Willism Atlen, £360; his mother, Mary Alleu,
£100: Mary Andrew, £200; Jusbhun Croshy, £300;
Willinm Denny, 1113; George Kmlen, £100; Goy-
ernordumes Hawilion, £100; Isane Morris, £100;
Willinm Neste, of London, £100; Charles Os-
horne, £150; tne two lirael Pemberious, £100
each; SBamuel Fowell, £108: und Dr. Lloyd
Zuchary, £380. all of which were wmade previous
fo 1761, 1n 1776, the capital stock of the {nsti-
tution, independently of the buildings, amounted
to abount 856,000, and the anoual \ngome from
the productive capilal was sbout $3500, A
warked inerease in the number of patients ad-
mitted likewise took place, there having been
but 44 in the yenr 1758-64, wnile there were 158
in 1760-61, 382 in 1770-71, and 435 in the yeur
preceding the Declaration of Indepondence,

The Days of Finnnoial Distress.

But the war 2¢ainst the mother country did
not pase without seriously erippling the instivu-
tion, ms it did all of & similar charseter, The
Horpital was 1aken possesstomol by the Britisn
Army, on their entrunce into the city, and by
them toe bedding, medlclues, nud instruments
were approprinted jor their own uses; and
though the buillding wos restored by them to
the Managers, the miscbwef doue was not re.
paired, snd no compensation made (or the losses
inflleted, The Menogers pablighed o statement
in the sutumn of 1785, showing & 10ss of produc-
tive capital conscquenton the revolutionary trous
bles siwountiog W about L8O,  The greater part
01 this loss resulicd from the ungenerous conduct
of gor e of the ¢obiors of the inssitution, who took
advaplupe o the 1aw enforcing the receipt of
paper money to discharge their obligations in
the greatly deprowated ourrency. Toe fucome
from the remwinder of the eapual was fre.
quently paid in rhe same worthless paper, snd
was thus grontly diminished.  On one oceastion,
it Cirousstanees were so reduced, that o small
lonn o1 specie hud 10 be obtained 1o prevent o
totsl suspenson of s operations, Toe Logis-
liature cume to v rescue In March, 1780, with a
Erant of £10,000; but this wes also Imiil in enr-
feLey, and 1ealized the paltry sum of £164. The
CADenes of the lnstitation were still double the
Icole, sithoueh they had been so greauly re-

duced thnt in the yeur 1785-89 bat 77 paticnis
Wort admited, nud of these only 25 were on the
oharity list, while at one time the average num-
ber of lumates was reduced to 47, counsisting
chiefly of wmeurable luusticos,

Prowperity Retnrns After the Revolution.

But the Hospiral had passed through the most
distressiog period of fin history, sud with the
gradual settiewent of the conutry its manage-
ment h“'cllln“ more euem,.‘”r' 'Oontrlb.lluu@
aguin flowed w, old clabms were enforced, old
legucles hunted up, and the most rigid economy
practised in the institusion,

An uppeal was also mude (o the Legislature
in Januwry, 1702, particolar siress belog Iaid
upon the necessity of completing tue bulldings
necording 1o the orviginal plan, [n order that
there might be sofficient wecommodations loe
the lunstics, withoul eporouching upon the
space requiped for the other class of patienis,

he Legisiature responded generously, and in
April, 179¢, mede 8 furthar graut, the whole

!ﬁvf rise Lo an unirendly feeling on the
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§0ompletion of dil the Builldings.
The ercotisn of the wostorn wing was undor-
taken In 1704, and was sufliciontly advanced
towards complétion fu 1706, to warrant the
rreeplion ornfatlenlt: but it wes not nntil toe
year 1806 thit the central portion wes flmisbed,
and the origionl plan carried out In Al it4
details. Although it was afterwards found
fiecessary 10 erect varfous outboildings for dif=
terent purposes, and the sums granted trom
time to time by the Legisiatgre for building
purposes were insufficlent 10 meer all the ox-
puees, a8 was the mtention of the charees,
Fh(- grant ot $26,000, in 1700, appears to have
exhansted the bounty of the law-makers, sad
from that day to the present the hospiial has
received no prouninry nssistance whatédver from
the Siate Government.
The Lylng=in and Senmen's Departments
Kstablisnod,

In addition to extending the faoilitios of the
Hospital for the reception ol such oases a8 were
contemplated at the time of j1a joundation, its
usefulness was further extended about the be
ginning of the eenfury, In 1799, George Lati
mer, Collector ol the Port of Philadelphia, pro-
pogad to the mansgors an arrangement by
which #ick and disabled sewmen, belonging to
the nicreantile manne as well as to the navy,
were to be admitted to the pepefits of the Hos-

pital. From this resulted the present arsange
ment, onder which soel seamen of the mer-
chant serviee as are entitled to Governmental

care when disabled, in constderntion of 1the
hospital money deducted from their wiges,
are recelved lor n certain weekly board, patd by
the Natiopal Government, and rewioed unthl
restored to health, or removed by order of {he
Collector. In Jannnry, 1803, a Jying-in depurt-
ment was plso established for the benefit of poor
and deserving martled womew. Thie depart-
ment, subseguent to Mureh, 1807, was supporied
by 4 donation from the “First City Troop,” of n
sum derived from thelir pay for services rendered
during the Bevolution, For MANY Years an in-
come of from $£500 Lo £000 was derived 'rom this
souree, From an early period in ite history, it
had nlgo beon the ecustom 1o furnish rellef to
oitl-door pattents, but there was 1tile system in
this previous to 1607, when a regular dispensary
for euch purposes wus established, and phy-
gicinns appointed,  In 1817, as the Philadelphia
Dispeusary, which had the same objects in
view, had come into eflicient operntion, the
whole system was sbandoned.,

West's Painting of “Ohrist Heallng the

sick."”

In Septembier, 1800, the Managers of the Hos-
pital bad written to Benjaniln West, then resi-
ding in England, and, aiter paving a becoming
tribute to the lberality of the Engilsh contriba-
tors, had soliecited bhim to ald toem with his
pencil,. West acquiesced in the proposition,
and commenced work upon his ereat produc.
tion entitled “Chriet Healing the Sick.” In
1810 be gave notice that the patnting might
soou be expecied, but so gréat was the ndmira.
tion that iv elicited on all sides, when placed on
exhibltion in  England, and so determined
were the pations of art in that country
to refain I, thal time passed and  the
promised painting came not,  Hut the artist at
once commenced the proparation of u copy,
which he resolved should exceed the original in
merit; and in Oetober, 1817, it arrived in this
country and was placed on exhibition in & build-
ing erected for lhe express purpose, an admis-
s1om fee of twenty-five cents being exacted from
vieltors,  From this source over $25,000 has
been realized, and alter deducting all the ex-
penses connected with it, there has remaioed a
clear protit to the Hospital of full $15,000,
Increase in Capital and Income,

In addition to this, the Institution at various
times bas been the recapient of several hand-
some legacies. Among these was that of John
Keble, who, besides & considerable amount of
real estate, left money and securities equivalent
to 516,000, which were received in July, 1809 ;
while Stephen Girard’s legacy, smounting to
nenrly $30,000, came into the " treasury in July,
1832, It will ne remembered by muny that the
wile of the milliopaire and besefacior of Pnila-
delphin was for & long period one of the unfor-
tunate impates of the insane department of the
Hospital, and that in May. 1791, a child was
born te bim within its precinels, but died soon
alter,
F'rom the various sources enunierated above,
and the energy displayed iu the manazement of
the institution, its eaplial gradually inereased
from the $27,000 to which it had sunk in 1784,
to $456,800 in 1703, to $62,000 in 1808, 10 $124,000
1 1K1, to §172,000 in 1823, and to 260,000 in
1833, The aunual income of the Institution in
1790 had sunk to $1000; in 1835, it hud increased
to nearly 15000, In 1780, the number
of patients  admitted aonually was bat
78; In 1800, it had ioecreased to 176; in 1810,
to J68; in 18520, to 749 iu 1880, to 1130 after
which, the average for several years wias some-
what over 1000. The averasge number of in-
wales at one time Ionerensed from 46 to 295,
The number of poor patients admitted was
regulaled by the state of the funds, and was in
creased from time to time, In 1807 only 60 heds
woere allowed tor poor patients; while in 1828,
the numiber was increused to Bu, and in 1835, to
120,
About this time 0 new ern dawned upon the
inatitution, in the establishment of

The Mospltal for the Insane,
At a meeting of the Board of Manacers Lield
in May, 1831, 1t was decided that 4 =eparate
asylum for the insane was expedient, and in
1850 the sum of $326.000 was realized from the
snle of lots on the east, west, and southwest ot
the Hosplisl, The site selected for the uew
bullding wns o furm extending from Havertord
to the West Chester road, containing about one
bondred acres, But this article has already
assumed such lengthy proportions, that we must
regerve the history and workings of the latter
fnstitution for another occusion,
The transfer of the insane patients to the new
butlding greatly increased the rooms and faeiil-
ties for the sccommodation of the siek nnd dis-
abled. But the entire western wing bad to be
remodelied and repaired hefore 1t was adapted
to ordinary purposes. About the clese ol the
first century of the existence of the Hospital,
the eastern wing aud the centre were al=0 re-
modelled and repaired, and the institution Is
now ns well adapted Lo its objects us auy other
in the world,
The Prosperity of the Hoaplital Durlug
