Praisla and France Preparing for War.
From the Tribune, |
The Peace Conference of the representa-
tives of Prussin, France, England, Austria,
Russin, Italy, Holland, and Belgiom, which
will attempt to disperse the war clond im-
pending over Eorope by a pacific solution of
the Luxembourg question, assembled in Lon-
don on Tueaday. Very little is known about
the reul dispositions of France and Prussia,
Count Bismark a few days ago officially de-

clared that Prussia would accept the neutrali-
zation of Luxembourg, and Count Moustier on
4he same day assured the foreign diplomatists
in Paris that & basis had been agreed upon
whichwould secure the peace of Europs, Other
weports are less assuring, Thus, Karl Derby
stated in the Britlsh Parlinment that e
l;oli»':d that {mm:a would be restored, but that
20 his knowledge no basis had yet been dei]
mitely adopted. Whether the report that
Frunce had consented to the abandonment of
her clatms to Luxembourg, and that the Con-
ference may oppose any enlargement of the
Franch frontier, has any official foundation is
doubtful, '

In the mennwhile, both countries are
ported to continue their armunents. A fuy
days ago, the French Monitew, officially nn
mounced that France had put a stop to all
ailitary preparations; but the reports that
both powers are arming is repeated. The
charge is likely enough tw be true. The |
wecent war between FPrussin, Ialy, and Aus.
triais a warning as to the indispensable neces-
gity of not being too tardy in oumpleting u:u |
the necessary preparations, whickh neither
France nor Prussin can afford to overlook.
Then both partics were sevretly ATIing seve-
wal armies belore the outbrenk of hostilitios:
pboth denied the charge; but when the opening
of the war occurred, Prussia alone was fully

repared, and Anstria had to pay dearly for
1er usual tardivess!  Instend of assuming the
offengive, and carrying the war from the start
into Saxony and Silesia, and thus alosing the
important mountain passes south of Saxony
and Bilesia, she bad to await and west the
hostile fores after they invaded Bohemis, A
gimilar mistake on the part of Prussia or
France might cost the negligent power another
Boheminn pmnpaign.

theless, holding aloof from hoth the Northern

| Bouthern party, on Southern ground, and ns

a Southern balance of power. What, then, i3
the prospect 7 Upon what new issnes are we
to look for this Independent Southern party ?
Mr. Speaker Collax gives it as his opinion
that Congress will abide by its terms of South-
ern restoration; that *“‘the great party which
had thus become responsible for them intend
to stand by them, faithfully and literally, if
their terms are complied with by the Rebel
Stutes in good faith and withont evasion.'
Believing this, we may assnme, from the work
going on, that all the ten excluded States will
be rendmitted into Congress in senson to give
them a deliberative voles and choice in the
next Presidential election, With their admis-
sion, as the eivil and political rights of the
black#, and the safety of the national debt will
be established in the Constitution beyond the
reach of any politioal party hereafter, the
present dividing lines of parties at the North
and of races in the SBouth will be supersedasd
by new divisions.

Upon all these gunestions Geuwsral Grant
is understood to be & Western man, decidedly
in opposition to the Eastern politicians of the
high taxes, high tariff protectionist school of
Thaddeus Stevens, Weo presume that a new
party platform, embracing the doctrines of the
lowest practicable revenue tariff, the lowest
schieduls of internal taxes, a goneral eutting
down of expenses, the reorgunization, if not
the abolition of the national banks, whoreby
the Treasury may be saved the millions which
these banks now absorb as their perguisites of
the public money; and a funding syatem to
enable the Government with light taxation to
make all needful provisions in regard to the
national debt, would be u national polioy that
wonld commend sell to General Grant. |
Here, then, we may look for Lthe '!'-\-'l'iillﬂ
lines of our national partles in 1565, and for a
party commanding the great Northwest and
the South, and dividing the Central States
and even the Northoast against the party of

With free labor, Northern emigration and
enterprige, and with ample water power in
the midat of thoeir cotton tislds and iron mines,
the Southern States will nesd no high tariffs
o -_lm'eln[-.- n great manufactoring system, In
view of their prostrate condition, however,
they will need light taxes and a gradual lqgui-
dation of the uational debt in order to pet
firmly upon thelr feet again in the produstion
of full arops of thelr great pt:;llluz-. Let the
Southern Btates, therefore, hurry up the work
of reconstruction, and they may, even in 1848,
wield the balance of puwm-’ in the Presidential
election.

{ has been permitted to fasten itself upon a
Btate, not of Mexico, bnt of the American
Union, and under the administration, not of »
soldier beut on keoping the peace within his
dominfons, but of & fanatic resolved on
disintegrating the fundawental eloments of
the society which he curses by his eontrol.
The State of Tenvesses, whioh, seventy years
ago, a treasonable Henator vainly spdeavored
to trangfer to the possession of the crown of
Spain, has been virtnally given over to the
tender mercies of o wonarch who rules by
methods and in a temper not unworthy of &
Philip the Second or a Ferdinand the SBeventh.
The trath as to the present pu!ﬂ.ii-u] condition
of the Btate of Tennesses is of #0 astounding a
character, it is 8o ominous of avil to all free in-
stitutions in America, and so shocking to
every instinet of justice and Lhumanity, that
no extravaganos of partisan zeal can exonse
the crime of those who, ealling themselves the
friends of freedom and of progress in the
North, contribute in any way to Lide this
truth from the public mind.

The question now at izsne in Tennessee
between the actual master ol that State, Gov
ernor Brownlow, and the opposition which has
been organized to his rule, has nothing to do
with the claims of Congress to determine the
methods and  the conditions under which the
Union shall be restored. More than a year
ago Tennessee passed out of the control of
Congress. Pargon Brownlow, who had been
¢levated to the supreme anthority in that
State by the Federal power, seoured his eleg-
tion as Governor under an organization of the
State manipulated exclusively by his own
adberents, and now proposes to retain hig
place by a direct and open suppression of the
popular will.  While Congress has proceeded
to enfranchise the vast majority of the lately
rebellious populations of the South, no less
than five-sixths ol the white population of
Tennesser are disfranchized by the will of
the small wivority represented by Governor
Brownlow, who wields, for the enforcemoent
of this disfranchisement, & regular military
force nedrly as large as was the army of the
United States before the ontbreak of the civil
wir, and who now gesks into. his
support the negro populations of the State
upon whom he and his adherents have con-
ferred the right to vote, while
them the right to hold any office whatever,
no matter how homble or unimportant. It
would be difficult, indeed, to imagine a more
complete and ingenions scheme for defeating
all the guarantees of republican liberty, than
this which the despot of Tennessee Lias Lesn
silently suffered to wmature under cover of a
noigy and senseless clamor about “*Rebels!
and “Loyalty,”” “Copperheads’ aund *‘the
flag.”” Its result, so far, has been to enable

acter—a briital bigot, as destitute of politival
intelligence as of Christian humanity—tomake
his profound contempt of the negro race sub-
serve at onee his lost of power and his thirst
of revenge upon his political opponents.

He raved then for
the blood of Northern men, and imprecated
upon them ‘“‘the bitter agonies of death till
they ghonld regret that they ever felt any
concern for the African race.”” In the conrse
of events it became more profitable for him to
be victorious with the ‘“‘Northwestern States'
than to be “whipped" with the *‘Southern
Confederacys’” but hiz rooted conviction re-
waining unchanged, that *‘God intended the
Africans to serve their snperiors as bond-
men and bondwomen,'' he now proposes to
use the negroes of Tennessee, whose emanci-
ation he is powerless to abrogate, as the tools
{l}' which he may maintain his own new poli-
tical pogition of “‘superiority.” Happily, both
for Tennessee and for the country, there are
not wanting signs to make us hope that the
whites of that State have too muoch spirit and
the negroes too much intelligence to permit
the success of this nefarious scheme with-
out a combined and gallant struggle. In
the month of August next an election tor Gov-
ernor will be held in that Sta'e, since we take
it that the Fedoral Government will scarcely
gufler Gov, Brownlow toclose the polls by sheer
military force. By a constitutional and con-
gervative convention of the people of Tennessoa,
without distinetion of color, svhich assembled
at Nashville on the 17th of April last,
Fmerson Etheridge was nominated for the
oflies of tGovernor.
