The Indians had comedaown from the North
to keepont of tne way of hostilitles, and thelr
party consisted of torty lodges, They say that
they met n prrly of Winneconjons, who told
thein thnat the whites hod kKillod a1l the Brules
who haed gone south, This story was told them
with the evident intention to inclte the Brules
to hostility., These Bloux met the party who
stole the mules ferom Fort Mitohell, s short Jis-
tance enst (rot Laramle, Toey wers only six
v number, nna wers Winneeonjous,

Theso people represent the Sloux as groatly
Hivided in sentiment and widely soparated,
part of them belng near the mouth of Tongue
river, a tribatary of the Yellowstone, part al
Lhe mouth of the Yellawstone, and part making
their way over to the Missourl to keep out of
hostiitieg,

The Brules, they say, are mostly desirous of
coming in. They nlso allege that the Indians
engaged In the massacre at Fort Phil, Kearnay
waore composed partly of Brules and Ogullallas,
but mostly of Winneconjous, Cheyennes, and
Arrapaboes, there bwing none of the Missourl
band present, Red Loal, with a large party, was
on the way to Fort Laramie to malke posos,
